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The jury believed the prisoner guilty, and
he was senteuced to be hanged on Aug. 29,
1889, Douits arose as to the justness of
the verdict, aud many people of infiuence

interested themselves in the condemmed
man's behulf,

As o result of their efforts Smith bas
been respited eight times. On esch ocea-
sion the gallows and coffin have been ready
for him. The seventh respite was granted
Nov. 28, 1800, Smith expected to die at
miduight, and the news that he had & fur-
ther lease of life was eruelly kept from
him till near that hour. The prison of-
ficiale, it is said, thought by this means to
get him to confess. But be never flinched,
and even now adheres to his original prop-
osition: “If I am guilty [ deserve death;
but | am inoocent and demand my free
dom. 1 want no commutation of sentence.
Either loet me go or hang me."

The disreputable character of the wit-
nesses on whose testimony Smith was con-
victed bas had much to do in influencing
the governor to afford the prisoner every
possiblie chance to clear bimself. The vic-
tim, Skidmore, was brutally mundered by
some one, At any rate. His corpse was
found in a lonely thicket, and & bullet hole
in the back of the head told the manner of
his taking off, while the rifled pockets ex
plained the reason for the killing.

More flendish and brutal than either of

the homicides mentioned above was the |
recent nssassination of Winnle Kropper by |

Frank Krulis at Bohemiavills 1. [. One
evening the two voung men Faft the village
saloon in company.
