COUNCIL PROCEEDINGS.

Ucsular Session of tlic Council Considerable
ltoutluc Work A Resolution Passed Pcr- -

mlttlns the Withdrawal of bu- -
bu"bat Tratks.

The council was called to order last
evening at 7:30 iu regular session by Mayor
Clement.

A quorum was found to be present on
roll call. The minutes ef the last regular
and one adjourned session were read aud
approved.

The following communication was then
read by tho mayor:
To tho Honorable City Council.

In view of the fact that the financi al de-
pression that now prevails over the enti re
country bears with an especially heavy
weight upon the state of Kansas and the
people of our own city, it is incumbent
upon the city government to see that all
burdens imposed upon the tax payers be
made as light as possible. While the tax
last levied by your honorable body upon
tho property of this city is the smallest of
any tax levied by the council of any city
jt. mc mn wiasa in mu statu ol jvunsas,
yet it is your duty, at this time, while
money is so scarce and incomes are so
meagre, to still further use your best
judgement to reduce in every possible way
all current expenses, an i to see that the
business of the people is conducted in the
most economical manner.

"With this end in view, I request the dif-
ferent committees to investigate the con-
dition of their several departments, and re-
port at tho next regular meeting, wherein
expenses can in any manner be curtailed.

As the finance committee has special
charge of the expenditure of monies, and
an oversight of the making of all appro-
priations 1 would request them to report
where, in their judgment, expenses can be
reduced without injury to the public
service. Tho people should be assured, that
so long as the present depression continues,
that not only shall no additional burdens
be imposed, but that all expenses shall be
reduced to the lowest possible point.

G. V. Clement, Mayor.
Under reports of city officers the city

engineer submitted the final estimate on
paving the alley between Douglas and
First from Main to "Water streets.

A sidewalk was asked for on the west
side of Topeka avenue from Thirteenth
Street north to lot ten Hasties' addition.

After considerable discussion it was
moved and seconded that tho matter be
referred to tho judiciary committee and
city attorney to investigate some of the
legal points of the proposed legislation.

A petition was presented signed by the
property owners asking the council to set
outside of the city limits all territory
north of Twenty-firs- t street and west of
Arkansas avenue and all north of Twenty-secon- d

street and between Lawrence and
Arkansas avenues.

A motion was made aud seconded to
refer tho matter to the judiciary
committee, city attorney and city en-

gineer. An amendment was offered to
grant the petition, which carried ayes G,

nays ."5.

Bills against the city were read and re-

ferred to the proper committees.
An ordinance was adopted making ap-

propriations for the payment of the sewer
contracts and various claims against tho
contractors.

Councilman Glaze reported from tho
committee on finance that until the pres-
ent feed bills were paid, no more feed
could 1)0 obtained. A motion was adopted
authorizing the payment of the bills.

A misundeistanding was had by the
council at its last session iu regard to an
oats cleaner for tho fire department. Some
of the council understood the price of the
machine to be 6125. The chief of the de-

partment explained that the price was
only $25, and a motion was adopted that
it be purchased.

The sanitary committee recommended
tho acceptancy of the contract by tho city
of parties offering to do scavanger work.

The matter of license for auctioneers was
brought up by the chairman of the judi-
ciary committee. Several parties wanted
license, butdid not want tolsayas much
as the license now fixed bv ordinance
motion prevailed fixing tho license at $2
per day for a period not less than sixty
days.

On motion the city attorney was in-

structed to look into the electric light
contract and report its features at next
meeting a some of the council felt dis-
posed to annul the contract for lighting
North Main stioeL

A communication was received from the
architect of the city building in regard to
the specifications for heating tho same.
The architects claim that the copy of the
specifications on file iu the ollice of the city
clerk were not a correct copy certain words
having been erased after it had left their
hands. There was considerable discussion
upon this matter, aud Councilman Glaze
asked to be excused from service on the
building committee on technical grouuds.

A motion to draw an ordinauce instruct-
ing tho mayor to call a special election,
was made, but was amended to instruct
the mayor to confer with tho oilicial-- . of
he proposed road and see if they would

accept the terms stipulates in the report
the committee.

