A Story Traced Through Centuries.
Mr. W. A. Olonston, in The Asiatic Quar-

terly Review, traces a familiar tale from
tke ancient Hindoo collection, "Ocean of
the Rivers of Narrative," through various
versions in many centuries and languages.

The Hindoo tale is, in brief, as follows:
A rich man said to his treasurer, in tho
hearing of a musician who had entertained
him, "Give this man two thousand panas."
The treasurer said, "I will do so," and
went out. The minstrel asked him for
those panas, but was refused, and on ap-
pealing to the rich man he received this
reply: "What did you give me that I
should make a return? You gave a short-
lived pleasure to my ears by playing on the
lyre, and I gave a short-live- d pleasure to
your ears by promising you money."

In Gladwin's "Persian Moonshee" a
poor poet recites verses in praise of a rich
man, who promises him a quantity of
grain, but later says to him, "You are a
blockhead! You delighted me with words,
and I pleased you in like manner. Why,
then, should I give you grain?"

Lucian tells of a philosopher who com-
plained to his pupil because his fees were
eleven days in arrears, and was thus an-
swered by the youth's uncle: "Pray let us
hear no more complaints of the injustice
you suppose you have had at our hands,
since it simply amounts to this: We have
bought words of you, and till now have
paid you in the same coin."

In "Jacke of Dover, His Quest of
tho Foolo of all Fooles," an En-

glish jest book of tho Sixteenth century,
tliero is a talc almost precisely like the
Hindoo narrative.

A Japanese story says that Kisabnro, a
person of economical spirit, took lodging
on tho side of a market for eels. The appe
tizing odor of fried eels entered his dining
room and seasoned his bowl of rice. The
man with the eels presented his bill for the
odor of tho fish. Kisaburo laid the money
asked for on tho bill nnd began to chat
with him. When the man was about to
leave Kisaburo put the money back into
his pocket, replying to the man's remon-
strance, "You ask me for payment for the
smell of your fried fish. I do the same for
tho sight of my money." This story was
known in Europe in tho Fourteenth cent-
ury.

Youdjj Wood Workers.
Let us visit tho large, airy room contain-

ing forty-eig- benches (though only half
that number of scholars is allowed to work
at a time), where boys of the first year
spend two periods of each day learning to
work in wood. Rich bench has a neat set
of tools snugly put away in a little closed
cupboard which stands on the bench. Each
boy has his own and keeps it in good order.
Suspended above the bench is a blue print
picture of the piece of work to be given
for the day's lesson. From a large lumber
room on another floor boards of suitable
size have been brought, and as the boys
come in, with faces full of interest in tho
work before them, they lay aside any su-
perfluous articles of dress in neat lockers
in the adjoining room.

Each has been taught the nseof hammer
and plane, saw, chisel and square, one at a
time; and now, with a few instructions
from tho teacher in charge, the scholar
knows just how to go to work. Perhaps it
i& a joint or a sash that is given him. He
w orks carefully, frequently consulting his
blue print model. The result of his work
is not a matter of indifference by any
means. Thirty patterns of differentpieces
must be made and accepted by the in-

structor before the boy can pass from this
room to the next, and as much depends on
his faithfulness in this part of his duty as
in the geometry or chemistry class.

All who have successfully completed this
work will go on to the wood turning room,
where there are forty-eigh- t benches and
wood turning lathes, besides circular and
scroll saws, a buzz planer and various
other machines necessary to a full under-
standing of the art. of wood turning. Such
neat little rings, cylinders and cups as are
turned out here, and after regular hours
you often may see the boys at work by
themselves, busily making some pretty
cabinet, book rack or even a set of doll's
furniture for the little sister, thus pleas-
antly applying the principles learned in
class. St. Nicholas.

About Poor Teeth.
Abscessed teeth, especially in the back of

the mouth, and more especially in the low-
er jaw, should not be left in the mouth
after a reasonable amount of skillful treat-
ment has failed to control the discharge of
pus. Chronic abscesses discharging pus,
which is swallowed with the saliva, are too
frequently allowed to pass unnoticed, and
serious derancements may arise from this
constant assimilation of a septic poison. If
the abscess cannot be cured extract the
tooth.

As to when to extract teeth I have only
to say that once it is decided to have the
tooth removed, the sooner it is done the
better. If it is designed to take gas the
dentist should not be visited immediately
after a meal, as the presence of food in the
stomach is likely to result in nausea and
vomiting, which is unpleasant for both
the patient and the operator. Take gas on
an empty stomach. A Dentist in New
York Herald.

its beauty improved by covering half of it
with a coat of hair, however sofkand silky,
lustrous, brown or golden. Birds hail
teeth once; how should we welcome a
prospect of the return, a retrogression, to
their former n condition?

Would you think your canary or yonr
brilliant hued cockatoo improved in it3 ap-
pearance if the smooth, even edges of its
bill were garnished with saws of pearly
teeth like a little feathered and winged al-

ligator? The possession of a full comple-
ment of teeth has always been regarded as
an indispensable condition of perfect
health. To our prehistoric ancestors, who
bad no other grain mills than their molars,
it must have been so, and the modern sol-

dier in active service would flud the hard-
tack and leathery salt beef rather unsatis-
factory fare without the dental integrity
which the examining surgeon so properly
insists upon.

But the constantly improving science of
cookery supplies the remedy for the civil-

ian, and as to the soldier, he is, like his
teeth, a relic of undeveloped civilization.
Tho "dogs of war" must go, teeth and all.
Experience has demonstrated that the lux-
urious dietcf civilization, which gives so lit-

tle for the teeth to do, is on the whole more
conducive to vitality and longevity than
the hard fare of savagery. Long before
toothless gums shall have become the rule
all occasion for teeth will have passed,
either for beauty or use. Edward P. Jack-
son in North American Review.

"Wind and Sea Waves.
The friction of the wind upon the sea

surface, the convulsions of deep seated
earthquakes and the attraction of tho
heavenly bodies give rise to three different
kinds of sea waves. It may at first seem
strange that so soft an agent as air in mo-

tion should be capable of producing such
sublime undulations as are frequently ob-

served by mariners on the deep sea, and by
the dwellers on sea coasts when the wind
is blowing with gale force.

We muBt remember, however, that the
atmosphere exerts a pressure, speaking
roughly, of about 2,000 pounds on every
square foot, and that the air is impelled
over the surface of land and sea at the rate
of forty miles an hour when a moderate
galo is blowing, and 100 miles an hour
when a hurricane is raging, which no sail
can withstand. Half way between the
Capo of Good Hope and Australia the Liv-

erpool clipper ship Jamas Baines ran 420

miles before the wand in twenty-fou-r hours.
At ono instant she was running twenty-on- e

knots an hour with her main skysail set, a
feat that is hardly credible were it not
well substantiated.

Two years later, in 1S56, the Red Jacket
averaged 334 knots daily during eight suc-

cessive days in about the same latitude,
and the American clipper ship Sovereign
of the Seas had a westerly gale when
rounding Capo Horn which drove her 4,505

nautical miles in sixteen days, on one of
which she made 411 miles. These unpar-
alleled runs of sailing ships afford some
faint idea of the velocity with which the
wind travels in high latitudes. Chambers'
Journal.
