The Irish conservative is
Edward de Cobain, a nonentity in the
house of commons, where he was not often
Been and but little known. Ho is one of
the extromest sect of Orangemen, son of a
Wesleyan minister, was educated at Bel-
fast Mercantile academy, and was
formerly grand mBhter of the Orange
Institution of Belfast. lie is now deputy
grand master for Ireland. He represents
East Belfast in parliament, but will never
again be seen in the house of commons.
He is charged with one of the most abom-
inable crimes, and before warrants were
issued for his arrest abundance of evidence
was obtained proving thai he had carried
on his vile practices over a long series of
years.

KANSAS MINES.
TOIT.K.A, Kan., April 15. The Hon.

John T. Stewart, state mine inspector, has
completed his report of the lead and zinc
product of Kansas for 1590. . The showing
an total number of pounds and in money
value is somewhat less thau for the two
years previous.

During tho last thro months of 1890
nearly 8,000 tons of zinc oro have bean sold,
partly from the Kansas district, and ship-po- d

abroad and smelted at tho works in
Europe. Arrangements are now being
made for extensive smelting plants in tho
immediate vicinity of the mines. There
were produced fJom tho Galena and Em-
pire City mines hist year 43.650.SSS pounds
of zinc ore valued at $200.SVJ, and 8,447,927
pounds of lead ore valued at $433,510.

In his report Mr. Stewart says that tho
year 3S90 had been paradoxical. It has
beon both the worst and tho best year of
oro production in the history of Galena.
On account of the low prico of both lead
and zinc ore until the clobe of tho voar,
many of ttie large companies shut down
their production as much as possible. Tho
cause of this is tho development of new
territory, thero beimr more than three
times the area developed at tho close of
the year than there was at the becinning. aThe gradual increase in the consumption
of both ores particularly cmc. has caused
a corresponding Increase in tho demand,
and the outlook for 1S91 shows a continued
increase in the consumption and demand
for both these ores. Ou account the
prices of ores were considerably higher at
tho close than at the beginning of tho
year, and the indications are that the out
put from the Galena and Empire City dis-
tricts will be doubled this year.

The commissioner's report upon the coal
output is complete. Practio illy four coun-
ties produce the Kansas coal Crawford,
Cherokee, O&age and Leavenworth, in the
order named. These four counties put out
in the yeaV 1SS9, 9Sp per cent of the coal
mined in Kansas.

A DEFENSE OF KANSAS.
Washington, April 15. The recently

published interview with
Samuel J. Crawford, of Kansas, in which
ho replies to the statements of certain
Kansas Alliance leaders now in the east,
has caused considerable comment and
called forth numerous letters of inquiry.
Among the letters received was one from
a gentleman in Boston, who said:

"I have read your recently published in-
terview concerning Kansas and Kansas
mortgages.audl thank you sincerely for it.
Quite a number of persons in this city
have invested all their surplus money in
such mortgages, and many of them are un-
easy lest they lose what they havo so in-
vested. We have heard so many conflict-
ing reports about the poverty of the people
of Kansas, their enormous indebtedness,
the drouth and failure of crops, and the
Alliance legislature trying to pass laws to
prevent tho collection of debts, that one
iiardly knows what to believe. I hold a
mortgage of $950 on a farm said to be
worth $5,000, and am therefore personally
interested. If I am not tresspassing too
much upon your time, T should ba pleased
to have you write and let me know tho ex-
act facts about tho condition of Kansas,
aud whether tho farmers generally are in
favor of repudiating their debts."

In reply to this Governor Crawford, un-
der date of April 14, wrote as follows:

"Your letter relative to Kansas mort-
gages reached me this morning. In reply
permit me to say, as I said substantially
in the interview referred to, that you and
others who have invested in Kansas mort-
gages have nothing whatover to fear on
account of such investments. Every Kan
sas mortgage, with isolated exceptions, is
secured by a tract of land worth, at the
time the mortgage was executed, at least
twice as much as it called for. Having re-
sided iu Kansas for thirtv-tw- o years, I
know something of tho quality and value
of Kansas lauds, and I say, without the
slightest hesitation, that your mortgage,
and all other Kansas mortgages, unless
fraud was practiced in securing them, are
just as good aud safe as government bonds.
The great majority of Kansas farmers
commenced life in that state with little
else than the naked prairie, and hence they
found it necessary as well as advantageous
to borrow money. But at least nine-tenth- s

of tho money so borrowed was in-
vested in stock or substantial Improve-
ments which the farmers now have as tho
fruits of such investments. Kansas, mind
you, is larger in area than all New Eng-
land, Now York, New Jersey, Delaware
and Maryland combined, and hence It has
taken a great deal of money and labor to
bring it up to ItB present position among
the agricultural states of the union.

