VON MOLTKE IN BATTLE.

MURAT HALSTEAD DESCRIBES THE
OLD FIELD MARSHAL,

A Great Comflict in Which the Leaders
Seem to Have Little or No Part—A Plct-
ureof King and Gienerals in Repose While
€ B d and Ti nds Fell.

On the field of Gravelotte, which was
far the greatest combat that Moltke ever
witnessed, T saw the old fisld marshal, and
was within thirty yards of him for more
than three hours. The Kking, with Bis-
marck and Molike and the splendid gen-
eral ctafl, and, [ believe, General Stein-
metz and our Genersl Phil Sheridan, who
was Bismarck's gnest, balted on aslight
elevation that was a part of the immense
field of battle of Mars la Tour, fought two
days before. The royal headquarters group
