HE FOUNDED TWO CITIES

REMARKABLE RECORD OF A WESTERN
PIONEER, RECENTLY DECEASED,

After Aiding to Start Chicage on Its
March to Greatness He Assisted In Es
tablishing the Presest Capital of the
Biate of Wisconsln,

1t falls to the lot of fow men to be en-
rolled among the creators of great cities
Alanson Sweet, who died recently at the
home of his son, George Sweet, in Chi-
cago, took a prominent part in the es-
tablishment of two important cities. He
was one of the twelve men who founded
Chieago, and he afterwand assisted Gov-
ernor Doty in laying cut Madison, the
capital of Wisconsin,

This of 1tself is & reconl of which any
man might be proud. When Fort Dear-
born was established in 1803 the wildest
dreamer had no idea of the marvelons
development destined 1o take place in
the neighborhood. Inm 1841 Chicago com-
prized abont n dozen familiee and the
garrison of the fort. The mouth of the
river was a sloggish bayou; the banks
were flat and marshy, with deadly fevers
larking in their foggy exbalations.

The conditions and prospects were
little better in 1833 when, with true
ponser mstinet, Mr. Swest joined eleven
of his fellows in organizing the township
of Chicago. There wns need of o good
harbor at this point on the great lakes,
and in gpite of the many natnmal draw-
backs the energetic citizens of that sarly
period set about to make one. They
drew up plans for filling in the flats and
dredging the channel of the river, It
was many vears before their projected
improvements took definite shape, but
geveral of the fonmders besides Mr
Sweet lived to see Chicago assume its
place among the commercial centers of

the world, The mising of tho grade of
the city from eight to ten fest above the
orginal surface was one of the most sta.
pendous engineering experuments ever
undertaken,
