TA is a land of
wonders and woe,
of palaces and pov-
erty, of greed and
gold, of diamonds
and despair, of
caste and conquest

in a word, a
land of contrasts,
where men fight
each other, and
wild beasts and
venomous ser-
pents fight all
mankind. It is

th8 fabled cradle of tho Aryan race, tho
chosen abode of Bnrldha and the home
of mysticism. Throughout the ages
starvation, the scourgo of the sword
and the scourge of pestilence have
swept the country from end to end, yet
in the face of all these visitations there
has been no decrease in the swarming
millions of people, and native rulers and
foreign invaders alike have secured vast
fortunes and displayed a barbaric mag-
nificence to which the sturdier but less
opulent Occident is still a stranger.

But strangest of all strange things in
that strange land is the occult power of
thought transmission with which the sons
of the soil seem to be endowed. It is only
the other day that the dominant English
undertook to "arrange matters" in the
"protected" kincdom of Manipur, which
is situated among the mountains some 300

miles to the northwest of Calcutta. The
petty realm has been under British super-
vision for nearly half a ccattiry. There
was a residency, so called, at tho capital,
and the agent living there acted under
orders from tho English commissioner,
whose headquarters were at Assam. Dur-
ing a period of forty years all went well.
Then the old Maharajah Chandra Kirti
Singh died, and to him succeeded hi3 son,
Soor Chundra Singh.

Tho' new ruler, who seems possessed of
all the oriental vices and no virtues to
speak of, was soon chased out of the coun-
try by his brothers. One of them, known
as the Jubraj, ascended the throne, but all
the power and influence were assumed by
a third brother named Kotwal Koirens,
whose official title as head of tho army is
SenapattL After recuperating for several
months at Calcutta Soor Chundra Singh
plncked up courage and asked his English
allies to secure his reinstatement as tho
head of the government.

They consented, and Commissioner Quin- -

ton, at Aif;im, was ordered to take the
case in hand. He in turn communicated
with Agent Frank St. Clair Grimwood,
and then set out for the Manipur capital
with an escort of 4C0 native soldiers com- - ,

manded by Colonel Charles McDowell
Skene. Tho Jubraj and the Scnnpatti re-

ceived this force with all the honors of
salutes and formal demonstrations of
amity. But when the brothers of the de-

posed monarch were summoned to a dur-
bar, or conference, at tho residency they
declined to appear.

The next day Colonel Skene's forces at-

tacked the palace, their purpose being to
arrest the Senapattl. They found them-
selves confronted by 7,000 Manipuris and
were beaten back to the residency, which
was promptly besieged. Tho situation got
so serious thatMr. Quinton proposed a
truce and a conference This was agreed
to, and the commissioner went to the pal-

ace accompanied by Agent Frank St. Clair
Grimwood, Lieutenant W. H. Simpson,
Colonel Skene and W. II. Cossins.

Up to this point, when the palace gates
closed on the five Englishmen, the tele-

graph had borne to Calcutta daily and
even hourly reports of tho condition of af-

fairs. Then intelligence through ordinary
channels ceased, and right here is where
the East Indian displayed his incompre-
hensible ability to get news without the
aid of wires, electricity, railways or mes-

sengers. The male housekeeper at mili-
tary headquarters in Calcutta went mar-
keting in the morning. With his supplies
he brought back a piece of news. "He told
it to the cook, and the cook told it to the
bearer when he came down for his master's
hot water, and the bearer, after the sahib
(his master) had bathed and shaved and
was in a mood to receive intelligence, told
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it to him. It was to the effect that the
chief commissioner of Assam and four of
his staff had been put to death. Their
hands and feet and heads had been cut off,
and they would never come back."

tiny. Three days later confirmation of
the horror was received from the eur-- I

vivors of Skene's command, who had
manaced to reach Gerighat, the near
est place of safety. One hundred only
were left of the 400 toldier who had
marched from Assam- - But vengeapce has
followed fast. The Manipuns have been
utterly ranted, and the brothers of Soor
Chundra Singh are in prison. According
to current reports they will b executed by
being blown from the mouths of cannon, a
mode of punishment adopted by the En-

glish during the mutiny of IS57. The ini-

What a fierce romance of slaughter this
conquest of India has been! It vns at the
cioe of the Sixteenth century that Eng-

land first gained s foothold there, and com-

peted with Frasceand Portugal for com-

mercial supremacy. It vas the middle of
the Eighteenth century when Gaul aad
Saxon sprang at earh other's throats and
stirred up strife among the caave princes.
There followed the savagery of Calcutta's
Black Hola and the relcaUm rettibudoa

meted out by Clive and Sir 15yre Cootc
Then the potentates of that region began
to realize the perils of the Caucasian ad-

vance. The first great warrior to take the
field was Hyder Ali, of Mysore, who rav-
aged the Carnatic and kept the invader at
bay for twenty years. When he died his
son, Tippoo Sahib, accepted the legacy of
battle and halted not in hate or heroism
until he fell at Serin gapatim.

Meanwhile Bengal had a famine, and at
the same time had "Warren Hastings for
governor, so that the land was distracted
indeed. It was in the Mahratta war of
1603 that the future Duke of Wellington
and conqueror of Napoleon won bis spurs,
and it was in 1806 that the English made
their first "example" of "rebels," 800 se-

poys being executed at Vellore for mutiny.
Other mutinies followed, and other wars
and other famines. Hera is the bare rec-

ord of the principal ones:

By these three causes untoldnumbers have
perished. During the famine year of 1S&J
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alone two millions of people starved to
death, and in five consecutive seasons the
English government spent $550,000,000 to
relieve the distress that desolated the
country. Indeed, the British policy, so far
as India is concerned, appears to be that
of the old Romans small mercy to those
who resist; humane laws and all possible
aid for those who submit.

Meanwhile the sages, the scholars and
the seers of the ancient and mysterious
land acquiescejn a foreign rule, recall the
past and try to pierce the veil o futurity.
Their ancestors bowed to the might of
Alexander the Great, of Mahmoud. of
Tamerlane and Aurungzeb. So in this day
tho subtle Indian bends to the blast of con-

quest. He stoops like tho supple willow;
he does not break like the sturdy oak, and
he hopes, if recent native utterances are to
be considered, that in the centuries yet to
come tho dominance of the English will
be noted by the historians simply as an epi-

sode in the world-ol- d chronicles of that
vast region which the Brahmin loves and
reveres under its ancient title of Bharat-kuu-
