FOLLOWERS OF JOSEPH SMITH WHO
ARE NOT POLYGAMISTS.

A Description of the Magnificent WMormon
Temple Euilt by the Pounder of the
Faith at Eirtland—A Ballding That Has
Stood for Many Years

There has recently been beld st Kirtland,
twenty-two miles from Cleveland. a con-
{ererce of m¥ch interest. Tha mention of
the aame Mormon is ustaliy sufficient to
zive the people the horrors, yet in attemd-
ing this eonvention I foupd as ingeresting
and as devoat aclass of people as any de
nomination ean show,

It was at Eirtland that Joseph Smith
first astablishéll the Mormon chureh In
1530 he began his preaching, and in five
years he had gothered abont 5,000 people
sbout him and bullt a temple that is a
most remarkabdle specimen of architectars,
What added partienlar interest to thiscon-
lerence was the fact that it was beld at the
srizinal temple, and delezates were present
from-all over the country from Massachn-
wtts to California. The saveral religions
meetings {n no way diffored from the sini
ar conferenges of the Buptist, Methodist
»r Presbyterian churches $o far as doctrins
= conceroed

These Mormons, however, are the “Jo-
srphites,” not the “Brighamites," or polyg-
smous Mormons, The Josephites claim
© be the true followers of Joseph Smith,
and their Jeader is Joseph Smith, Jr., son
of the prophet Joseph, Their belief differs
materially from that of the Brighamiues,
for they do pot believe in polygamy or in
the blood atonement. So certain are these
Jossphites of their faith being the true one

brethren there who have brought odium
|om the faith by their polygamoas prac
tices.
JOSEPH SMITN'S WORK,
The temple shows that Joseph Smith
must have bsen s most remarkable man,
I'wo years after he began his preaching be

ladd the foundations, and thres years weme |

reqjiived to complete it.  Evidegtly it was
| built on honor, for in spite of all its viels-
situdes there is not a crack in the walls,
and the plastering s as soltd ‘and as firm
a4 the walls, there being only ane erack in
it in the whole building. The walls ars
like a_fortress, being three feet thick, and
solid stone and mertar from the founda-
tion to the roof. The timbers and joists as
seen in the cellar are in keeping with the
wills, being buge hewn pieces of bickory
and onk

Kirtland isa pretty littlegillage sitnated
In the broad vslley of the Chagrin river
The temple 18 on the top of a binff over
benging the village, and Is conspicuons m
the landscape for miles and wiles on nc-
count of {ts commanding position. Ouly
about sixty members of the church remain
out of a large settlement, and except the

dnys remain. Every vestige of the house
where Joseph Smith lived is gone, bnt the
old store—novw the postoffice—stil]l renains
In the center of the villuge. In this build-
ing the present Joseph Smith was born
The temple, as I have said, is a remark-
able spectmen of architecture. On the first
floor is the main audience room. At each
end are the rising seats for the different
| grades of the church dignitaries—priests,
tlders, bishops, ete, On the ceiling is a
pecoliar arrangement of books, from which
draperies are hung, and the main agdience
room is sub-divided ioto balf a dozen or
muore divisions. Within the Inst few years
the entire building has besn renovated, as
relic hunters had despoiled and pretty
penrly wrecked it
