Undo Sam's New Cruiser.
The armored cruiser New York will soon

be launched from the yard of the Cramps,
on the Delaware, and take her place in the
rapidly growing navy of the United States.
She will be a monster, indeed, with a dis-

placement of 8,130 tons, and engines having

a collective capacity of 18,000 horse power
nearly 8,000 more than any vessel now in

the service. There are four engines, two
working the shafts on each side, and fixed
to disconnect at will, so that the vessel
need only run at half speed ordinarily. Her
greatest speed will bo twenty knots per
hour.

The total cost, by the act authorizing the
vessel, must not exceed 3,500,000. The
length of the water line is 3S0 feet 6 inches;
the molded breadth, 64 feet; the mean
draught, 23X feet; the full complement of
officers and men, 475, and her outside coal
capacity is for running 13,000 miles. The
cruiser will have four complete decks, and
a flying deck or bridge, upon which all her
boats will be carried. There will bo no ar-
rangements for carrying sail, but two mil-
itary masts will be fitted with fighting
tops. The New York will be arranged as
a flagship.

Origin of the Song "Darling Nellie Gray."
The old plantation favorite, "Darling

Nellie Gray," was published first in this
city. I do not know by whom. I was at a
litttle musicale the other night and some
folks were there who were better posted
about the origin of songs which have be-

come famous than they are about music.
One of the party said what I have just told
you. And then he added some informa-
tion which was new to me.

He said that the author was Benjamin
R. Harnby, of Butler county, O. He was
a preacher and an avowed abolitionist. Ho
read an account of a young colored girl
whoso name was Nellie Gray, who had
been sold and taken away from her colored
lover. He wrote a song from the incident
and sent the words to a Chicago firm, but
never heard anything from it.

A long time after tho sending of tha
words he was a visitor at the house of a
young lady who lived at Columbus, O. He
asked her to play something. She said she
had nothing new except a negro song
which had recently come out. She then
played and sang "Nellie Gray." Harnby
asked to see the music, which was granted
of course. He then pointed out his name
on the music She had not noticed that,
or if she had she had not connected the
name with tho visitor. It was the first
time he had ever heard it. Harnby wrote
to the firm that published the music call-
ing attention to the fact that he wrote the
words. The publishers sent him six copies
of the song, which was all the pay he ever
got. The publishers, according to the gen-
tleman who told the story, made a fortune
out of it. Interview in Chicago Tribune.

The Game of Chess.
The game of chess differs in the various

countries of the world. Th'us, in tho Hindoo
game, four distinct armies are employed,
each with their king, each corps counting
among its fighters an elephant and a knight
which slay but cannot be slain.
