conflict with the ancient doctrines of Dem-
ocracy, which have been clearly set forth
in every national Democratic platform for

"Wherein is this objectionable? The Al-
liance no longer confines itself to agricul-
ture, but has fully embarked in politics.
Some of its leaders and newspaper organs
openly boast that they will capture the
Democratic party. How do they propose
to capture it? Not in the light of day, but
by agreeing in secret conclaves, from
which other Democrats as good as they
are excluded, on their men to nominate
for office, and then by fores of organiza-
tion and concert of action, even In coun-
ties whole they are in the minority, to
control the convention. The tradesmen
and professionals about town and the
candidates for office are afraid to oppose
them.

"There was as much rejoicing among
Alliance leaders over Hampton's defeat as
there was over the defeat of Ingalls. Their
policy is to down every man who is prom
meut in political life, without regard to
Sarty, unless he humbly submits to their

and will do their bidding. "When
before in all its history did the Democratic
party ever allow any secret, oath-boun- d

organization, with its grips, sigDS and
pass-word- to come into and control its
councils and dictate its nominations? The
Knownothings came near it, but failed.
Has the party changed its principles, lost
its pride or ignominiouslv surrendered its
prestige to this new order, right in the
face of the finest prospect in thirty years
for universal victory in 1692? I hope not.

"There has not yet been any bill intro-
duced in congress to buy or control all the
railroads, steamboats and telegraph lines.
I suppose that will be- presented at the
next session if Dr. Macune gets tho bill
drafted in time. I hever cross the bridge
bBforo I get to it. "We will discuss that
when presented in a practicable shape.
Congress, some three or four years ago,
passed a law to regulate interstate com-
merce and the carriers thereof, which, al-

though ably and wisely administered by
the commissioners, has not yet passed be
yond the experimental stage. I thought
that congress stretched its power to the
utmost tonsion.to do thrtt, and I have yet
to discover that any benefit to tho people
has resulted from it.

"When tho Alliance, in some twenty-fiv- e

counties of my state, indorse the
Ocala demands without qualification, ex-

ception or limit, a9 they nave done, and
thereby demand tho enactment into law
of Macuue's infamous
scheme with the storage warehouse at-
tachment and Stanford's crazy land loan
bill for the benefit of ono class of the peo-
ple of the United States to the exclusion
of all others, and to cap the climax of
folly, demand that the United States shall
control or own all the lines of transporta-
tion and communication and incidently
the entire commerce of the country, it is
high time that the Democratic party in
Alabama should wake up and inquire
how much Democracy there will be left in
it after tho advocates of these measures,
who call themselves Democrats, have com-
mitted it to those heresies?

"Another pertinent inquiry is how much
liberty would the people havo left and
how long would it endure after those
schemes are put into operation? Some of
the Alliance men and several of their
organs abuse leading Democrats, bid
defiance to the party, yet claim to belong
to it, attend its primaries and frequently
control its counsels. This is as completo a
fraud upon the party as though done by
Republicans; and many of them are in
fact Republicans and rejoice at tho pros-
pect of defeating tho Democracy through
the Alliance. It .should not be tolerated
nor submitted to.

"Who are their leaders, the mouthpieces
of the order? Polk, editor of the Progres-
sive Farmer: Macune, editor of the Econo-
mist; Baltzell, editor of the Allianco Her-
ald; Lane, editor of the Huntsvillo Mer-
cury. When did they or cither of these
gentlemen ever become an authority on
Democracy? What havo they ever done
for that party or to advance its principles?
Let them answer and set forth a bill of
particulars that the people may know
whether they are Democrats of such stand-
ing as entitles their opinions on Democrat-
ic party questions to respect. Let them
toll what position they have held and
what experience they have had in legisla-
tion or as great Democrrtic leaders, that
the people may kuow how much weight
to give to their opinions in these gravo
matters of public concern. Let them tell
the farmers of the country how many and
which of them ever owned a farm or how
much farm produce they ever raised, so
that tho farmers raav have some idea as to
which of these leaders know the least
about legislation or farmimg.

