Russia has been made occasion for some
Genua nophobes belonging to a yacht club
in St. Petersburg to insult and quarrel
with German membors, because they re-

fused to participate in the reception to the
French naval officers. The Russian mem-
bers of the club opened a subscription to
cover the expenses of a semi-publi- c ban-

quet in honor of the Frenchmen and au
excursion to Cronstadt. The committee
having the matter in charge insisted that
every member should contribute funds for
the festivities. In consequence the club
quarters havo been the scene of several
encounters, which are probably the pre-

ludes to a.'erics of dueling challenges. The
Eemi-ollici- newspapers hero publish ac-

counts of the fetes with which the Rus-fcia-

welcomed the Frenchmen, but do
not comment on them. The press gener-
ally discusses the political bearings of the
nffair without acrimouy.

I'nited States Minister Phelps is in re-

ceipt of numerous telegrams from Amer-
ica pointing to the fact of the free circula-
tion of false stories regarding the second
operation which is said to have been per-
formed on him. The Associated Press
correspondent called upon Mr. Phelps in
regard to these reports, and telegraphs
thus: "I saw him at his desk in the lega-
tion today, looking the picture of health.
His physicians say he needs a fow weeks'
Test, but he will not leave his post until
the Chicago fair commissionersarrive."

Professor Koch has not resigned his
official position on account of the fnilure
of tuberculin, but becauso he is ou the
point of accenting a new oflice, that of
director of an institute of infectious dis-
eases, which has been organized by the
German government.

The injury thus sus-
tained, however, will compel tho emperor
to give his leg a long rest, and the pro-
jected mountain excursion has been aban-
doned.
MADAME CARNOT'S LIFE ATTEMPTED.

PRTS, July 25. A sensation was created
in Paris today, when it became known
that an attempt had been made to assassi-
nate Madame Carnot, tho wife of the pres-
ident of tho republic. Madame Carnot
received n package addressed to her from
Toulon, and apparently containing an ob-
long box. Whenopened.it was found to
contain a good sized missal or Roman
Catholic mass book. At tho fir3t glance it
looked to be a neat present. Upon a more
rareful examination, however, it was
found that the leaves of the missal had
been stuck tagother with varnish or mu-
cilage. This caused a still more careful
examination of tho mysterious missal,
nud on being opened with tho greatest
care, it was found that the interior of tho
book had been cut away, and in tho hollow
thus made was found a powerful charge of
fulminate powder. However, no explosion
took placo and Madame Carnot was not
injured, although it was a narrow escape.

According to tho police no clew has beon
found of tho sender of this infernal ma
chine, though tho authorities of Londou,
in conjunction with the Parisian police,
nre said to be on the track of the peretra-to- r

or perpetrators of this outrage. No
reason teems to have been found for this
attempt on the llfo of Mine. Carnot, and
the conclusion arrived at is that tho would-b- e

assassins roally intorulcul to take the
life of President Carnot, and supposed that
the package addressed to Mine. Carnot
might be opened by him or his attendants.
Of course those nre only theories. The re-
port of the attemnted assassination is the
t alk of P.tris and has caused considerable
indignation.

Later The report which prevailed in this
city-tod- ay to the effect that an attempt
had been made to assassinate .Mine. Car-Jio- t,

the wife of the president, by means
of an infernal machine, was utterly in-
correct, in that the attempt was not made
on the lifo o Mine. Carnot, but on that of
Mine. Constans, wife of themini.stcr of the
interior. An analysis of tho powder which
was found in the hollow portion of tho
book received by Mine. Constans proved
that it was fulminate of mercury, a highlv
explosive compound.

accident. According to information re-

ceived here from Muerren, where Mr.
Stanley is staying with his wife, the ex-
plorer has fractured his left lower thigh
hone by accidentally slipping while moun-
tain climbing.

Geneva, July 25. Henry Ztf. Stanley
met with a serious accident. He started
to walk from Muerrou towards Schill Val-
ley. While passing through a wood he
slipped ou some rocky ground "aud fell,
fracturing his left thigh bone. Two En-irli-

doctors, who happened to be stopping
at Mnerron, were summoned. They band-
aged Mr. Stanley's leg and then had him
conveyed to Muerron. The doctors think
that the fracture will heal easily aud .no
complications are feared.

FRANCE AND THE FAIR.
Paws, July 25. The United States min-

CANADIAN POLITICS.
Montreal, July 25. Rumors in

cur shortly. It is confidently stated by
several d politicians that
Chapleau has approached Laurier and
offered to form a coalition with him, and
that Laurier has written conditions of the
proposition of his party, the main feature
of which is that Laurier should make his
own selections, but give Chapleau the
portfolio of railways. Laurier has not yet
decided what to do.

