TIE FUST OF ITS KIND.

AMERICA HAS SEEN NO OTHER

GOLDEN EPISCOPAL JUBILEE.

Honors for Archbishop Kenrlck, of St.
Xouis, in Whose Time Ninety-nin- e As-

sociates TJave Passed Away and Kearly
All the Catholic Sees Have Been Created.

St. Louis is making great preparations
for the observance of the golden episco-
pal jubilee of its Roman Catholic arch-
bishopan event of more than local in-

terest from the fact that he is the oldest
prelate in the United States in point of
service in the episcopate and the only '

one who, since his church was cut off
from dependence on an English superior,
has lived to see the preparations required
by the canons of the church for the cele-

bration of the golden jubilee of his con-

secration. Priests have reached tho

golden jubilee of their reception into tha
priesthood, but it is n fact which seems
to have been overlooked that Arch-
bishop Kenrick is the only prelate in any
denomination in America, so far as official
diocesan records show, who has lived to
attain the distinction of a golden jubilee
in the episcopate.

There are other incidents in his life
that give a peculiar and general interest
to this celebration. He is the only prel-
ate who has attended every council of
the church in the United States. He
was but three years the junior in tljo
episcopate of John Hnghes, a statue to
whom was unveiled in St. John's college
grounds, Fordham, the other day, and
since he assumed tho miter and crozier
ninety-nin- e bishops in the United States
have laid them down and passed to their
eternal reward. He was a priest on the
mission when there was only one
archdiocese Baltimore, of which lus
brother, Francis Patrick Kenrick, a pred-
ecessor of Cardinal Gibbon3, was later
the sixth archbishop. Since his time
eleven new archdioceses have been es-

tablishedBoston, Chicago, Cincinnati,
Milwaukee, New York, Oregon City,
Philadelphia, St. Louis, St. Paul, San
Francisco and Santa Fe and he has also
seen sixty-eig- new suffragan sees cre-

ated by Rome in America.
The great span of existenco covered

during his episcopate can be imagined
from tho enumeration of tho see3 that
havo been widowed in his priestly days.
Death has paid six visits to the Balti-
more see, five to New Orleans, four to
each of the sees of Chicago, Hartford
and Vinceunes, threo visits each to
Charleston, Detroit, Mobile, New York,
Philadelphia and Pittsburg, two to Al-

ton, Boston, Cincinnati, Cleveland,
Covington, Dubuquo, Erie, Galveston,
Green Bay, Louisville, ifarquette, Nash-
ville, Natchez. Omaha--, Oregon, Rich-

mond, San Francisco and Santa Fo,
while tho sees of Buffalo, Columbus,
Fort Wayne, Indian Territory, Natchi-
toches, Nesqually, Portland, Providence,
San Antonio and Vancouver island have
each lost a bishop since his episcopal
sway began. The impression made by
hib years of service is heightened by the
knowledge thathiB memory runs back
to the davs of the first Catholic bishop
of the United States, John Carroll, who
was a delegate to Canada m the interest
of the cause evoked, or rather affirmed,
by tho Declaration of American Inde-

pendence.
Peter Richard was born in the sixth

year of the present century, on Aug. 17,
in the city of Dublin. Ho studied in
Maynooth, and was ordained on March
0, 1832. At that time his brother, whoo
incumbency of the Baltimore arch-
diocese has been noted, was bishop of
Philadelphia. In 1833 the futura arch-
bishop of St. Louis came to America,
took charge of the Theological seminary
in tho City of Brotherly Love, assumed
management of the Cathedral parish and
at the same time edited The Catholio
Herald one of the two or three papers of
his faith existing in those days, where
over one hundred prosper Natu--

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rally his energy and ability attracted at-

tention, and Dr. Rasati, then bishop of
St, Louis, induced the pope to make him
coadjutor in that see. He wa3 conse-
crated on Nov. 31, 1S41, and two years
later, on tho death of Bishop Rasati, he
succeeded to tho administration of the
see, which in 1S45 was raised to metro-
politan rank.

Tho programme in his honor will ex-

tend over three days, beginning Nov. 29;

will include addresses from many bodies
and conclude on the third evening with
a grand torchlight parade.

Sfavorable Impression Produced by Hit
Kecent Visit to America.

Prince George of Greece, who i3 mak-

ing a tour aronnd the world, has just
crossed the United States and gained
hosts of friends and admirers every-
where. "A thoroughly good fellow," is
the popular verdict. "A magnificent
specimen of manhood," is the descrip
tion of all who

beauty,for Princo
George is as tall
as Abraham Lin-
coln, as massive
and impressive as
Daniel Webster,
and yet qnitO fine

thorough master petn-c-k George.
of his profession (he is a naval officer),
and astonished Commander Erben, of
the Brooklyn navy yard, by bis minuta
acquaintance with the mechanical do-tai-ls

of the shipping. He is traveling
incog., as the phrase goe3 in Europe
that is, he is known only by his lowest
title, and accepts no official courtesies;
but the Greeks and Russians in New
York entertained him in fine style.

Its an odd fact that this Greek prince
really has not a drop of Greek blood in
him. His father was simply Prince
George of Denmark, and became king
of Greece in 1S63 by vote of the national
assembly, and his mother is a daughter
of the Grand Duke Constantino of Rus-
sia, However, this is the rule in Europe;
nearly all the reigning families are of
other blood than the people they reign
over, Danish predominating at present
King George and Queen Olga have siz
children. The Duke of Sparta and heir
apparent, Constantine; this Prince
George, who was born at Corfu. Jnne
24, 1869; the Princess Alexandra, Prince
Nicolas, Princess Marie and Prince An-

dre.

A Check on Railway Knclueors.
"Fixing tho responsibility" is a great

thing in case of a railway accident.
With this idea in view a number of
American railroads, says a scientific
journal, are introducing a newly invent-
ed instrument. It consists of a dial
which shows tho actual speed tho train
is making, in addition to recording this
information on a chart for preservation.
In its action it is dependent upon the
power transmitted directly from tha
axle, and can readily be adjusted to
compensate for any wear of the wheels
that takes place. This instrument acts
as a oheck upon engineers by accurately
showing the speed of tho train at all

i parts of the road. Many of the acci
dents to trains are due, to too rapid run-
ning on curves and difQcult parts of tha
roadj and this device by its action is in-

tended to do away with this evil.

Tbo rireflles Ont in Force.
One of the glories of a bummer even-

ing in tho country is tho brilliant dis- -
i play given by tho fireflies. It would
j seem that lately tho people of Ringgold,

Ga., havo been more than ordinarily
! favored in this respect. The other night
it is said that countless fireflies issued
from neighboring mountain ridges and
took tho course qf tho Chickamauga
river, which skirts that city on its
southern border. The display whb grand.
Trunks of trees bordering the river were
plainly visible a quarter of a mile dis-

tant, and the entire mountain side was
illuminated. The horde of fireflies was
fully forty feet high and it took a quar-
ter of an hour to pass down the stream,
extending over a mile along its course.
