ENCAMPMENT.

The Candidate of the Empire State

Elected Commander on the
Second Ballot.

A Long and Exciting Debate on the Ee--

ports of the Speoial Committee on

the Color Line Question.

The Eecommendations of General Veazey

Eejeoted by the Convention by an
Overwhelming Tote Proceedings

of Kindred Bodies in Session

fit Detroit Notes of ihe

Day's Proceedings.

Detroit, August 6. Immediately after
the meeting of the encampmentthis morn-
ing the election of a commander-in-chie- f
was declared to be the first business in
order. There were four candidates John
Palmer, of Albany, N. Y.: A G. Weissert.
of Milwaukee, Wis.; W. P. Smedburg, of
California, and S. H. Hurst, of Ohio. Ben-
jamin E. Briant, of Wisconsin, placed
Weissert in nomination. The nomination
was seconded by the states of Illinois,
Iowa, Indiana and Kentucky. Corporal
Tanner, of New York, placed Palmer In
nomination, and Massachusetts, New Jer-
sey and Pennsylvania seconded the nom-
ination. J. J. Hollintrsworth, of Ohio,
nominated Hurst, and W H. L Barnes, of
California, nominated Smedburg. The
hitter's nomination was seconded by Ne-
braska, Kansas, Oregon, Washington and
Alaska, New Mexico and Idaho. Just be-

fore the ballot opened Hurst. Ohio's can-
didate, withdrew in favor of Palmer.

The election was by secret ballot, a very
slow and tedious method. The announce-
ment of the first ballot, with Palmer iu
the lead, indicated his election. Great
enthusiasm was manifested by the New
York delegates during the second ballot,
when Palmer led from the start. At the
conclusion of the ballot California changed
its entire vote to Palmer, amid pro'onced
cheering. An enthusiastic delegate at this
juncture moved that Palmer's election be
declared unanimous, and it prevailed amid
the wildest enthusiasm.

Capt. John Palmer, the new commander-in-chie- f,

was born on Staten Island, N. Y.,
March 22, 1S42, and has a splendid war
record, lie enlisted in the Ninety-firs- t
New York volunteers September 1, 1601,
and was constantly with that regiment
until it was mustered out, July 3, 16C3,
taking part in all its engagements. He
was seriously injured at the battle of
Five Forks.

The other officers elected wore as fol-

lows: Senior vice commander-in-chie- f,

Henry M. Duffield, of Michigan; junior
vice commander-in-chie- f, T. S. Clarlcsou,
of Nebraska; chaplain, S. B. Payne, of
Florida. D. C. Miluer, of Kansas, was one
of Payne's opponents for the place. Sur-
geon General Benjamin T. Stephenson, of
Connecticut, was

Past commander-in-chie- f William War-
ner chairman'of llio committee on addicts
of commander-in-chief- , reported resolu-
tions, which were adopted, petitioning
congress for legislation providing for the
custody and care of the Mount McGregor
cottage, and for amendments to the re-

vised statutes providing more explicitly
that preference be given old soldiers in
government apppointments and employ-
ment.

THE COLOR QUESTION.

The vexed raco problem came up iu the
encampment this afternoon and was ef-

fectively settled for all time. The special
champion of the negro cause was

William Warner, of Mis-
souri, past commander-in-chie- f, and he is
tonight receiving the tributes of the col-

ored veterans, whose cause he so eloquent-
ly espoused. The matter came before the
convention when Mr. Warner, as chairman
of the committee on address of comma-

nder-in-chief, presented the following
report:

"Your committee has cerofully consid-
ered the clear and frank statements of the
commander-in-chie- f regarding the diffi-
culties existinc between the posts In the
d' partmenB of Louisiana and Mississippi.
Your committee has also considered all
documents submlttedandarguments made
before it as to the causes leading to the
existing trouble in that department. The
old ppsts, from one to eight inclusive, iu
the department of Louisiana and Missis-
sippi are composed of white comrades. The
new posts, from nine to seventeen inclu-
sive, are composed of colored comrades.
The contention is that the latter posts are
tainted with fraud in their organization."

