Baving. The subject was myself. Wo
plunged into the big swimming tank in
the New York Athletio clubhouse. "Now
catch hold of me," Gus crlpd. I grabbed at
him. Before I knew what had happened
he had dived under me, caught hold of my
lees and turned me around so that mv
back was toward him. Then, holding mo
at arm's length by my baok hair, ho lay
on his back cud began to tow me toward
tho ladder. Struggle as I would, I was un- -

ahle to catch hold of him. "If I thought
you had any chance of reaching me," he
remarked, "I'd fix you in this way," and
ho illustrated by yanking my head under
water and holding it there until I was
nearly choked and unable to move.
