Drinking: Water and Lead Poisoning1.
Tho appearance of one or two cases of

supposed lead poisoning in this city, gen-
erally credited with having the finest water
supply in the kingdom, has reopened the
whole question of tho action of Loch Ka-
trine water on lead. The popular idea,
firmly held for a loug time, h.'is beeu that,
though tho water might have some slight
action on new pipes, this ceases after a
bhorc period of use by reason of the forma-
tion of a protective coating.

No less an authority than Dr. E. J. Mills
now says that this is a pure delusion, and
asserts that lead pipes and cisterns never
cease to act on tho Loch water, and fur-
thermore, that the coating, in which the
citizens have hitherto placed their faith, is
not insoluble, but is taken up by the water
to an easily recognized extent. Professor
Dittmar, who bus also devoted consider-
able attention to the matter, appears to
have more faith in the coating.

He considers that the inner surface of a,

lead pipe which has conveyed soft water
for a time undergoes a change, in virtue of
which it becomes, in a relative sense, proof
against the action of water, but adds that
its liability to be dissolved by water con-
taining air, as all natural waters do, never
ceases absolutely.

Generally speaking, his conclusions are
that water for drinking and culinary pur-
poses should not be stored in lead cisterns,
but that thee is no danger in using water
from lead pipes, unless it has been lying
stagnant for a long period, tho remedy for
which state of things is obvious. London
Engineering.

Hamlin Marched with "tho Boys."
Here is a story told by Frederick Doug

lass: In 18G0, wizen Haunibal Hamlin was
the candidate of his party for the vice j

presidency, he made several political
speeches in Maine. One of them was de-

livered ft Houlton, and Douglass was to
occuplhe platform with him on that oc-

casion. It was re.cognized as a great ovetit
to have two such eminent orators to ad-
dress a mass meeting in Aroostook county.
A barouche, with four One horses, was sent
to convey the distinguished speakers to the
hall or grove where the convention was
held, and there were a band and a large es-

cort of "wide awakes," who marched on
foot.

Tho distance was more than a mile and
the road was fearfully muddy. The com-
mittee of arrangements were escorting
Hamlin and Douglass to the carriage, and
the latter was congratulating himself upon
escaping the loug walk in the mud, when
he was horrified by hearing Hamlm refuse
to get into the barouche. "Oh, no," said
he, "I will march with the boys!" Doug-
lass felt that it would not do for him to
ride when the candidate for the vice presi-
dency of tho United States was marching
"with the boys," and so he marched, much
against his will, and the carriage was sent
away empty. It is easy to imagine how
"the boys" liked that sort of thing. Lew
iaton Journal.

Mushroom..
The division of microscopy of the United

States department of agriculture, in re-

sponse to numerous demands from various
localities, has issued a pamphlet with pic-
tures and descriptions of edible mush-
rooms, lu Rlmost every Miction and cli-

mate are found quantities of these articles,
which are little used, owing to the inability
of the majority of people to distinguish the
nutritious from the poisonous varieties.

Rellrausch and Siegel, who have made
exhaustive investigation into the food
values of mushrooms, state that many
species deserve to be placed next to meat
in nutriment. Every country in the world
produces these fungus growths. In France
they are widely cultivated in cavea, fre-
quently miles in extent. A cave at Merz
contains twenty-on- e miles of beds and pro-
duces 3,000 pounds daily. They are also
cultivated in tho catacombs and quarries,
and, nndur the name of "truffies," are sold
in large quantities. They are grown in
Tahiti and Japan and exported to China at
the rate of 200 tons per annum. Indianap-
olis Journal.

BACK T0 HONEST LIVES.

GOOD WORK DONE BY THE BIBLE

AND FRUIT MISSION.

Convicts Returning from Prison Are
Taken Care of, Giren Employment,
Kept Away from Bud Influences And
Helped to Make a New Start.

An age of penology is this, and the ques-

tion arises, how much is New York city
contributing toward, the correct treatment
of the criminal classes? An ounce of pre-

vention is certainly better than a pound of
cure, but, then, the cure is needed just the
same. Penologists are agreed that the
classification of prisoners is imperative,
but while thi reform is being carried into
effect what is being done to classify men
and women just released from prison?

It is conceded that young and old crimi-
nals ought to be separated while in con-
finement, but tho influence of penologists
must be carried beyond the prison to have
lasting effects. Any policeman can tell
the old story of the up hill fight which the

must wage when he leaves the
scene of his disgrace. He is a branded
man, and the hand of society is against him.

