The mn Gilruth who announces that
he is coming in a calamity wagon toput
dollars to the rear and humanity in
front, in Kansas, seems to be worse than
shaky himself.

Medicine Lodge, Aug. 30, 1891.
To the Editor of tho Eiule.

Everything is "popping" down here.
The big 230 ton a day sugar mill started
up this morning and the roads are lined
with teams hauling cane. All that we
now need is more help.

Your articles on farm help were read
with interest by all large farmers. And
we will be obliged to rent some of our
lands and turn our teams out to grass if
we do not get more farm help, "We are
not close in wages; are giving $25 a
month, board and lodging, ?1.50 a day
to 1.73 in the mill3. I want you to un-

derstand we have Uncle Sam here with
us. He has got a sugar factory running,
aud wo find he is not a Prohibitionist,
for after he got the mill completed he
had a car load of alcohol shipped here.
"What an example to set before us Kan
sas farmers. The cane on the United
States station is immense, and the next
three month tells the success or failure
of sugar making as a profit and success
in Kansas. Also Uncle Sam has erected
one of the finest stills aud will make his
own spirits.

Push the elevators up at Wichita.
Thousands upon thousands of bushels of
wheat in Barber county headed that
way. You can hear the whistles of the
steam threshers, the whistles of the
sugar factories and mills, and the whis-
tles of our farmers, if we are not too
tired.

But only another month and we will
take a bum to the Wichita fair. We are
coming with al' our samples of cane,
corn, wheat and oats, every-
thing but our fat beeves, which
will come later, after devouring
sixty bushels of this big corn apiece. Did
I not tell you in my last letter old Kan-
sas would be coming down grade. She
is loaded clear to the roof, with not a
brake on. and they must set out of the
way and let us pass. The east may
think we are blowing, but if they were
here and had to move this crop they
would blow,' I tell you; but we have
room and cheap homes for many thou-
sands of business men, farmers, a!uri-an- s.

Yes, we will tuke all the saluiians
that come right here to Barber oounty,
and they willj need to ha e their shirts
washed overy. three days. too. We do
not allow any! one to whittle dry goods
boxes hare in Medicine ljodge.

the waters caused by the unequal attrac- -'

rent is a mbving of a mass of water'
that may or jmay not rise, but has only ;

one direction. Currents are sometimes
produced by strong winds, but generally j

by a differen :e of level and the Iconfigu-- !
ration of the bottom. ;

The first tl ing to avoid is tha under
tow, which i i always strongest n water
bdoui; waist leep. u tue Datner wouia
venture out liarther or remain nearer the
shore he wonld escape the strength of the
undertow. Tins disturbance of the water
is confined to no particular locality,
though it is stronger in some plates thin
in others, ojving to tho trend j of the
shore. It is caused by the rushing out
of the water hnder the surface a'f ter be
ing thrown up on the beach, arid is ill- -

ways strongest in an angry surf. O'ne
may judge ol the strength of the under-
tow by the h ight of the wave3 as they
break and the velocity which they im-
part to objeefs along the beach.

The-- explanation of the undertow is
simple. The. approaching "Yvaves have a
velocity depending upon the strength of
the wind. S have the receding ones,
but this is dul) to gravity and depends
npon the an'le of inclination of the
beach. The j breakers, therefore, with
their greater (velocity, run over the top
of the waves, while tho receding water
keeps below.

TUE DKEADED "SEA PUSS."
Eddies are simply partial currents

that take an opposite direction to tho
parent streamj, and aro produced entirely
by the trend i of the shore. Wherever
there is a recession of the beach or
"pocket," as It is called, there will be
found eddiesj The' are of no conse-
quence, however, and of little or no dan-
ger to the batjier.

We now eome to a disturbance of the
water, the very name of which causes a
panic among jbathers. The "sea puss"
has no place ljn physical geography; in
fact, no scientist has deigned to notice
this phenomenon. Webster does not
even give a definition of it in his un
abridged dictionary. In The Century it
is defined as 'fa swirl of the undertow
making a small whirlpool en the surface
of the water; a local outward current
dangerous to 'bathers. Also culled sea
pouce and sea 'purse."

How the "sejapuss" is formed no scien-
tist states, but! in all probability it is due
to the same ciiuses as the whirlpool, to
which it is clpsely allied. When two
currents, with different sets and drifts,
meet at a point in the water, tho result-
ant is a motioii of rotation, with a diam-
eter and velocity depending upon the
resistance wirh which it meets. The
whirlpool or "ea puss" is given a mo-

tion of translation, which it takes from
the stronger oil the two currents. .Now
there is often ji slight southerly current
setting parallel to the shore along tho
Jersey and iiong Island coasts. Thi3
sometimes ineclts another setting to the
westward and fit the union of tho two is
formed the "bea puss," which move3
slowly to the southward and eastward.

OCiZAS CURHEXTS.

This westward current may be due to
strong windn, or to a storm many miles
out at sea. i ar away to the eastward,
the water is piled up and driven land
ward, where 7t is smooth and undis-
turbed. In this way it is possible .that
the "sea puss" may be formed under
cloudless skies Jand in unruffled water.
Should a bather bo caught in the swirl,
it is useless to attempt to swim against
it The wiser plan would be to keep his
head above r and swim with it,
gradually neajing the edge until he
is out of its unwelcome radius of action.

Professor Ma,ary, formerly a lieuten-
ant in the United States navy, attributes
offshore currents to a difference in the
temperature and density of sea water at
different placesj.

Another prodf of tho presence of sub-
marine currents is tho fact that in all
deep sea soundings the line has never
yet ceased to nn out even after the lead
has reached thfj bottom. Should it bo
held fast in thtf boat it will invariably
part, showing Vhen two or three milea
of it are out thjtt the undercurrents are
sweeping agaiust the bight of it with
what seamen call a "swigging force,"
and that no twine, however strong, has
yet been able til withstand this.

Admiral SirlFraucis Beaufort, when
in command Af her majesty's feteais
frigate Fnedciiihsteen in the Mediter-
ranean, also mjde some important dis-

coveries in thisihrection. In the archi-
pelago he fountJ the counter currents so
strong that thiy often prevented the
steering of his ship. In one instance
when the watexs waa very clear he low-

ered the lead jwita colored shreds of
bunting attached to every yard. These
pointed in different directions all round
the compass. W. Nephew Kong, Jr., in
