Their Convention Yesterday The Preva-
lence of Harmony and Dispatch of

Business The Else of a New Fig-
ure in the Sedgrwick County

Circle How Dr. Bonney
Stirred Them Up The

Besolutions and
Candidates.

The palingenesis of Sedgwick county
Democracy took place on Market street
yesterday, and the regenerated cry of natal
respiration mingled with the exhortations
of a street vender who hawked the effi-

cacy of a tape-wor- nostrum across the
street.

From the early hours of a warm morn-
ing the accumulating strength of Jeffer-sonia- n

principles had been swelling the
Saturday number of pedestrians, and tho
truant followers of conservatism and free
trade hustling back into the new-bor- n

councils of Democracy.
In any political convention it is the con-

versation in the circle on the street and
the colloquial caucus in some recessed
stairway that decides the current and the
course of the day. And it was so with
this convention.

No perpiscuity was necessary to decide
that. It had all all been fixed up before-
hand. Harmony was the watchword and
it filled the air in Democratic quartern
with atomic redundancy. It spread itself
in broad smiles on the faces of the creat
unwashed; it gurgled upward in unusual
cachmnation and found expression in
many an open bentiment. There had to
be harmony.

This lack of jarring elements and pres-
ence of political concord showed itself in
the absence of whispering and
committee room connivances. Harmony
hung in huge chunks upon the wall, pro-
pelled a ready stamping of the feet and
quickened the muscles usd in hand-clappin-

Harmony was the idea. Harmony
was the war cry in the committee room
and the shibboleth at the convention door.
True, at the morning session, some trouble
arose in the committee room between Ed.
O'Bryan and John Farrell, both of whom
claimed to be representing the Irish con-
tingent. This, however, was only a mere
peccadillo which was at once hidden by
the diluvian volume of harmony.

This was the prevailing spirit of the day.
The convention met at 11 o'clock in the
morning and passed an hour in a love-fea- st

of regenerate Democracy. In the af-
ternoon and during the committee reports,
in the excitement of nominations, where
to conspire to tho common cause of har-
mony, nominating speeches were ruled
out, this concord of harmonious conces-
sions and compromises characterized it
all.

THE ADVENT OF DR. BONNET

With one exception. It was immedi-
ately after Dave Dale had read the report
of the committee on permanent organiza-
tion. This provided for nine men
on the central committee, one from every
precinct which makes five in the
city and four in the country.

Over in one corner sat a stranger: a
young man such as Longfellow's excelsior
young man might have been. He was
diessed in a Prince Albert, well worn
and dusty, but still setting neatly on a
pair of broad shoulders; in his mouth
a cigar, sticking out beneath a sandy Teu-
tonic mustache. This stranger tilted his

lap. He had no vest on and the button-fla- p

at the bottom of his shirt-boso- was
wafted on the breeze listlessly. Nobody
had noticed him up till this time. He was
a stranger and unknown. A Sedgwick
county Democratic convention had never
known him, and among the notables of
Auld Lang Syne he could have lived un-
known.

But no. At this juncture he arose to
his feet and faced the convention.
Ho wanted to amend tho re-
port of tho committee on
permanent organization. The chair ruled
him out of order. He sat down and bided
his time. This ruffled the convention a
little there were a fewangry glances at the
disturber who was not only unknown but
uninvited and unbaptiscd also. The con-

vention, however, speedily forgot this and
1 the blendings of aDUiated companionship

resumed. It was not until after the nom-
inations had been made the crowd was
tinning out and tho spectators breaking
away that the cyclone camel In the midst
of the hubbub the strong resonantjvoice of
tho stranger broke out again. "Mr. chair-
man he yelled, with a slight German ac-

cent, "Mr. chairman, is this the time lor
miscellaneous business?"! The chair in lieu
of something else guessed it was.

"Well, said the stranger, "I move a re-

consideration of the roport of the commit-
tee on permanent organiztiou."

"Your motion's out of order" said the
chairman.

The stranger's neck flushed and his ears
became crimson. "Mr. Chairman, he
shouted, a motion to reconsider is never
out of order."

Somebody here moved to l.iy his motion
to reconsider on the table. The convention
was going to set down on the stranger.

