HOT WEATHER.
St. PAUL, Sept. 19. The intensely hot

weather of the past few days continued
yesterday, the thermometer registering
ffom 100 to 102. The heat is accompanied
by a strong wind and prairie fires are re-

ported from many localities. Abont Lis-
bon, N. D,' 50,000 bushels of wheat hare
been destroyed. It is feared that Will-iamsp-

is burned, as the fire was spread-
ing in that direction, and no mail having
been received from there since Wednesday
gives credence to the fear. A strip about
thirty miles wide and forty miles long has
been burned over.

ST. Louis, Sept 19. The secretary of
the state board of agriculture furnishes
the Associated Press with the following
weather crop bulletin for the week ending
Sept. 19: Except for light showers in the
river counties, there was an absence of
rainfall for the week. The temperature
was above the normal and the sunshine
excessive. The absence of rain, the high
temperature and the excessive sunshine
hastened the ripening of the corn, which,
for the most part is maturing well and ia
now all practically beyond danger of frost.
Wheat seeding is progressing In the north-
ern counties, where the area will be greatly
increased, but in the central and southern
counties plowing and planting is susnended
on account of the drouth. Pastures are
drying up, water is getting scarce, and
stock is being reduced in condition. The
drouth is affecting late potatoes and winter
apples.

Jamestown n. D., Sept. 19. The ter-
rible heat of the past few days has
scorched every stubble field and hay range
in the state, until the faintest spark is suf-
ficient to start an almost unquenchable
fire. Intense anxiety exists throughout
the state at this time over the danger to
crops and lives as well. In this county
alone over Sl.000,000 worth of wheat lies
exposed to fire, which may be ignited now
from the slightest cause. From Emmons
county comes the report of disastrous fires,
but the mails have been delayed from
Williamsport and the exnct amount of the
damage is not known. Wiliiamsport was
baved from destruction by a sudden
change in the wind. Near Lisbon thous-
ands of acres of wheat were destroyed.

Sioux Falls, S D., Sept. 19. From all
over the btnte come reports of unusual
heat for this season of the year. Xear the
North Dakota state line many prairie fires
are reported, but the details as to losses
are not known. Thus far no loss of life is
reported. So intense has been the heat in
some sections that work in the harvest
fields during the dny is impossible. Many
persons were prostrated, and the farmers
are taking advantage of the clear nights to
thresh their grain by moonlight. Unless
immediate relief come, the destruction of
wheat bv fire will be enormu".

Des Moines, la.. Sept. 19. The Iowa
weather crop bulletin says that the tem-
perature for the past week was over 9 de-

grees above the normal, making the hottest
week ever recorded for the middle of Sep-

tember. Iu the state at large fully 73 per
cent of the corn is secure and more than
the usual proportion is being cue and
shocked. The prospect is that the state
will produce 85 per cent, of a full crop of
sound corn

Valley: City, N. D., Sept. 16. A large
percentage of the large crop which was
raised thi year is still standing in stacks
awaiting the arrival of the threshers. The
threshing crews are all working short
handed, and unless more harvest hands
can be secured the work will be seriously
delayed. The stubble fields are so dry
that a spark would ignite them, and great
danger is experienced from prairie fires.

THE PORT HURON TUNNEL.
Poet Huron, Mich., Sept. 19. All trains

arriving at Pott Huron and Saruia today
had distinguished guests, ho were to
take the first official ride Jhrough the
great tunnel. At 12:30 Sir Henry Tyler
waved his hand and the inaugural train
started. It pulled directly tot ho Sarnia
depot where a number of iuvlted guests
and citizens of Sarnia were taken aboard.
Then the train steamed out to the edge of
town to reach the approach to the tunnel.
Here, near the unfinished depot, a trium-
phal arch had been erected. Mayor
Watson and other officials of the towu of
Sarnia met the president of the Grand
Trunk railway and the mayor read an ad-
dress President Tyler made a brief
speech of acceptance, and the company
with the Sarnia officials boarded the train
and proceeded on the trip through the tun-
nel.

