THE TITLE TO THE STRIP.
HENXESSEr, O. T., Sept. SO

is a fact worth noting in connection
with the matter of "free homesteads for
landless millions" in the Cherokee strip,
that in every instance where the question
of title to the strip has been before the
courts, or referred to the law officers of the

the decision has been that
the Cherokees bad none. It has been so
held by Judges Brewer, Seay and Green,
and Attorney Generals Devens, Garland
and Miller. These jurists and eminent
counselors hold that the Cherokees' right
to the property was never anything but
the privilege of traveling over it to the
hunting grounds of the west, which right
ended in 1655 when they ceased to use it as
an outlet. Yet, while it is true that the
Cherokaes havo no title to the outlet and
that it is now a part of public domain,
it must be that the control of
the public lauds of the country is vested
in congress without limitation, and it is
from tho actionof that body in its dealincs
with the strip that the homeseekers in the
southwest have the most to fear, because
they have already placed in the statutes a
law authorizing a commission to treat
with the Cherokees for rights, and
to pay them $L25 per

That tho Cherokee leaders will eventual-
ly avail themselves of the proposed dona
tion lrom government, uuu io wi
familiar with their financial acumen will
nnninn nnd the dancer to the home- -

seekers lies in the probability that when
coa ress comes to bring tho strip under
the jurisdiction of land offices, this burden
will ba jllaced on the settl'ers. Suoh action
would be unjust to tho settlors and con
trary to tho land policy of tho
sincothe passage of the homestead law,
under which to millions on millions
of acres of the public domain have beeu
acquired by occupation ann cultivation.
The outlet is a part of tho territory ac-

quired by tho Louisiana purchase, which
th highest tribunal in the land says "was
acquired by the general government as the
representative and trustea of the people of
tho United States, and it must therefora
"be held in that character for their common
and equal benefit."

This being tho law, by what right could
the settlers on a small fractionof this pur-
chase be charged with the cost of a gift
made by the government to the Cherokees.
when the larger portion has been disposed
of to rettlers price? In dealing

this question congress should not al-

low sentiment iu favor of the Cherokees
to influence them. Tho rights of the poor
people oftthis country seetmg nomes m
this new land should be considered m
preference to a mawkish sentimentality
in favor of ffflpeople who are rich now both
in lauds and money.

Cherokees, and the lands of their home
reservation contain 5,031,a53 acres. This
would give to each of five. 1.003

acres, and this thousand acres would bo
of the most fertile laud on this coutinent,
situated in a delightful climate, and hirge
area of it underlaid with coal ;and other
minerals, or covered with forests of wal-

nut and oak. In addition to this landed
property is deposited in the United
States treasury to thtir credit and bearing
interest, tho following sums:

To this people, rich in lands ana money
and possessing more cattle and horses per
capita than auy otherpeoplo in the buion,
a has already been made iu
congress tOdonateST.OOO.OOO for their rights
in the strip, and compel the settlers there-
on to pay it back.

ANOTHER FINANCIAL SCHEME.
ATLANTA, Ga.. Sept. 30. Thomas M.

Norwood, States senator from
Georgia, by invitation of tno legislature to
address them on the Alliance
plan, spoko here tonight on the general
question of the finauces and currency of
the United States. He advanced a plan
for bankiug that is new. He coutends that
the accelerated accumulation of capital in
a few eastern states aud in the hands of a
few persons is destructive to the west and
south and will finally destroy the eastern
state3. It produces congestion in one part
of our political body and paralysis in tho
other parts.

His plan is, In brief, for congress to
direct the secretary of the treasury to pre-par- o

a sufficient number of legal tender
notes of couvenieut deuomi nations, which,
added to the existing currency, will give
$30 40 or $50 per capita These notes are
to 'be receivable for all debts and dues,
except duties oa imports. They are to be
redeemed by the United S.ates govern
ment; on presentation at the treasury or
at established at convenient
cities. The treasurer shall hold at lenss
25 per cent, of the issue, in coin gold and
Oliver to redeem the uotes, that being
enough, and as much as the bunks now
hold for redemption purposes. The per-

centage of coin, however, can bo regu-lni-.o- fi

hi-- vnnrh'nco Ho proposes to read
just and measurably equalize tho circula-
tion of tho curreucy iu this way:

