Sleeping Car Porters "Who Hare the tonjr-e- st

Enna In the World.
The only employees of the Canadian Pa-

cific who are with the express trains all the
time between Montreal and Vancouver are
the sleeping car porters. They travel
nearly 8,000 miles without a break, and are
on the road for nearly six days. It is a
pretty hard life, but at both ends of the
route the porters have an opportunity to
rest, though even then they hardly getsuf-flcie-

recuperation. For two or three
nights the porter is not likely to get over
three or four hours' sleep a night, and he
Is lucky if he gets that. He is his own con
ductor, and collecting the sleeping car
tickets and accounting for them adds con-
siderably to his work.

Leaving Montreal at S:40 p. m., he is
certain to have a busy time at Ottawa
shortly after midnight, and .hen he has
his boots to black, and he is lucky if he
gets a wink of sleep before 2 or 3 a. m. He
takes a pillow and lies down in the smok-
ing room when no passengers are there,
and catches cat naps if he can. He is likely
at any moment to, be aroused by a bell,
summoning him to one of the berths, and
the bell is sure to be kept busy after day-
break.

After leaving Winnipeg he has a com-
paratively easy time across the plains,
though he is compelled to be up after
midnight both at Regina and at Calgary.
At all Important stations he has to go to
the telegraph office with a statement of
the accommodations unoccupied in his
car, so that the station agents ahead may
dispose of berths. He has a busy time
through the mountains.

As a rule he loses nearly his entire car-
load at Winnipeg, and it fills up there at
once with passengers from the south. He
loses his passengers again at Banff, and
their places are supplied by tourists who
are going on from that pleasure resort;
then many of his passengers get off at
Glaziar, and others come on, so that nearly
all the time he has much to do in the way
of keeping his accounts, besides his duties
as porter.

At Vancouver he lays over for two days,
and as a rule he sleeps in the car, occupy-
ing it all the time for the round trip.
When he returns to Montreal he has been
away fourteen days. Then he has a longer
rest. He is off duty for five days, except
that ho has to take his turn reporting at
the depot at night to assist the outgoing
porter in taking care of luggage. His fi"e
days' rest puts him in pretty good condi
tion for another two weeks' siege.

The porters say the trip is rather trying,
but that there is nothing like getting used
to a thing. The company pays them forty
dollars a month, and they expect to make
at least as much more in fees. All of them
are colored men from the States, and have
served on some of our best lines. They
say they like the service. Once in awhile
n man is switched off his regular run,
which does not please him very well. For
instance, he may reach Winnipeg, going
east with an empty car, and he is likely to
be side tracked for further orders. He has
plenty of leisure then, but the fees, whicl
form so large a part of his income, are not
forthcoming, and he prefers more profit-
able activity. New York Sun.

IT'S AS RICH NOW, THEY SAY, AS

IT EVER WAS.

Conditions Have Chanced Greatly, How-

ever- To Make Money Ts'ow Yon Must
Have an Unusually Good Story to Tell
or Be Somebody in Particular.

New Yohk, Sept. 28. It morethan

twenty years twenty-two- , to bo exact
since the business of lecturing grew to
such dimensions that an agency or bureau
for the convenience of lecturers and of the
lyceums that wanted them became a ne-

cessity. James Redpath, the famous jour-
nalist and agitator, saw the necessity and
established bureau. Now there are
several such institutions that do a business
estimated at a million of dollars a year.

It is true that lecturing, as a business,
was "played out" some ten years ago, ex-

cepting for a few of the greatest public
favorites. Henry Ward Beecher, after he
became famous, always command
$500 a night, even when of less fame
could get no engagements whatever, be-

cause the public were tired of lectures.
what was true of him was true of a

few others.
If it were not the gradual and re-

markable revival of public interest in the
old fashioned lecture it would be hardly
worth while to recall the elder days, but it
is true that the business today is as flourish-
ing as it was in its best days, with a few im-

portant differences. It is not as easy today
for men and women who have not achieved
some sort of fame beforehand to get a
hearing on the lecture platform, but for
those in whom the public is interested per-

sonally there is more money in lecturing
today than ever before.

The list of names in first
circular is interesting reading, especially
in comparison with some of the equally
interesting lists of the present season.
Among the former were Professor Agassiz,
George William Curtis, Bayard Taylor,
Oliver Wendell Holmes, Frederick Doug-
lass, Halph Waldo Emerson, Charles Sum-
ner, Horace Greeley, Wendell Phillips, &
H. Chapin, Petroleum V. Nasby, Josh Bil-

lings, Twain, P. T. Barnum,
Olive Logan, Paul Chaillu,

Itev. G. H. Hepworth, George Francis
Train, Hannibal Hamlin, Robert Collyer,
Colonel Higgiusou, Rev. T. De Witt Tat-mag-

Theodore Tilton and many others.
Soon afterward John B. Gough and Henry
Ward Beecher were added to the list.

More than half of these, who were all at
the zenith of their fame only a score of
years ago and who were easily in the
rank, aie now dead. Of the survivors,
some have lost their prestige, and only
three or four could draw an audience.