A moti n prevailed that when tho coun-
cil adjourned it be till next Monday night.

Mr. Hollowell, tho city weighmaster,
who had beeu cited to appear before the
council, made a statoment of his case be-

fore the couucil. He claimed the city
owed him more than he took in, hence hi
refusal to turn over the money taken iu
bv him to the city.

There was quite an animated discussion
upon this case. It seems Hallouell has
not turned over any money since last July

On the failure of the American Na-
tional, of Kansas City, a rumor was
started that the Savings was largely in-

volved, which was not true but which re-

sulted in a heavy withdrawal of currencj.
The closing of tho doors caused no excite-
ment. The truth of tho matter the

tho institution will pay all in-

debtedness two or three times over. But
for the want of read- - cash to meet tho
quiet run started by the rumor tho bank
would havo went along without even an
apprehension of trouble. The entire de-

posits undrawn, as shov-i- i by tho books
were but $27,70"). Everybody felt bad
over the occurrence especially as all
Wichita's eight banks had gone through
the squeeze in fine shapa. From
the cashier we obtain the following state-
ment of the condition of tho saving at tho
hour of closing: Due depositors, $27,700;
bills payable, S3,000. or 30,700 total liabil-
ities. Assets as shown by books, 04,000;
stockholders liabilities, SIS3.150; total as-

sets, $277.1."0. Mr. J. X. Haymaker, who
was made assignee, says that tho creditors
one and all will get every cent that be-

longs to them. The damage done is mora
in natno than in fact. There is u general
regret in tho city that a Wichita bank
should have been compelled to make an
assignment, but otherwise the closing of
the Savings doors in no way troubled the
business interests of the city or had auy
perceptible effect.

"Which citv wi. I derive tiie most benefit
from the new roads you name?"

"Well, I should say this ciry will re-

ceive most benefits, but then Fort Worth
is already a large place and the Rock
Island will give that city a big lift.
A city cannot exist without rail-
roads, and the more roads the greater
the possibilities of a city. The Rock
Island will open up a fine country to tlte
wholesale trade of Fort Worth. In less
than ten years from now Fort Worth and
Greenville will be the largest cities in
Northern Texas

What about Dallas: will any of the short
lines from the nortiigo through that city?

"No. Tho short lines aro to be built by
men who are largely interested in cities
north of tho Kansas line, and as their object
is to increase their wholesale facilities, they
will go out of their way to help any other
city. Greenville is, fortunately for itself,
situated in the railway paths of short lines
to come in from the north and northeast.
This will force the M., K. and T. to build
direct south from here The Rock Iland
has taken the best route for Aransa Pass,
and I am told they will also build a branch
from Fort Worth west through Throck-
morton county to secure the large cattle
business of that count ry. The tendency of
the times indicate tome that Fort Worth
and Greenville will squeeze the life out of
Dallas in a few years.

Of Jntrrect to Ice Cream Flrntli.
Vanillin is the odoriferous principle of

vanilla, which is the fruit of a plant called
vanilla aromatica. Vanillin exists in the
vanilla pod to the extent of about 2 per
cent. These pods used to bo very expen-
sive, but new sources of vanillin arc being
discovered, and it seems likely that the

industry will soon bo extinct. Vaail-bn- ,

which is the only substance for which
the vanilla pod is valuable, has been fouad
in asparagus, raw beet sugar and a&afco-tida- ;

it likewise results from the oxidation
of olive wood.

On a large scale it is prepared from coai-feri-

a compound which occurs in the sap
of the cambium of pine trees. The latent
source of vanillin has been dfajcoTered hy
Herr Schneegans in the .eed3 of rosa cam
na. These are extracted with ether. Part
of the ether Is separated by distillation.
and the residue is agitated by podinm bi
sulphite solution saturated with sulphur-
ous anhydride. Dilute snlphurie acid i
then added, aad finally, after ranch wash-
ing and drying, a brown oil is ohtatd
which in a few dar becomes a ma l
crystals. Possibly the vanilla, pod will
find a new commercial rival in those rvsa
canisa seeds. London Grocer.