"Two years ago tho aggregate yield of
corn (one crop) exceeded i'50,000,000 bush-
els. Last year the corn was cut short by
reason of the drouth, but the wheat in
quality and quantity was above the aver-
age, while this year the prospect for corn,
wheat aud other agricultural products

, all that any person could desire.
Throughout the state the ground was
never in better condition for cultivation.
Wo have had an abundance of snow and
rainfall during the winter and spring.and
the farmers are actively at work prepar-
ing for tho cultivation of a lar-je- r acreage
of corn and wheat combined than ever
before. Tho wheit crop is alreadv as-

sured, and the yield is estimated at 05,000,-00- 0

bushels, while that of corn will not.in
all probability, fall short of 250,000.000
bushels. This, added to the large herds of
cattle and the great number of horses,
mules, etc, which every farmer will ship
to market during the year, will place the
state in the frout rank, with products for
the market worth at least iS0,00O,Q0O.

"Then with such a grand prospect, why
should tho holders of Kansas mortcaees be
uneasv?

FARM MORTGAGES.
Washington, April 15. Some time ago

Superintendent Porter, of the census
bureau, received from S. McLallan. editor
of the Advocate, a Farmers' Alliance
paper published at Topoka, Kan., a letter
criticizing the work of the bureau in its
farm mortgage investigation, alleging,
among other things, that it was being con-
ducted for party purposes. reply to
this letter, the superintendent has written
ilr. McLallin as follows:

"There is no evidence, nor is it a fact,
that the census office has conducted the
mortgage investigation for partisan pur-
poses. The desire has simply been to as-
certain the truth, and, as far as possible,
the whole truth in regard to the recorded
Indebtedness of the people of the United
States. The insinuations against the in-
tegrity of the census office expressed in
your letter are entirely without founda-
tion plausibility. It would be foolish

claim that the amount of existing mort-
gage Indebtedness can be ascertained with-
out error, whatever the plan may be. It
i3 simply a question of choosing the
method: that can be practically employed
with the least degree of error, and it is ex-
pected that the plan adopted by the cen-
sus office will be regarded as such a one
when it is fully and its results
are known.

"In the efforts of the Kansas Alliance to
ascertain the amount of existing mort-
gage indebtedness, I understand that sec-
ond mortgages given for the security of
interest and commissions have been taken
as principal, instead of being converted
Into an addition to tne rate or interest, as
they should be. If this mistake has been
made, another large element of error and
exaggeration has been added to the
errors mentioned. What these errors of
Investigation are doing for you will appear
iu Lyon county, where the census office
made a special investigation aud ascer-
tained the amount unpaid upon every un-

cancelled mortgage recorded during the
ten years from 1SS0 to 1890, a period in-
cluding all of the mortgages in force. At
the preseut time the census office is com-
pleting the collection of facts in regard to
iarin and home ownership in Kansas and
neighboring states and needs the

BREAD AND BEEF.
Washington, April 15. Tho bureau of

statistics reports that the exports of bread-stuff- s

from the United States during the
month of March last was $12,382,130,
against during the same month
of the corresponding year, The exports of
beef, hog aud dairy products aggregated
512,304,153, against 10,505,653 during the
same month of 1S90.

By June 1, the secretary of agriculture
expects to have the meat products inspec-
tion law in full force. On whatscale this
beneficial provision is to be carried out is
shown in the order recently given for the
manufacture of 300 miscroscopes. The de-

partment is making every possible effort
to get the law in operation by June 1, in-

spired by the already excellent effects for
the inspection of live cattle. In the first
three months of 1891. the number of live
cattle exported to Europe from tho United
States was S5,182, against 72,000 in Janu-
ary, Februarv and March 1890. Great
Britain took 82,820, an increase of 11,559;
Germany took2,25S, an increase of 1,852.

In the nine months ending March 81,
1S01, the number of cattle shipped to
Europo from the United States was 253,-16- 3,

an increase of 44,616 head, or more
than 17 per cent. This increase of exports
iu cattle is one of tho signs which has
sent the price of cattle on tho hoof up l-

cents a pouud. This increase of the
fruits of tho inspection and of the vigorous
work of tho department in stampiug out
contagious diseases.

does not exist among tho herds in
the United States. The farmers of Scot-
land and the north of England have
learned this, and they are clamoring that
thoy shall be allowed to receive American
stock cattle on their farms for fattening
instead of tho Irish-bre- d cattle, which
have pleuro-pneumom- Under present
regulations United States cattle must be
slaughtered within days after being
landed in Great Britain and that restricts
the market. The department indulges in
the hope that the enforcement of rigid in-

spection on this side will soon break down
tho barriers on the other jside of the water.
The good work of dealing with contagion
has not been limited to pleuro-pneumoni-

The Texas fever, under the regulations of
the department, has ceased to ba dreaded
by cattlemen and insurance companies.
Several years ago the insurance rate on
exports was from 8 to 10 per cent, as to
cover los-- Texas fever. The efforts of
the department to prevent the shipment
of infected cattle have reduced the rate3
to 2j and 8 per ceut, which means a sav-
ing to tho cattlemen of about $4.50 a head.

PUT ON YOUR WHITE ROBES.
New Haven, Conn., April 15. Prof. C.

A. I. Totten, of Yale, says that a mathe-
matical calculation, founded on Bibical
truths, proves beyond peradventure that
the Messiah will come "again before the
year 1900.