"Theso Ligh priests of the Alliance in
convention assembled, speaking for the
entire order, declared in lavor of these

A ROYAL REW.
ENGLISH TEOOPS INSPECTED BY

THE GERMAN EMPEROR.

The Imperial Visitor Favorably
Impressed by Great Britain's

Citizen Soldiery.

France and Russia Highly Irritated by the
Courtesies Paid by England to Her

Royal Guest

A Revival of the Movement to Compel the

British to Evacuate Egypt The Ger-

man Socialists Divided Into Fac-

tions on the National Defence

Question The Cologne

Gazette on America

and Russia Notes,

London, July 1L The emperor and
empress and their suites, at 3 o'clock this
afternoon, left London oy rail for Wim-bleto- n

station. From that point the route
to the parade ground was lavishly deco-
rated. Early in the morning the British
volunteer regiments and the regular regi-
ments detailed to take part in the parade
began to arrive. With the early regiments
crowds of people from Loudon and the
country flocked'towards Wimbleton com-
mon, where the meetings of the National
Rifle association were formerly held the
old Creedmore of England and began to
take up favorable positions to see the
troops. The regiments first to arrive did
so in a smart, soldierlike manner. It was
evident at a glance that their command-
ing officers had done their utmost to turn
out tho citizen soldiery "in as clean-cu- t

Many of the volunteer regiments, in order
to show tho emparor that they were not
such "rear-rankeis- ,1 as some people sup-
posed, preferred to march in full heavy
marching order all the way to Wimbleton
and hack again to their regimental dis-
trict, sOmebf these regiments thus falling
in for a good twenty to twenty-fiv- e miles'
tramp.

Detachments of 'life guards, horse
guards, dragoons, lancers, hussar and
artillery arrived early in the day, and
these picked cavalryineu were soon fol-
lowed by tho regular infantry of tho line.
After them came the Grenadier guards,
tho Coldstream guards and the Scots
guards. If theso really fine troops were
well received by tho crowd which had by
this time gathered on Wimbledon's sward,
it was as nothing to tho applause with
which the gallant Highland regiments
England's bonnie Scots marched to the
front with tho bagpipes playing the tunes
the Highlanders love so well.

By 2:30 all the regulars, numbering from
0000 to 7000 men, were in the positions
assigned to them, though the volunteers
were still pouring in a living stream up
common. Everybody admired and openly
commented upon thejexcellent order and
admirable steadiness with which the
volunteers marched upon the ground, even
veteran army officers admitting that "the
tradesmen" "jdid very well. Tho entire
body of troops was under the supremo
command of his royal highness the duke
of Cambridge, commander-in-chie- f ot the
British army. The volunteers numbered
about 10,000 men.

At 4 o'clock the artillery thundered out
a salute, and tho German imperial stand-
ard was run up the flagstaff at the review-
ing stand in place of the British standard,
and almost immediately afterwards the
emperor of Germany, accompanied by the
prince of Wales and a staff in brilliant
uniforms, and followed by an escort of
life guards, dashed up to the saluting
point. As the emperor saluted he was re-
ceived by the duke of Cambridge and
staff, while a royal salute was fired by the
artillery. The emperor was mounted upou
a magnificent black charger and dressed
in tho uniform of a field marshal.

When tho sound of the last gun of the
saluto had died away among the distant
hills, the emperor, followed by his staff.
led by the duke of Cambridge, proceeded
to inspect the British regiments of volun-
teers." After the inspection, which seemed
to impress the umpenor with a favorable
opinion, the emperor of Germany rodo
back to the saluting point. As soon as
the emperor was seated in front of the
stand, with the duke of Cambridge near
him and with their staffs behind them,
the march commenced and lasted an hour
and a half. Not only the emperor but tho
German military critics were of the
opinion that the march past was per-
formed in splendid style.

As the troops marched past tho
combined bands of the guards

played the German anthem. The horse
artillery, by battries, came first. This
corps, being next to the guards probably
the finest branch of the British'military
service, certainly deserves tlie highest
praise. After the entire body of troops
had marched past, tho lines were reformed,
the soldiers presented arms, another royal
salute was fired, and the review was at an
end. Immediately after the termination of
the military ceremonies the emperor
started for the Crystal palace, where he in-
spected the fire brigades. After a display
of fire works the imperial party returned
to Buckingham palace.