CANADA'S TRADE.
Ottawa, Can., July 25. The trade re-

turns for the fiscal year ended Juue30,
last, have been made up by the officers of
the customs department. They show that
there is a decrease in the amount of rev-
enue from customs duties, but the state-
ment of goods exported shows that,
despite the operation of the new American
tariff, exports keep up well. The total
exports for 1S91 amount to $95,500,500, an
iucrease over last year of 51,185,659.

WEATHER CROP BULETIN.
Washington, July 25. Tho weekly

weather crop bulletin issued by the
weather bureau says:

"The past week has beon cooler than
usual in all sections east of the Rocky
mountains, although the departure from
the normal temperature was less than it
was for the previous week. The cooler
weather of the past two weeks has redmed
the seasonal excess previously reported
over the greater portion of the region east
of the Roeky mountains, aud at present a
portion of the southern states is included,
although tho departure in all districts
amounts to less than one degree per day
for the period from January 1 to July 24.

"Tho rainfall during the past week has
been largely in excess on tho Atlantic
coast. Small areas of excessive rainfall
occurred in Iowa, Missouri, Kansas, Ne-
braska and Colorado. Light .howers oc-
curred in the central v.lleys, where the
weat her was generally fa vorablo for har-
vest work.

"In Missouri more than tho usual
amount of rain fell in the western portion
of the state, and haying and threshing
were delayed in consequence. In the east-
ern portion less than the usual amount
fell, and corn is suffering for rain in por-
tion of the southeastern section.

"In Kansas conditions are favorable to
all crops. Corn is m tassel aud oaring.
Tho tlax harvest is progressing. Wheat,
rye aud outs are yielding well."

THE BR1CEVILLE MINERS.
Knoxville, Tenu., July 25. Everything

i quiet here. The convicts have been re-
turned to the mines at Coul Creek and
Briceville and the troops are on thoir way
home. Xo further trouble is expected, the
miners having agreed to await the actiou
of the extra sosioti of the legislature,
which is to be called at an earlv date by
Governor Buchanan, who, it is said, will
recommend nu amendment to the convictcae svsteni.

XASHVILI.K, Tenn., July 25. The happy
termination of the miners troubles atBriceville has given great satisfaction
throughout the state. To the con-
servatism, good judgment aud positive de-
termination of Governor Buchanan to en-
force the laws is due the credit of avoid-
ing bloodshed, maiutainin; the dignitv of
the state, enforcing its laws, and thereby
protectine capital as well a labor. Under
the legislation of TenueM--e his powers
were limited in such an emergency, which
hampered him greatly, in his judgment,
aud correspondents and generals in the
rear criticized the governor for his lack of
determination; but the result shows that
the governor knew the situation fully and
the bebt wav to handle it.

EFFECTS OF THE M'KINLEY LAW.
Washington, July 25. A copy of the

English Board of Trade Journal, printed
in London, for July. 1S91, has been re-

ceived in this city. The July number con-
tains a report from W. L. Booker, the
British consul general at New York, con-
cerning the effect of the McKmley tariff,
upon American industries. Mr. Booker
says:

"Influenced by the new and higher du-
ties afforded for the benefit of American
manufacturing interests, new life has been
imparted to the cotton, worsted, woolen
and knit underwear industries. Every-
where, especially in the southern states,
new textile mills have been going up with
surprising activity, and all the old corpor-
ations are being operated on full time.
There have been very few strikes among
mill operatives during the year, with one
or two exceptions, and those were not
caused by reduced rates of wages, or hours
of labor, but merely through discipline of
the workers. As a rule, all the cotton
mills have had a year of unusual activity.
The production has been of larger volume
than in any previous year, and the goods
have found a ready sale generally, but at
comparatively low prices, considering the
high prices which prevailed during the
first sir months of the year for cotton.
Market prices, except in a few cases, did
not vary with the price of cotton. Open-
ing generally at low rates, cotton goods
have been steady, the home and export
demand being sufficient to absorb the
supply of all standard and staple makes
of brown, bleached and colored goods, if
we except printing cloths and calicoes.
The request for both the latter has been
somewhat limited, and the mills at Fall
River engaged in tho production of print
cloths will find it difficult to declare any
dividends this year unless they draw from
their sinking funds.