Here the report quotes freely from the
commander-in-chief'- s statement of .the
contentions of the two sides, and con-
cludes:

"The remedy suggested, of a separate
department of concurrent jurisdiction for
the colored veterans, involves au amend-
ment to the rules and regulations. The
committee is informed tbit the requisite
notice of the presentation of this notice
has been given, and it is therefore prop-
erly before the encampment for its action.
This organization, the Grand Army of the
Republic, from its birth to this, Us silver
encampment, has never turned from Its
posts' doors any deserving comrade, how-
ever humble, on account of nationality,
creed or color. The only qualification for
membership is an honorable discharge
from the "United States army, navy or
marine corps from 1C1 to ISfio," as evidence
that he aided in maintaining the honor,
integrity aud supremacy of the national
sovernraent during the late rebellion, pro-
vided always that the applicant has done
nothing in "civil life to cast a stain on his
honorable record in liberty's cause.

"During the fierce struggle for the life
of the nc.tion we stood shoulder to
shoulder as comrades tried. It is too late
to divide now on the color line. The man
who was eood enough to stand between
the flae and those who would destroy it
when the fate of the nation was tremb-
ling in the balance 1 good enough tooea
comrade in any department of the Grand
Army of the Republic No different rule
has been or ever should be recognized by
the survivors of the Union army and
navy. No department should be estab-
lished for any color or nationality. In the
opinion of your committer tne fact that
the department of Louisiana and Missis-
sippi has post, a part of which are
composed of white comrades and others of
colored comrades, is no sufficient reason
fcr making this radical chance in our
rules and regulations. Our fraternity,
charity aud loyalty should be witnessed
bv our deeds as well as by our word.
""The recommendation of the command

is based upon the fact that
seven of the colored posts of the depart-
ment of Louisiana and Mississippi peti-
tioned for a separate dep&rtment. Com-
rades representing a part of these po5t3
appearert before the committee and claim-
ed in their argument that it was their
understanding, and that of many others
of their colored comrades, that they were
only petitioning for a department to be
created in the state of Louisiana, the same
as in other states, in which all comrades,
white and black, should te equally enti-
tled to membership, and, further, that
they aud those represented by them are
opposed to the creation of a separate de-

partment. In view of the facts submitted

to your committee, it is of the opinion
that it would be inexpedient to place
authority with the commander-in-chie- f to
organize new or provisional departments
iu states in which there are already organ-
ized departments.

The following minority report was pre-
sented on the subject: "I concur in the
recommendations contained in the address
of the commander-in-chie- f in reference to
the difficulties existing in the department
of Louisiana and Mississippi, and there-
fore recommended the adoption of the fol-

lowing resolution: "Resolved, That the
rules and regulations be so changed as to
authorize the commander-in-chie- f to organ-
ize departments of the Grand Army of the
Republic in departments now existing,
whenever satisfied, upon proper represen-
tations, that they may be organized with-
out detriment to the Grand Army of the
Renublic or any department organization
existing in the states embraced therein.

rored churches, you have your colored
orders of the Masonic fraternity, and you
have your colored associations in other re-

spects." Hisses.
"I move if there be hissing in the gal-

leries that they be cleared," said O'Don-nel- l,

of Illinois. "I am opposed to that
minority report, but I insist that we have
fair play here."

"If there, is any more of that from the
galleries, they will be cleared," 6aid the
presiding officer.

"Now," resumed Mr. Decker, "ifwe do
not settle this question now, it will be
here year after year from now, and it will
be here continually until it is settled ac-

cording to the condition of affairs as we
find them in Louisiana, Mississippi, South
Carolina, aud other southern states. Let
us say to the commander-in-chief- , as my
report which I have offered here says: 'Go
down there as a true, honest, conscien-
tious Graud Army man, look over the
grounds, and see whether these colored
comrades and white comrades can live to-

gether. If they can live together in differ-
ent posts of the south, for God's sake
keep them together. But, if they cannot,
devise some means by which the colored
men who fought for the Union can come
lu and have all the privileges.'"

"Comrades," said Major Warner, "when
these black men aro white men, or what-exe- r

color or nationality they may have
been, shouldered a musket in defense of
the Union, it wis not n question of eti-
quette or sociability, but it was a question
of patriotism and loyalty. Applause
The black men fought fora flag that never,
up to that time, had protected him in any-
thing but bondage. Applause. This or-

ganization had better bury the old ades,

we had better tear the buttons
from our breast than now, as our heads
are silvering with the frosts of years, go
back on the principles for which we bled."
Applause.
Comrades Johnson, (colored) a member

from Washington, and Ritchie, another
colored member, Past Commander-in-Chie- f

Fairchild, of Wisconsin, and North-cot- t,

of Virginia, spoke in favor of the
majority report.