But he has other discouragements to
contend with. His old companions dog
him If he tries to lead an honest life. They
blackmail him; perhaps they expose him;
and nine times out of ten, whon the story
of his shame in known, he loses his place,
no matter how well he may have filled it.
What can the poor wretch do? Naturally
he is driven to return to his old life.

With the professional criminal we have
nothing to do here. He has found his
place, and society has put a lock on it.

A SAD PART OF A BIG CITT.
But let us consider the condition of tho

young man who has Berved his first term
in the penitentiary on Blackwell's island.
It. does not follow that ha is irreclaimable
because he has been shut up for a year on
the island. But he might think so were it
not for the work of several philanthropic
institutions in the city, and the one upper-
most in mind is a modest little mission
which has taken hold in a most practical
way of the laborious task of reclaiming

This is the Bible and Fruit mission, and
the field of its labors is in the lower part of
East Twenty-sixt- h street, a section which
is a material reminder of the ups and
downs of life. It is only one block from
First avenue in Twenty-sixt- h street to the
East river, but sorrow, sickness, shame and
death stare at one another down that little
stretch of land.

The Bellevue hospital rears its grim edi-
fice along the north side of the street, and
is relieved only by the sightly building of
tho Training School for Nurses which ad-
joins it. But the morgue, with all its
ghastly horrors, comes next, resting upon
the river bank, in charge of the city's
Charon. Across the street from the hos-
pital are several undertakers' establish-
ments. Below them are the Medical
School of the University of the City of New
York.

Next come the modest but substantial
buildings of the Bible and Fruit mission,
and then at the end of the street is, appro-
priately enough, the pier of the commission
of charities and correction. Here is where
the Black Maria unloads its charges who
are doomed for incarceration on tho island.
Here is where the outcast takes his fare-
well "from his family and friends, if he has
any, and hero is where he first steps on
shore as a free man when his term expires.

FACILITIES FOF. THE WOF.IC

A' disheartened man would find no en-

couragement if it were not for the Biblo
and Fruit mission, the City Prison associa-
tion, the Home of Industry and other prac-
tical philanthropic institutions. This ter-
ritory belongs more properly to the mission
on account of its situation there, though
philanthropy of the right kind knows no
bounds or limit in its work. But the mis-
sion devotes one of its branches to reclaim-
ing who havo just returned
from the island.

The main objects of the mission are to
care for the sick in the city hospitals and
prisons, and also to furnish food and lodg-
ing for poor but honest men. The mission
Ls succeeding in this line of work, but from
a broader point of view it would seem that
its more modest endeavor, that of assisting
released prisoners, was more deserving of
encouragement in this eminently practical
age.

Judged by results, tho mission has ac-

complished a great deal ill this direction.
But it is an institution of a symmetrical
scope, aud leaves little undone in the way
of getting at tho unfortunate people who
need the proper kind of help. It has an
organization that includes many practical
and wealthy philanthropists, and it sup-
ports an eating and lodging house, a broom
factory and a chapel. The buildings are
modest, but not unattractive.

The coffee house, as the eating house is
called, can seat 150 people, and serves 400
or 500 meals a day at prices that are within
the reach of the poorest patrons in the neigh-
borhood. The lodging house can accom-
modate 150 men, and they have to pay only
fifteen cents for a night's lodging. The
broom factory stands behind the other
buildiDgs, where its charges work in seclu-
sion.

HOW MEN ARE RECLAIMED.
Now, the sj'stem employed in reaching

criminals is simple, but it requires grit
and plenty of compassion. The missiou is
conducted by women, some of whom are
veil known in society. They have a com-
mittee which visits the charitable and pe-

nal institutions of the city. The members
of the committee give food, book3 and flow-
ers to the inmates of these placesaudiuthis
way they find opportunities to see and talk
with convicts who can be drawn under
better influences.

There is no gush or sentimentallsm in
the business. The prisoner is told that if
he honestly desires to lead an upright iifo
that the mission will assist him in every
way that it ean, but that he must work
honestly and faithfully. When the new
charge is released he comes to the broom
factory and is set at work.

Thi3 little place is in charge of an ex-

perienced superintendent, and it can turn
out a hundred dozen brooms a week with
b full force employed. First, the new
comer is taught how to sort the broom
stuffs. Next he learns how to sew, then
to clean, and last to wind.

After the pupil has become "a master
of his art," and if he shows every desire to
reform, he is ent on the streets to peddle
his wares. If ho is trustworthy his oppor-
tunities for improving his condition are
increased as Tapidly as eircumstances jus-
tify. The men are urged to save their
money, and encouraged to deposit it in
banks. Some men have saved up consider-
able sums of money before leaving the
factory.