The chair was putting this motion when
the stranger, now thoroughly aroused,
yelled. "Mr. Chairman, a motion to re-

consider cannot be laid on the table."
Tho chair w.is rattled and didn't know

what to do. The stranger was getting the
best of him. Hero Hairy Stewart arose
with a bland smile and a "mark how plain
a tale shall put him down" look of confi-

dence on his face. He said that on the
adoption of the report, the gentleman,
meaning the stranger, had voted in the
negative and had sacrificed his voice for a
reconsideration.

But the stranger knew more about par-
liamentary law thau Mr. Stewart. "The
gentleman," he yelled defiantly, "voted
with the affirmative for that very reason."

THE BOSSES BEWILDERED.

This settled the convention. The chair-
man had to put the motion. The stranger
told the chairman that it was debatable,
took the center of the floor and sailed in.
Ana he bad Bismarck's tongue in him.
He went for the convention. He wanted
the executive control distributed. He
didn't want it all m the city. He wanted
each township to be represented instead of
each precinct. He knew that there was a
discrimination against the country and in
the name of Democracy he demanded why.

In fact he made the only ringing speech
of the day. The crowd got worked up and
began to cheer, to cheer hard with no
sound of affected harmony in their voices.

And the look on the Democratic bosses'
faces. Who was this stranger to break Into
their confines like this? Where had this
new sprung Demosthenes appeared? Dave
Dale cooked his eye In surprise. Frank
Smith peered over his spectacles in amaze-
ment at the intruder, and the rank and
file marveled in d astonish-
ment.

But the speaker laid it off to them. And
he captured the crowd. He told them that
he had never been in a Sedgwick county
Democratic convention before, but that he

amfiafir- -

was not a Democrat of today's making and
no true Democratic, or any other conven-
tion could apply the gag role with him.
He Baid the day of the Alliance was over.
"Up in Sherman township," he said, "the
majority of the people are Germans and
they are ready to vote the straight Demo-
cratic ticket, but they insist on having a
voice in the executive councils." The
stranger, who it had now got whispered
around was Dr. Bonney, a practicing phy-
sician of Andale, sat down amid cheers.

Tom Fitch arose and said that applause
and enthusiasm was all right in its place.
There had been no gag rule applied, but if
the gentleman had been gagged, it was
probably for the convention's good.

Dave Dale said that nine were enough
men for the central committee, and argued
that in case of an emergency, if every
township had a committeeman, a quorum
could not be obtained quick enough. He
said the auxiliary committee would sup-
ply this.

J. G. McCoy also made remarks to the
same effect.

The chairman took no action and it re-

mained as it was.
But it was plain to be seen that the

crowd was with Dr. Bonney, uud
believed that there was a manipulation of
the central committee on the part of the
ringsters and no warranted prevention of
the executive board making political bar-
ters or dickerings, if they so desire.

But the new man had gained his point.
He made himself felt. The old fellows
know there are one or two men left outside
the ring, who are Democrats for the sake
of Democracy. It is safe to say that Dr.
Bonney will be one of the committeemen.
It will be necessary to conciliate him.

THE CONVENTION.
A preliminary arrangement at the Bea-

con office had fixed up a slate Friday
night, with Willard Boone as temporary
chairman. At 11 o'clock in the
morning Tom Fitch called the con-

vention to order. Sam Amidon seized
the situation and nominated a man "from
from the country," Perry Allen of Col-

wich, for chairman. This knocked Will-
ard Boone out of the box. The boys say
he had on the strength of the ring's action
prepared an oratorical gem. But he didn't
get to use it. Mike Cooke was made sec-

Also the committee on permanent organi-
zation. The committee on resolutions
reported and Tom Fitch with inter-
ims of applause read the platform. It is:

THE PLATFORM.

The following platform was unanimous-
ly adopted by the convention:

We, the Democrats of Sedgwick county,
in convention assembled, hereby declare
our party faith and nsk the
of all good and patriotic people in the elec-
tion of a ticket upon this declaration of
principles:

1. The great cardinal principle of the
Democratic party is faith in n

ment of the people. We bolieve that to
either deny the right of the people to an
expression upon any matter of govern-
mental policy upon which they wish to be
heard, or take the richt of electing munic
ipal or other officers out of their hands and
lodging it in the executive power, is an
infringement upon this principle and an
invasion of the people's most sacred
rights.