When they arrived on tho other side,
they passed through another triumphal
arch, where Mayor Mcllvain and his Port
Huron associates were waiting on tho
nlatform to receive them. A lame assem
blage of citizens was also present. As boon
as the railway officials stepped from tho
cars. Poit Huron's big hnudsome mayor
ctme to the front and read an address. At
th conclusion of the reading the mayor
presented Sir Henry Qyler with an en-- I

grossed copy of the" address. Sir Henry
responded with a neat speech of thanks,
hh 1 the people cheered aud waved their
handkerchiefs. The tram then pulled out
to the Chicago and Grand Trunk passen-
ger station, where all got off and embark-
ed on the Mary D Conter for Sarnia

The question will
urobably soou reach the supreme court
fhu bank bringing the suit is the Twin
yity National bank of New Brighton,
Minn. The ground for questioning the
constitutionality of the tax is that this
portion of the banking act originated in
the senate. The constitution provides that
"all bills for raising revenue shall ongi- -
Wite li ti- - house of representatives." Tho

I ' bennte, it is claimed, has authority to "pro- -

nose or concur with amendments as on
ether bills. But the contention In this
case will be that the banking act was not
a bill to raise revenue when it reached the
senate and could not be transformed into
such a bill by the senate. There are other
grounds upon which the tax is contested
In the particular case before tho court If
the constitutionality of the question
should be decided in faTor of the bank, it
might open the way for a great multitude
of suits for refund by the banks throuch-ou- t

the country. The statute of limita-
tion would probably prevent the recovery
of all these payments back to the organi-
zation of tho national banking system in
1854, but It would take more than $10,000,-00- 0

to refund the taxes for the past five or
vsix years.

THE CAHENSLY SCHEME.
BUEPALO, N. Y-S-

ept 19. The fifth an-
nual congress of German-speakin- g Catho-
lics meetein this city on Monday. Special
interest attaches to the meeting because
of the recent developments in the Cahensly
case. A belligerent priest has made a
statement to the Associated Press. He
said:

"There are in the congress two different
classes. One is of priests and laymen. Its
sessions are public. The object seems to
be the discussion of religious and politico-religio-

topics. The other section,' is the
priester-verei- n or German-America- n Cler-
ical union, whose sessions are held with
closed doors, clergymen only being admit-
ted. This is the real congress. As a
matter of fact, the priester-verei- n was or-
ganized by itself in the spring of 1SS7 in
Chicago. The first call for the verein was
signed by German priests of St Louis, the
same who, in 18S6, had sent petitions to
Borne asking for special recognition of the
German priests in America, and who have
been such active leaders in every move-
ment calculated to promote special organi-
zations of German Catholics. Many Ger-
man Catholics look upon this movement
as as tending to misunder-
standing and divisions. Tho English-speakin- g

Catholics declare that it is
It may be, in view of

the recent declaration of the pope.that the
approaching congress may make a public
declaration to disarm this criticism.'

A FATAL COLLISION.
POCATELLO, Ida., Sept. 19. A disas-

trous wreck occurred yesterday on tbe
Union Pacific at Pont Neuf, a station six
miles from Pocatello. Passenger trains
Nos 1 and 2 collided, killing five men and
seriously injuring several others. The
killed are L Weidemeyer, a mail clerk,
and four Indians from the Fort Hall res-
ervation. The injured are Charles Hoyt,
an engineer, Chris Mackenzie, P. P. Gun-derso- n,

Mail Clerk Lyons, two tramps and
a squaw. Lyons was fearfully scalded and
received internal Injuries. Engineer Hoyt
had his shoulder blade broken and is oth-
erwise badly bruised. Mackenzie and
Gundeison both had their right arms
broken and were terribly cut When train
No. 2 left Pocatello the conductor had or-

ders to sidetrack and pass No. 1 at Pont
Neuf station. As No. 2 neared that point
it was discovered that No. 1, west-boun- d,

had the right of way and was just stop-pin- e.

When within less than half a milo
of No.l, the engineer of No. 2 examined his
air brake and discovered that he had no
control over the train. He immediately
whistled down brakes, but before the
brakemen could respond the trains were
within a few feet of each other, and in a
second No. 2 crashed into the other train,
then at a standstill. No. 2 was running
at a high rate of spaed, and tbe concussion
was terrific. Before the collision the en-

gineers and firemen of both trains jumned,
all escaping uninjured exept Hoyt. None
of the passengers were injured.