Each state on demand shall receive legal
tenders to an amount which, added to its
existiug circulation will make tho amount
per capita decided-o- n by congress. The
banking cipital in each state is to be the
standard for ascertaining its circulation,
unless a better way can bo devised. This
ratable amount of circulation ho proposes
shall be used bv each state according as
tho people of ilie stato shall dptenuiue
that is, it may be use 1 in banking or bs let
by the state, acting through n bureau of
finance-- , to individuals, ou such seunties as
a prudent bank now takes for loans.
His plan is for each ntato to hold
a percentage of this currency to
meet squeezes and scoops by Wall street,
foster baukmg witli a part and lend the
remainder to individuals uud corporations.
Each st.ite shall first lix bylaw a teason-abl- o

rate of interest not above 5 per ceut.
and by law name the securities ou which

the bureau of liuance shall lend tho per
centao valua to be leut aud the time.
Land shall be one of tho securities and
each slitte shall lend on its owu products;
for instauce. wheat aud corn being the
chief products of Kauris and Iowa, they
should lend only on shose products. Thus
all the natural resources of the state will
be developed and its wealth increased, to
the benefit of every citizen.

Mr. Norwood toOK Georgia anu ixansas
to illustrate what can be done under the
fiuancial system he proposes. In regard
to Kansas, he said that Kansas could
leud to her citizens at 5,4 or 3 per cent.,
and that thoy could lift the present mort-
gage debt of $233,000,000, due maiuly to tho
east, aud at the same time put In trust
money enough m the state treasury to re-

lieve than trom state taxation. He con-

tends that as all money that can be bor
rowed is in tne eastern states it is Faun-call-

y

useless to the south and west. Under
the system he adocates the mouey aud
security are in the same stata are neig-
hborsand will exchange and the interest
will go to the benefit of both lendar and
borrower and all the pjople in the state,
whereas now the inteiest paid, as a rule,
goes east.

He contends that the present banking
system, is a mouopoty, because it is based
ou but one class of securities government
bonds; second, that it is monarchical, be-

ing fashioned on the plan of the IUnk of
England during the first century of its ex-

istence, aud, third, that our banking sys-

tem is not based ou money or coin but oa
paper credit. whole ss'stem rests on
the government's credit; wnereas, his pro-

posed system would rest ou com in the
treasury sufficient to meet all tha de-

mands of foreign commerce and domestic

Mr Norwood's substitute for the Alli-

ance plan avoids federal ac-

tum. Each stat lends to the farmers on
land and ou it owu especial products at
low interest. Thus, he says, he estab-
lishes an equality for all and shows favor-
itism to none. He coutends that his plan
obviates every objection hitherto made to
i he Alliance y plin and gives
the farmers sure relmf, as ttie allotment
of currency he proposes not ouly equalizes
it, but, if lent by the states as states, the
volume of currency thus distributed will
remain permanent in each state, because
the state being the lender and the prin-
cipal being leut to its citiBens, it must re-

turn to the state with interest as the prin-
cipal falls due.

Instructions were issued to the division
superintendents cautioning them to take
extra care in handling this excursion
train, to avert tho possibility of accident.

Notwithstanding
this, and in violation of these instructions,
they pulled out of Ravenna against the
last section of train No. 4, which was the
excursion train. The engineer of freight
train N. 8 had twenty-tw- o hours' rest be-

fore leaving Meadville, and the balance of
the crew twenty-fiv- e hours' rest.

Several of the wounded, it is feared, will
not survive their injuries. The cost of the
wreck to the railroad company will he
something enormous. Corouer Bushall
spent the day looking into tho cause of the
accident and empaneling a jury, and to-

morrow holds an inquest. When the crash
came tho passengers were buried a pro-

miscuous pile of seats and timbers. A
stovo overturned and the timbers took fire
the flames bursting out in an instant. The
shrieks of those wedged iu close to tho
burning timber summoned those not in
jured to that parrot the wrecKanci a score
of men were soon (Jutting through tlie de-

bris.
Mrs. Sedgwick, with both legs broken,

lay close to tho redhot stove, pushing
against it with all her might to keep it
from crushing aud burning her httledaugh-ter- .

The mother's clothing was burned
off and one .side of her body w.is roasted.
Close to her lav Laura Vau Auken, a frail
girl of 11, who whs doing a like service for
her mother, who lay almost under the
stove, with her arms broken. Breaking
into the car from the rear, the men
brought water and drenched the wood
work, thus checking the fire. In half an
hour more the men lifted out the women
nnd children, many of them with legs and
uruis broken.