Stanley. Bob Ingersoll was another who
drew euormous audiences for several years.
Now he, like Daniel Dougherty, finds hit
legal practice more congenial and more
profitable than lecturing.

It has jet to be recorded that a president
or a monarch has taken to the lecture plat-
form, but it a fact that a lecturer is un-
der engagement for forty nights in Amer-
ica in the coming season who is said to
have more right to the throne of the czar
of Russia than the czar has. Ho is Prince
Peter Krapotkine, who is a descendant in
right lino from the old feudatory princes
of the ancient royal house of Runk.

His history is a wonderful one, for after
graduating from the College of tno Pages
of the Russian court, he chose scientific
pursuits and only entered court service on
compulsion. Though he was the chamber--'
lain of the empress, ho joined the Interna-
tional society, and being discovered passed
three years of imprisonment in tho cells of
the Fortress of St. Peter and St. Paul,
from which escape is said to be
lie was transferred to a hospital after
health had been broken, aud there escaped.

The subjects on which he is to lecture
have net been announced, but it is not
hard to imagine what thej will be.

"I sold him to the Summit Convalescent
hospital for So.OOO for the first lecture," he
bays, "aud it was delivered in tho Metro-
politan opera house. The gross receipts
of the house that night were 15,704.50.

"I should say, however, that taking
four hours, giving yourself recon-- everything into consideration the most

lectured in this country is George Kennan.
His articles in The Century Magazine not
only roused interest in his subject, but in-

spired readers with a strong desire tc
see the writer. Then his lectures them-
selves increased his popularity wonder-
fully.

SOME AMPHIBIOUS FARMERS.

They Can Catch Biff Fish. So Fast and
Easily That They Don't Have to tie.

Notac, L. 1., Sept. 2S. There is perhaps
no lovelier or more charming little out of
the way place to be found anywhere than
this settlement of six or eight farmhouses.
And there is perhaps no other time of the
year that it has so tender an influence on
the eye and fancy as it has now. The mos-

quitoes have stopped biting and the bass
have commenced; the scallops are ripe and
the savory black duck is seen bobbing on
the breeze rippled Peconic. The farmers
down here are, so to speak, amphibious, in-

asmuch as they make their living by
working both the land and the water.

A BOAT LOAD OF FISH.

When their backs almost break from
dropping potatoes, they gracefully flit from
the potato patch and straighten up and
take the hard knots out of their spinal
columns by treading clams, which is also a
great natatorial luxury.

If they wax weary through their stren-
uous efforts in climbing up hill behind a
plow they spend half a day sitting in a boat
fishing to even matters. And the practice
they enjoy in raking hay puts them in the
primest kind of prime condition for raking
clams at low tide. The very act of milk-
ing a cow brings their hands into exactly
the same play that they practice while
trolling for bluefish. They understand
the management of a boat as well as they
do that of a wagon; they can row as well
as they can drive; they are adepts in the
art of sailing, and they can spear eels and
other fish at sight, with the aid of a lan-
tern, with the skill of the Indian. Some
of them do not even require a lantern, but
with the aid of a good cigar can soon have
numbers of fish flapping hysterically, if
you will, all over the bottom of the boat.
In this place no man ever fabricates on the
subject of his piscatorial triumphs.

If he saj's he caught a bluefish weighing
twelve pounds it simply means that that
was almost the exact weight, and ho is not
put in the mortifying position of an old
angler I once knew, who, upon stating
that he had caught a five pound bass, had
to undergo the humiliation' of seeing it
weighed before his eyes. But when he
knew that it weighed only three pounds
and a half he was not in the least discon-
certed, although the subject of various
jokes, but gave it as his opinion that either
the scales were wrong or that the fish had
shrunk a pound and a half since taken
from tho water. But the latter was a fresh
water angler, and from what experience I
have had, coupled with observation, it is
my opinion that fresh water has a much
more disastrous effect than salt water upon
the veracity.

It is such a common thing about hero
for .a man to catch a basketful of fish that
nothing is thought of it. It would be a
splendid thing for a fresh water fisher
who loves the gentlo art of lying to come
down here for awhile.

But tho chances are that he
would stop lying under tho bracing influ-
ence of the salt air, and would develop into
such a champion of truth that ho would
be stricken with cramps in his conscience
to such an extent that he would soon write
out a confession of all the angling lies he
ever told at least those touching on the
fortunes of the angler.

There is one man down here, though,
who tells a story that is not generally cred-

ited. Most people think he has been tell-
ing it so long that he really believes it to
be strictly true. He says that in his young-
er days the crabs were so thick and had
such a sharp scent that he used to set an
old trunk on tho shore of the creek and
scatter some bullfrogs on its bottom. Tho
crabs, he savs, would swarm over the sides
of the trunk until it was about full, at
which time he would softly emerge from
behind a bush, push the lid of the trunk
quickly down, lock it and carry it home.
Sometimes he says he would, upon open-
ing the trunk, find a black duck or two
among the crabs.