"Some- - papers have published," Prof.
Totten said, What I predict the end of the
world within this century, This is an er-
ror. I don't think that the end will come
for a million yeais, and I have not made
any prophecy about it at all. My remarks
were neither comprehended or apprehend-
ed. But here is what I do declare, not

for the prophecy is already toldfirophesy, in the parables of the labor-
ers in the vineyard and the virgins with
their lamps. A generation in its true
Bibical sense is three score and ten, seven-
ty years; and so the fifty-seve- n gener-
ations traced through the geueologies in
the Old Testament equal 3990 years.
Hence the fifty-eight- h generation began
with the 8991st year of the world. The
hours mentioned in the vineyard parable
are each 153 years. So, multiplying by
twelve hours we have which added
to 8991 equals 5827 yearo of the world, and
the completion of the vineyard parable.
Then, as the work is naturally concluded
at sundown, tho parable of the virgins
their lamps properly follow, and this par
able, according to the text, represents one
generation, seventy years, which added to
5S27 makes 5897.

"Now this 5S97 A. M. (year of the world)
corresponds to March, 1899. Why? For
these reasons: Caesar pushed the begin-
ning of the old Hebrew year from the aut-
umn equinox (in September) ahead to
March. England pushed the year ahead
from March to January, and Pope Exigus
must have taken tho beginning of 4001 for
4000 in computing tho birth of Christ.
We thus; gained six months, pins three
months, plus one year, which equals one
and three-fourt- 3'ears. Deduct from
this 5S97 and wo have 5895X. the time at
which tho bridegroom will come and will
find some of the virgins with their lamps
untrimmed. The 5S93J year since the
birth of Adam will see tho bridegroom,
who, of course, is none other than Christ
himself.

"Now, what is 5895 A. M. in our A. D.
years? Herod ordered all the innocents of
2 years and younger to be put to death,
and, in a short time after that, the eclipse
of the moon took place. It took place in
the year 3998, according to Josephus, and
Herod died in that year. Now, Herod lim-
ited his order to "children of 2 years, be-
cause about two years before the Magi in-
formed him of the birth of the Savior.
So Christ was born two years before the
eclipse and the death of Herod two years
before 399S, that is, 8996.

A curious story of
the preservation of records in a tomb has
been developed here in connection with
the discovery of the inheritance of a for-
tune. Mrs. Sidney Hendricks, of this city,
has been notified that she has fallen heir
to 2,000,000 from tho estate of an uncle
long since deceased. Isaac Phillis. from
whom the estate descends, was born May
2, 1769, at Easton, Mass. He went south
in 1813, engaged in the slave trade and ac-
cumulated an enormous fortune. Of this
he deposited the cash in the Manhattan
bank, of New York City, and invested the
remainder in land at Long Branch, in
Holeston, S. C, and in houses and lots in
Baltimore. The cash now in the Manhat-
tan bank aggregates $5,000,000. He died
in 1834, his wife and only child having pre-
viously died. In 1871 the heirs began to
search for facts to establish their right to
the property.

On an application to the courts to com-
pel the Manhattan bank to disclose all of
the facts relative to the deposit with
that institution, the court held that
tho heirs must first furnish exact informa-
tion as to the time and place of Isaac
Phillips' death. This they were unable to
do and the matter dropped. They next
thing was to get an authentic record of
his birth. It was finally discovered that
the family Bible of good old Baptist Dea-
con Phillips, Isaac's father, had descended
to Isaac's brother, Jacob, and that it had
been buried In the coffin with Jacob's
daughter, Snsanna, on June 4, 1863. in the
Washington street cemetery at Easton.
Permission was obtained from the select-
men a few days ago to open the grave.
The family Bible was found, somewhat
decayed, but with the record still perfectly
legible and furnishing the missing link.
Thefoituneis estimated at J6,000,C09, of
which Mrs. Hendricks is heir to one-thir-

tho other heir being her two brothers,
William T. Carroll, a manufacturer of
patented articles, at Worcester, Mass., and
Daniel W. Carroll, a machinist of Canton,
Mass.

In the course of an interview
on the situation Mr. Fitztrerald said:
"The people are of course at liberty to re-
ceive the Parnell envoys in any way they
desire and the envoys are equally at lib-
erty to act as they deem best while in
America. Tfae National league, however,
can take no action ou the mat-
ter. The delegations of envoys are
now in this country representing both
parties in Ireland. We are anxious to do
everything in our power to aid the Irish
cause, but officially we cannot act in this
immediate question. What we all desire
is harmony, sand to accomplish this, and
in answer to .Mr. O'Kelly's statement be-
fore the couttcil, we have offered our serv-
ices toward a. compromise. We are hope-
ful that such a result may be brought
about, and feel certain that Mr. Parneli at
least will agi?ae to a compromise. On what
basis it may be made it "would bo impos-
sible for us to surmise, since we have as
vet no direct communication from Ireland.
When the matter is settled one way or the
other, there will, you may be assured, be
no lack of money from America. This
country will never be d in its
support of the Irish cause."