BERLIN GOSSIP.
BEP.LIN, July 11. The papers of this

city overflow with accounts of the popular
triumph of the emperor in London. The

semi-offici- papers, in commenting on the
reception of the German emperor in Eng-
land, adopt a guarded tone, und avoid all
reterence to an alliance with EnglantLas
an accomplished fact. These papers
simply the emperor's speech at the
Guild hall. The independent papers
criticise the emneror'a reception, as
emphasieiug the friendly sentiments of
England towards Germany and towards
the emperor as a relative of the royal
family, without being a popular endorse-
ment of the policy of Lord Salisbury. The
Freissiomse Zeitung hold3 that the
general character of the celebration in
honor of the emperor, and especially those
of the court and government, must lie
taken as an open declaration of England's
adtiesion to the dreibund. Articles in the
Russian and French press, illustrating
the intensity of the irritation felt in Russia
and France towaids England are largely
quoted.

A startling report, which has caused
considerable talk in diplomatic circle, was
recently circulated here. It is to the effect
that Ml Rifoot, French minister of foreign
affairs, has approached the Russian gov-
ernment on tde subject of a coalition
agmn England, offering to
witn Russia in the seizure ot Constanti-
nople and the formation of a new Turkish
state In Asm, embracing Egypt, under
Franco Russian protection. Apart from
the question of tne probability of its
truth, the report has a value as indicating
the tendency of Salisbury's dreibund pot-ic-

Nobody believes Uiat the French and j

Russian governments will accept Salis-
bury's verbal assurances cf friendliness in
the race of England's practical aduejion to
their enemies.

The game of diplomacy against Eng-
land's retention of Egypt has been al-

ready reopened. According to tae Cologne
Gaseue tne sultaa, actiug under the
promptings of the French and Russian
ministers, recently held a council, at
which it was proposed that the porte
should call a conference of European pow-
ers to consider the question of tee evacua-
tion, of Egypt.

At this meeting,
Wildberger made a speech denouncing the
moderate members of the party as traitors
to the cau8 of Socialism and declaring
that the eventful triumph of the cause
would not be in parliament, but on the
battlefield. Bebel began an address, but
was hooted down upon an attempt to warn
the audience against resisting the authori-
ties in the event of trouble arising from
the immediate of repressive
measures by the government.

According to a decision recently render-
ed by the supreme court, the Socialists are
as much entitled to the privilege of dis-
playing the red flag in public processions
as are the members of any other political
body to carry their banners.

The Cologne Gazette, in an attack upon
America and Russia, whom it terms "the
bitterest enemies to German industries,"
advocates a refusal to both of "favored-nation- "

treatment except for the necessi-
ties of life, such as grain and petroleum.

AN ITALIAN OUTRAGE.
LONDON, July 1L The Rome corre-

spondent of tho London edition of the
New York Herald telegraphs to his paper
that it is rumored that tlie local authori-
ties of Catania City, Sicily, have violated
the United States consulate at that place,
and that the consul has asked the officials
at Washington to permit him to close his
office and to place the archives under the
protection of the German flag.

Philadelphia. July 11. The Times
publishes the following under the head of
"Spanked and Dismissed:"
"To John G. Nicolay.

"The public will be surprised that suoh
an undignified letter ns yours addressed to
me should bo received from one who
claims to be the biographer of Lincoln.
Had you known anything of tho inside po-

litical movements of tho White House in
1S04 you would know that ray letter to
Lincoln, quoted in your defense, wns writ-
ten because ot a suddenly developed effort
in this stato to defluo the line drawn by
tho then bitter Cameron and Curtiu fac-
tional war as for aud against Lincoln. Tho
Cameron followers claimed to be tha spe-
cial supporters of Lincoln and attompted
to drive Curtin and the state administra-
tion into hostility to the president. Mv
justly assumed devotion to Curtin wasjtho
pretext for declaring me a either restrain-
ed in my support of Lincoln or likely to be
in the opposition. The moment I baw the
letter in print I wrote the letter you refer
to; to dismiss from Mr. Lincoln's mind all
apprehension about either open or passive
opposition from Curtin'a friends. Had
you so stated theso factb you would havo
been truthful; not knowing of them you
may be excused for not stating them.
But your ignorance can be no excuse for
your false construction.