"The price of printing cloths was never
so low. viz.: $2.94 (12s 2d) net for C4 picks
square, 7 yards to the pound, and some
makes of 50 by CO picks have been closed
out as low as 3c net, the lowest price
ever recorded. The depression in calicoes
is in a measure owing to fashion changes,
the trade having turned largely to ging-
hams in Scotch styles, for which tho

has been unprecedented, and at
fairly profitable figures. As a whole, how-
ever, the outlook for the cottou industry is
exceedingly favorable. There are no large
supplies of any make of goods in stock, and
prices generally are estaDlisned on a paying
basis. The worsted goods industry has
been marked by a fresh life, since the new
tariff has to a great extent cut off the im-
portation of the lowest grades of such
goods. All tho factories have started up.
and are making goods on safe orders, and
new mills are being erected by European
and British capitalists with a view to
manufacturing a finer class of dress goods,
etc., than ever before has been produced
in this country. The woolen goous in-
dustry, apart from ladies' cloths, does not
show any perceptible signs of improve-
ment, but keeps on a slow, steady gait,
apart from carpetings and woolen under-
wear. Both of the latter industries have
been unusually busy during the last six
mouths at fairly profitable prices."

A PENSION RULING.
Washington, July 25. Assistant Secre-

tary Bussey, of the interior department,
has requested the commissioner of pen-
sions to" reopen the case of the application
of the mother of William H. Croup for a
pension, and to settle it on its merits.

The soldier died in Andersouville prison
in August, 1SG4, and the mother's claim
for pension was rejected by tho pension
office on the ground that the soldier was
not in line of duty when captured. From
the record in the caso it appears that
Croup, while stationed at Plymouth, N.
C, went with a number of comrades on a
fishing trip some distance away from
camp. When at the fishing placo Croup
rowed up a small stream, empt3'ing into
the river, on an errand.

During his subsequent absence from tho
boat it was stolen. Owing to the swampy
condition of the ground he was unable to
reach his companions again, and stayed
around tho place until found by the sol-
diers. Ho was afterwards tried for deser-
tion, found guilty and sentenced to bo
conllned at hard labor at Fort Williams
during the remainder of his term.

It is not recorded. Assistant Secretary
Bussey says in his letter to the commis-
sioner, whether the confinement was in
Fort Williams, or whether he was con-
fined at all, but it was evident that he re-
mained, as aid his command, at Ply-
mouth, and it is prssumed that tho sen-
tence was carried out until the placo and
all the Union soldiers within it were cap-
tured by Gen. Hoke. The testimony be-
fore the court, the assistant secretary says,
was singularly meagre and inconclusive.
It contains no evidence that the soldier
was guilty of any other crime that he
intended anything else thau going fishing
without leave.

But, continues, the assistant secretary,
whether or not his misconduct ou this oc-
casion was taken advantage of to get him
out of the way on general principles
during tho rest of his term of service, tho
question of line of duty falls outside of all
tiiis. Assume, he says, that the action of
the court settles for us that part of the
case and that the finding of the tribunal is
not to be questioned, yet his capture by
the enemy and therefore his death at

was not by reason of miscon-
duct of the soldier, nor by reason of the
sentence which so severely punished him.
lie was not captureu ny reason ot Ins go-
ing up to the river to fish or desert, nor in
consequence of tho punishment he received
for that act. His capture is not traceable
to his misconduct, was not a sequence of
it, was not caused by it. Ho then argues
that the department, whatever the justice
of the man's sentence, can hold that his
death at Andersouville was in the line of
duty.

It was in the line of duty, he says, e

his capture was not duo to his de-
parture from the line of duty. He died
because he went to Anderson ville. His
commandant, who was responsible for the
execution of his sentence," by that act of
surrender released him, ended his punish-
ment, placed him ou the same footing as
his comrades, and transferred him from a
convict to a prisoner of war. This may
have been done unwillingly, as many
things in war, but it was done. He was no
longer under arrest, no longer undergoing
imprisonment, and no longer under con-
trol of those charged with the execution
of his sentence. It was their act, not his
own, that released him.

PRIZE RING BRUTALITY.
NEW York, July 25. A prize fight, re-

markable lor its astonishing brutality,
took place tin's morning at a prominent-sportin-

resort on Lorn; Island between
Tim Tomnldy, who weighs US, and Bill
Hogart, who is of the same weight. Both
men were stripped. When time was called
at 2 o'clock they went at each other like
game cocks. It was hammer and tongs
from beginning to end. For twenty
rounds of the twenty-eigh- t fought it was
nip and tuck. Each man puuished the
other severely, but neither seemed to have
a decisive advantage. Tho combatants
were literally dripping with gore, and
thej- - were not a pleasant sicht by any
means. There were ouly twelve persons
present, including the principals, and
though they were hardened veterans of
mauy years of sporting experience, they
winced at the savagery they saw. It al-
most amounted to butchery." Both of the
young lighters had terrific hitting powers,
aud they were absolutely merciiess in
using them. Finally, when they had both

THE WELCOMED TO

HIS SUMMER HOME.