Graham, of Louisiana, recounted some
of the troubles of his department. He
said that no colored posts had been organ-
ized until recently, when the charters were
granted by the department commander,
who had become enraged because the
members of the order had refused to
attend the funeral of Jeff Davis; that sev-
eral hundred men hadbeenadmitted with-
in a few days, and that the time was too
short to make any examination into their
military record or character.

By a viva voice vote the majority report
was finallv overwhelmingly Anopted.

The encampment then adjourned till 9
o'clock tomorrow morning.

This evening a banquet was tendered by
the citizens of Detroit to the officers and
delegates of the encampment. Gen. R, A.
Alger presided.

ALLIED ORDERS.
DETROIT, August 6. No less than eight

national organizations of kindred nature
to the Grand Army of the Republic have
been in sessiou during the progress of the

resent incanipment. Some sensation has
Eeen created by the address of the presi-
dent of the National Association of Union

of War, E. II. Williams, of
Indiana. Referring to the treatment ac-

corded the president says:
"As an organization, and in view of the

great and peculiar hardships and suffer-
ings endured as prisoners, we believe that
special compensation is duo us. For a
numbor of years bills have been presented
to congress looking to such measures ns
we felt were duo us. But so far all of our
appeals have availed us nothing. It would
seem that the suffering and death of many
thousands of our comrades who are buried
around the southern prisons should ever
be kept sacred iu memory of what they
suffered for their country. For by the
sacrifice of such men civilization sur
vive3. Around the names of Anderson-vill- e

and other prisons will ever linger
the memory of misery and stifferins which
has no parallel in history. Yet for twenty-fiv- e

yeara our government has never so
much as given us a vote of thanks for the
sacrifices made."'

Among the reports of committees made
was one embodying a bill to be presented
at the next session of congress iu behalf of
soldiers who were in prison for not less
than sixty das or more, providing that
they shall receive $2 for every day of their
confinement from the government. The

WORK OF THE OHIO THIRD PARTY

CONVENTION.

A Complete State Ticket Placed in

the Field by the Spring-

field Gathering.

The Usual Collection of Economic Incon-

sistencies and Absurdities Incor-

porated Into the Platform.

The Liquor Plank Likely to Causa Trouble.

ka Frohibs Notes,

Springfield, O., August 6. In the Peo-
ple's party convention today, after adopt-
ing the platform, the following were

laced in nomination for governor: John
E eitz, of Seneca, a former Greenback
nominee for governor, and J. II. C. Cobb,
of Jackson, a farmer, the vice president of
the Open Alliance of Ohio, and a member
of the national executive committee ap-
pointed at Cincinnati. Seitz was the suc-
cessful candidate, receiving the nomina-
tion on the second ballot. Frank L. Rist,
a compositor on the Cincinnati Comme-

rcial-Gazette, was nominated for lieu-
tenant governor. D. M. Cooper, of
Athens, was chosen state auditor by accla-
mation. Cooper is a Grand Army man,
and was in Detroit, For attorney general
Rial M. Smith was unanimously chosen.
Henry "VYelf, of Cleveland, was nominated
for state auditor. For supreme judge,
Albert Ynple. of Cincinnati, was nomi-
nated by acclamation. J. S. Bower, of
Franklin, was nominated for member of
the board of public works. For state
school commissioner, J. II. Peterson, of
Greene county, was chosen by acclamation.
For food nud dairy commissioner, W. J.
Weaver, of Portage, was nominated on the
first ballot.

Mrs. Tucker, of Kansas, was introduced
and gavo her views on woman's suffrage
and other matters, and the convention
adjourned. Following is the platform:

TIIE I'LATFOKM.

"We hold that labor is the basis of all
wealth, happiness and progress, nnd must
have equal protection by the laws.

"In the organization of our party wo
know no north, south, east or west, and
we ure determined that the governnlent
shall be so administered as to secure equal
rights to all people.

"We demand that taxation national,
state and municipal shall not be used to
build up one interest or class at the ex-
pense of another.