2. While we heartily favor a constitu-
tional convention, yet in harmony with
this Democratic principle we arraign the
Republican party, aud the People's party
through their representatives in the legis-
lature, for their moral cowardice in ignor-
ing the petition of the people for a resub-
mission of the prohibitory amendment to
the constitution.

3. In consonance with this doctrine we
also denounce the Metropolitan police law
which puts it in the power of a political
boss to control a weak and partisan politi-
cal governor in the appointment ot a cor-
rupt and subservient board of police com-
missioners whereby the police power of a
city can be used for personal gain and
party purposes without any power of con-
trol by the people.

4. We are in favor of high license for
cities as the proper means of regulating
the liquor traffic and producing public
revenue. We charge that under the pres-
ent prohibitory law the receipts from the
joints are in large part diverted from the
city treasury and appropriated to the
private use of the managers of the ma-
chine.

We demand that every dollar collected
from the liquor dealers be publicly ac-

counted for and paid to the city.
S. We charge that the governor of the

stato whoso duty it is to provide a respon-
sible police commission, has abdicated his
function in favor ofa local politician who
uses the whole police system for personal
gain and partisan purposes; who controls
the selection of the commission and fills it
with henchmen of his own, and by means
of it permits only such joints and gnmbling
houses to run as will serve his demands.

C We declare that the use made by the
police commissioners of the police power
in using the joints, bawdy houses, and

g elements of the city as nn
auxiliary to the Republican party and as a
means of defeating even the better element
of that party in the selection of their can
didates for olnce, is a crime and an out-
rage not only against political right, but
of common decency, which we call upon
all good people to rebuke at the polls.

7 We charge.the Republican party with
responsibility for the failure to enact
many just and salutary laws demanded
by the people, many of which passed the
lower house of thelat legislature only to
meet death at the bands of a Republican
senate.

8. We arraign the Republican party for
the failure, on the part of a Republican
senate, to Impeach Judge Theodosius Bot-ki-

a thrice proven venal, corrupt and
debauched judge, and we hereby declare it
our beiiet that no corrupter body ot men
sat in office of trust than this self-sam- e

senate.composed of typical Kansas Repub-
lican ringsters and mercenaries who were
afraid to repeal a law which protected
them in their d privilege and
much used practice of bribe-takin-

9. We alo arraign this same Republi-
can senate for defeating the bill for pure
elections, and the fee and salary bill, both
of which bills were demanded by ill of the
best people of Kansas, aud passed by the
Ion er house almost unanimously.

10. We charge that the power of the rail-
roads over the Republican party in this
state is bearing its legitimate fruit in the
discriminations which threaten to crush
the growing trade ot the cities of Kansas.
Immediate relief from these unbearable
exactions which are diverting trade and
commerce to neighboring states is neces-
sary to the prosperity of the state of Kan-
sas, and we demand stringent laws for our
protection, and the railroad commission-
ers, who are now appointed by Republican
officials at the dictation of the railroads,
be elected by the people.

tries is the same, if not the outgrowth of
the Republican doctrine of protection
whereby monopolies are created and
values enhanced, and we declare for strict
laws for the suppression of these trusts,

14 We believe that no greater harm
can happen to a free people than the polu-tio- n

of the judiciary, and we hereby con-
demn the practice of a judge
with suitors, allying himself with political
rings and bosses, and going up and down
the length and breadth of the land elec-
tioneering with the people for their votes
like an ordinary office seeker, and we here-
by declare it our opinion that a candidate
for the high and honorable position of
juage should be elected ior personal and
professional fitness and not for his ability
to manipulate ward politics or to control
political conventions, and we especially
condemn tho recent degrading and dis-
graceful spectacle of the selection of a can-
didate by the most vicious and depraved
elements of the city and under the manip
ulations of a corrupt political ring.

THE NOMINATIONS.

The nominations were made quickly and
without speeches. They were seconded
liberally and with applause. Edwin White
Moore made a neat and concise speech
of acceptance. Charley Mossbacher
said speaking wasn't in his line,
and most of tho candidates declined to
come forward but stood in their places
and accepted the nomination. This wa3
the result.

G. & Robinson of Kansas City came up