"Equally false is your statement in re-

gard to tho action of tho Pennsylvania
delegation in tho Baltimore convention in
1SG4. You say that Gen. Cameron cast tha
bolid vote of the state for Hamlin. Had
you desired to be truthful you would havo
added that tho solid vote of the stato was
cast for Johnson beforo tho end of tho
first ballot. Were you ignorant of this
fact? Or haro you deliberately attempted
to suppress the'truth? Tho Pennsylvania
delegation was personally harmonious
although divided on a president. In a
caucus of the delegation an informal voto
put Johnson in the lead, with Hamlin
second and Dickinson third. Cameron
know that Johnsou would be nominated
and urged a solid voto for Hamlin as a
just compliment to him, nnd it was given,
with the understanding that if it did not
help Hamlin the vote was to be changed to
Johnson.

"What I did or did not, or how simple or
unimportant I was as a member of tho
convention, is an issuo that I have not
raised or invited. I state the siraplo fact
that Lincoln had sent for mo and had
urged me to support Johnson, and that I
had done so. Had Lincoln chosen to con-
fide his wishes to another I would not
have imitated his secretary nnd charged
him with deceit and falsehood because he
did not tell all his purposes. He did not
trust you with what you probably could
not have understood had ho told you. JJut
that is no reason why you should accuso
him of deception, intrigue aud 'writing a
deliberate lie.' He wroto you tho exact
truth iu the only paper you Lave aa a
basis for your inexcusable misconception
of his language. In it he says that 'Sweet
is unquestionably all right,' and tho only
thing he could have been rignt about was
his active onposition to Hamlin's nomina-
tion. Your history is quite right in quot-
ing Lincoln, but he cannot be held respon-
sible for the common understanding of
ono of his biographers more thun a
quarter of a century after his death.

"For answer to your undignified at-
tempt to belittle the relations botweon
Lincoln and myself, I refer you to your
co biographer, Mr. Hay, who refused to
sustain your interpretation of Lincoln's
note. He added that tho disputo is a
question of veracity between you aud mo.
and speaks of me as ono 'armed with his
enviable record of close intimacy with our
illustrious Lincoln.' One of yon is lying
on this point. Is it Mr. Hay or you? Had
you sought the truth as an honest
biographer, you could bave obtained ic
not only from me, but from such living
witnesses as Charles A. Dana and Murat
Halstead, and from the recorded testi-
mony of Gen. Cameron, Col. Forney and
others, who knew mnch of Lincoln and
little of you. Instead of seeking the truth,
you liung your ignorance anu pgotwm
with ostentatious indecency upou the
bereaved house of the yet untombed Uam-li- n,

and when brought to bay by those
better informed than yourself you resent
in the tone and terms of the ward heeler
in a wharf rat district battling for

honord. I think it in safe to say
that the public judgment will be that it
would have been well for both Lincoln's
memory und the country had such a
biograpder been drowned when a pup.
Disuiis!.

Tha
attorneys for the defease gave notice thaB
they would flla a motion Icr a now triaL
No ballots were taken by tho jury last
night. They tftlked the case over and read
the court'a Instructions. This mornlna
two ballots were taken. Tho first stood
ten for conviction and two for acquittal.
On the second ballot all of the jurors voted
for conviction.

St. Louis, Mo.. July 11. Edward E.
Noland, who was this morning sentenced to
two years in the penitentiary for embezzle-
ment, was treasurer of the state ot Mis-
souri, having been eleoted to that ofllco in
1SSS. Previous to his advancement, ha
held the chief clerkship in the ofllre for a
number of years. In February, 1600, ru-
mors bfcamo nfo that something was
wrong in Noland's office, and on the'2Sthot
that month Governor Francis started an
investigation. On March 3, following, ho
discovered evidences of a defalcation
amounting to $33,000. Noland was imme-
diately suspended from office andwnssooa
after indicted by the grnd jury.