Sandwich. Mass., July 25. Xot since
the centennial of this old town years
ago has Sandwich been so full of en-

thusiasm as today, when she extended a
cordial welcome to Cleve-
land, who has chosen Cape Cod as
his place of residence during the sum-
mer months. The occasion was not con-
fined to the local bounds of Sandwich
and Bourne, but to all Cape Cod, whose
residents, irrespective of politics, united
in the welcome. Tho heavy fall of rain
yesterday was followed by pleasant
weather today. The usual quiet was dis-
turbed and the streets transformed into
busv thoroughfares, strangers by hun
dred having arrived last night aud this
morning. The steamer having Governor
Russell and staff and other invited guests,
stopped at Buzzard's bay, where

Cleveland, escorted by Georgo T.
McLaughlin, was in waiting, accompanied
by Joseph Jefferson, Gen. Whittier and
other distinguished gentleman. Mr.
Cleveland was given a "hearty reception.
Upon arrival here a possession was formed,
headed by a band, and Mr. Cleveland was
escorted "to the largo tent where the re-

ception was held.
Governor Russell in welcoming Mr.

Cleveland said that the sturdy citizeus of
Cape Cod had laid aside all party distinc-
tions and extended a welcome to their dis-
tinguished guest. "Massachusetts believes
in a sound currency and will not lend her
aid to any movement which would result
in debasing our currency, unsettling credit,
impairing values aud giving to labor in de-

preciated money less than its just dues.
The country, with confidence in you,
listened for the expression of your opinion.
With our welcome today we mingle our
admiration for the courage that led you
fearlessly and emphatically to stato your
convictions and again to lead public opin-
ion to a rightful conception of an import-
ant public question."

Mayor Matthews was introduced after
Governor Russell and gave the city's greet-
ing to the

The reception lasted nearly an hour,
when a recess was taken for dinner. An
adjournment was then taken to the Casino,
where the banquet was served. The

was received with great enthusi-
asm at the banquet room. After the ban-
quet the chairman of tho committee on ar-
rangements called the banquet to order
and introduced Henry Thatcher, who pre-
sided. Mr. Thatcher introduced Mr.
Cleveland.

MR. CLEVELAND'S RESPONSE.

Mr. Cleveland, in replying to tho toast
"Our Neighbor, tho President," after
thanking the committee for tho hearty re-

ception tendered him. speaking of the
presidenc', said: "Tho most impressive
thing connected with it after the honor
has been relinquished is to see that the
citizen whom the people had selected from
their ranks to do their bidding for a time
and to be their agent in the discharge of
public duty, has laid aside the honor and
the work of the highest office in the world,
and has returned again to the people to
resume at their side the ordinary duties
which pertain to every day citizenship.
Here ho is or should be subject to the same
rules of behavior which apply to his fel-

low countrymen, and should be accorded
the same fair and decent treatment, unless
he has in some way forfeited it.

"But it must be admitted that our peo-
ple are by no means united in their ideas
concerning the place which our

ought to occupy or tho disposition
which should be made of them. Of course
the subject would be relieved of all uncer-
tainty and embarrassment if every presi-
dent would die at the end of his term.

Not
only to destroy the party to which we be-

long, but to subvert popular liberty and
uproot our free American institutions.
Others seem of the opinion that we should
be xitilized as orators at county fairs and
other occassions of all sort? and all sorts
of places. Some think that wo should in-

terfere in every political contestand should
bo constantly in readiuess to express an
opinion on every subject of a political char-
acter that anybody has the ingenuity to
suggest. Others simply recard it as dread-
ful to do these things, and are greatly
shocked every time an ven-
tures to express an opinion on any subject.
Not a few appear to wish that we should
simply exist and be blind, deaf and dumb
the remainder of our days.