"We demand the abolition of national
banks as banks of issue, and, as a substi-
tute for national bank notes, kvo demand
that full lejal tender treasury notes bo
issued iu suflicient volume to conduct the
business of the country on a cash basis.
We demand tho payment of all bonds of
the government, instead of refunding
them, in such money as they were origin-
ally made payable iu.

"Wo demand government ownership of
all the means of transportation and com-
munication between aud by the people of
the United States.

"We favor liberal pensions to all honor-
ably discharged union soldiers of the late
civil war, andgenerous care of their wid-
ows and orphans, and demand that tho
difference between the value of gold and
greenbacks at the date of payment lie made
equal to gold, so as to place the soldier on
the same footing as tho bond holder has
been."

A woman suffrage plank is included in
the platform. The platform also lavora
government loans directly to individuals;
favors tho free coinage of silver; opposes
alien ownership of land and demands that
congreds devise means of obtaining all land
already owned by foreign syndicates, and
also demands that all lands held by rail-
roads and other corporations in excess of
what is actually needed, be reclaimed tby
the government and hold for actual settlers
only; demands a graduated tax on incomes.

On state issues the platform ays: "Ihe
instability of the municipal governments
of the state has led to the creation of enor-
mous muuicipal debts, which are burden-
some to all the people, and we therefore
demand that the constitution of the state
be so amended that it will bo impofisible to
change the forms of municipal govern-
ment for the changing fortunes of politi-
cians, and that no chanire of municipal

in future, and all agricultural products;
favors the election of United States sena-

tors by a popular vote of the people; de-

mands a rigid enforcement of the laws
against the adulteration and counterfeit-
ing of all food products; demands compul-
sory education and free 5chool books, and
demands the forfeiture of the charter of
the Standard Oil company.

The platform was adopted.
A resolution favoring government or

Btate control of the tale, manufacture, im-
portation and exportation of spirituous
liquors was recommended to the national
convention as the solution of the liquor
problem.

THE LIQCOR PLASt
The platform went through with a

whirl, and befoTe any one had learned
what it really meant. Many have already
declared their intention to bolt on ac-

count of the liquor plank, which they say
they did not intend to adopt as part of tbe
platform, xne leauers arc conuaens oi
forming a coalition with the Prohibition-
ists not later than 1552 and going into the
national campaign very strong. Tbir
plan is to extend the pink drmaodinc
government ownership of railroads and
telegraphs to the Hquor traffic, and hure
acents in charge woo will conduct the
bu.inefr much as pntofhcs are now

Jolui Grnmbotr, all
Italians. An unknown Italian died on tho
way to Syracuse. Joseph M, Keys, of St
Louis, nud Antonio Umbello, an Italian,
died at the hospital in this city. These
make the number of deaths thirteen.

J. C. Myers, of Buffalo; Frank Setter, at
Syracus'o; John Preston, West Troy; Pat-
rick Ryan, engineer passenger train, E.st
Buffalo: Mr. Teilor. of Vt Point, and
about fourteen Italians.

The passenger r rain which ran Into tho

freight was the St Louis Express, which
leavos here nt 1.M n. in. The train wm
running nt a high rate of speed and ran
into tho freight three mile west of Port
Byron, near whnt is known as Dutchess
Cut. Thov; killed, with one exception
ftho fireman of the pafcscnger), wore all
Italians. Klcven other ItallHiinVrore badly
hurt, and four will die. Twelvo cant of
tho freight were wrecked ami tho track
completely blockaded. Tho wreck took
lire and ihe passenger train was burned
with the exception of the thrvo sleeping
cars. Tho Italians were all in the smoking
car, which wiis completely wrecked. 1 ho
train was made up of two exprew cars, a
baggage car, a tmoking air, and three
hleopers.

John Bowdltch, of Boston, snys that the
accident occurred betweon Sand 4 o'clock.
He was riding i" the smoking car when
tho crash came. "I felt mysalf pinned
down by a great weiaht," paid Bowdltch,
"and 1 could look below me and wc broken
boards, beams and car wheelH, but v
uniiblu to move. Soon I heard tin crack
lliigof llames. You cannot Imagine tht
horror that crept over mens 1 thought,
that in the next momont the tlnmos would
be upon kn ami I would be slowlv
cremated nlive.