"In the midst of all this, the vast ma-
jority of the plain American people are as
usual sound and sensible. They are

enough and have dignity
enough to appreciate the fact that their
respect and confidence as neighbors is

RENO REPUPLICANS.
HUTCHINSON, Kan., July 25. Tho Re-

publican county convention of Reno
county was held in this city today. A
complete ticket was put in tho field.
Senator H. B. Kelly, of McPherson, made
a telling speech on the issues of the day.
Among others, the following resolution
was adopted:

"The people of the state of Kansas have
been libera! to prodigality with the rail-
road interests of the state. Bonds have
been lavishly voted for their construction,
and tho stock issued therefor has by
sharp manipulation been rendered value-
less. There is evidence that the railroad
interests of the state have entered into a
combination to buld up interests outside
of our state and to discourage the agri-
cultural, mining and manufacturing
interests of Kansas, Rates of freight
which are accepted as remunerative iu the
state of Missouri are more than doubled
on crossing tho Kansas line, injuring
every producer and consumer in the latter
state. We appeal to tho railroad commis-
sioners of the state for such relief as they
can give under existing statutes, and if
they are found insufficient, then we de-

mand of the legislature tho passage of a
rate law similar to me one in iuissoun,
which is giving such satisfaction in that
state, and a law which shall effectually
prevent the 'pooling' of interests, whether
known as 'Western Traffic association,'
'Transmissouri association,' or any other
name. We also feel that the recent re-

duction of the assessment of railroads by
the state board was wrong and unjust to
the taxpayers of the state."

BEER IN THE TERRITORY.
Paris. Tex., July 25. Judge Bryant has

rendered nn importont opinion in the fed-
eral court here. Some time since Julius
Kahn was arrested at Purcoll, I. T., for
selling a beverage called "pale malt," on
the ground that it was an intoxicating
liquor and came within the pale of the
prohibitory laws of the United States that
prevail over the Indian territory. The de-
pendent claimed that it contained no alco-
hol, and if it did it was a malt and not a
spirituous or vinous liquor. The act of
congress of 1S32. soon after that country
was set apart for the Indians, prftvided
thnt no spirituous or vinous liquors should
be sold in that country, but did not specify
malt liquors. An analysis of tho pale
malt showed that it was a good article of
lager beer. Judce Bryant held that as
there was no statute prohibiting the sale
of malt liquors, itwai.no violation of the
law to sell lager beer in any form, but that
fl wfao dj(j geH jfc dki M &t his Qwn
peril, as the statute gave deputy marshals
and Indian police power, and made it their
duty to spill any such liquars ?hat thev
might find; therefore anyone who Us
beer or malt drinks cannot be punished
by fine or imprisonment, but may nave
goods of that character confiscated.

AN EXCURSION TRAIN DASHED INTO

BY A FREIGHT.

An Unknown Number of tho Unfor

tunate Tassengers Killed

and Wounded.

Tha Failure of tha Bagman to Signal tha

Freight Train tho Causa of

tha Catastrophe

Meager Details of tha Accident Obtainable.
The Work of a Cloud-Bur-st in Nevada

Canyons A Village Almost Swept
Away Mining and Other

Property Euined and
Crops Damaged.

Datton. O., July 25. While n Cincin-
nati. Hamilton and Dayton excursion train
of fourteen cars was returning with the
excursionists from a picnic at Woodsdalo
Park, a freight train crashed into it at
Middletown at S o'clock this evening and
7 were killed nnd 50 wounded.

The excursion train broke down and
pulled into a siding for repairs. While ly-

ing ther6 it was run into by the freight
train. Tho cars were packed full of people,
and were plowed into a mass of broken cars
and dead aud crippled human beings.
Some of tho passengers who were on the
train cime home at midnight by the Big
Four express, and say that 7 wore killed
and that scores of others were wounded
with limbs and arms off and injured oth-
erwise.

The news of the disaster spread over tho
city like wildfire, and the depot at this
hour (I o'clock) is filled with anxious fam-
ilies, whose relatives were on the train.
The city ambulances and patrol wagons
have all been orderwl to the depot to trans-
port the injured to the hospitals or their
homes. At 12:30 o'clock this (Sunday)
morning the passougors nro being trans-
ferred to a relief train, which will bring
them here in un hour.

Cincinnati, July 25. From General
Passenger Agent McCormick it is learned
that the coupling of one of tho cars of tho
excursion train becamo damaged and tho
train was stopped to fix it. At
Middletown there is a curve which hides n,

train standing at tho depot from tho view
of approaching trains from the south. A
flagman was sent back to stop tho oncom-
ing freight, which was moving at a hiKh
rate of speed aud heavily loaded. Tno
engineer of tho freight saw tho flags, put
on the brakes, reversed his engine, and ap-
parently did all iu his powor to stop tho
train, but the impetus was too great, and
a moment later tho awful crash sounded.
