THAT MILLi DEAL.
The Missouri Men Propose to Be In It by

Coming to Wichita.

The sale of a half interest in the Hy-

draulic mills to Messrs. Cowgill & Hill of
Carthage, mention of which was made in
yesterday morning's Eagle, is reported to
be one of the most important deals made
in several months in this city. Mr. Ebbert,
who made the sale, is delighted over it,
not because of the pecuniary profits that
resulted therefrom, but because of the
great advantage the mill will be to
Wichita under its new management. The
new firm will be Cowgill, Hill & Lewis,
and it will start oat with a business capi-
tal of 550,000 to operate the business with,
which is enough to insure success. The
first move that will be made is the en-
largement of the capacity of the mills to
200 barrels per day. To do this, extra
machinery will be needed, and nothing
but the latest and best will be put in.
Other improvements will be made
and it is predicted that inside of
three months the mill will be one
of the finest in the west. The
Missouri gentlemen are not only men of
prominence in their native state as capi-
talists, but they are also practical millers
who have been in the business in Missouri
for over twenty years. They are also
shrewd financial men, and Mr. Hill is at
the head of the bank of Carthage, one of
the most substantial financial institutions
in the state of Missouri.

They two objects In coming here.
The first is that they fully realize, after
careful figuring, that Wichita is destined
to bo not only the largest city in Kansas
but the wheat and flour center of the
southwest They are aware of the
fact that the day is not far dis-
tant when a large elevator will be
erected here and when It will be to the
wheat growers of the great state of Kan-
sas and the Indian Territory what Min-
neapolis is to Minnesota and the north-
west. Their second reason is that they
desire to advance closer to their cus-
tomers. Their Carthage mills have a
splendidtrade in Texas and they propose to
reach closer to it and it is probable that in
the future all, or mostly all, the Texas
trade will be supplied from here. The
wheat can be bouqht cheaper at this point
than at Carthnge, and the saving of
freight one way on wheat and the other
way on flour would be a material advant-
age to them in their competition with
other mills.

He stated
that the accident was coused by the pre-
mature explosion of a cannon. Parks
was loading the cannon with powderand
was ramming the charge in when the ex-

plosion took place. No cause was assigned
for the explosion except possibly that it
was caused by the powder being pounded
too hard with the ramrod. When the ex-
plosion occurred the hands of young
Parks were se-- n flying with the ramrod,
while the balance of his body was thrown
fully twenty feet from where he stood.
He was rendered unconscious at onee and
remained unconscious until the train left.
It was stated down there that he could
not live and he thought he would net sur-
vive the night. One hand was cut off at
the wrist aud the other hand half way be-

tween the wrist and the elbow. Harry
Parks is 17 years old and is a member of
company A, Second artillery. He is a
very large boy of his age, weighing over
190 pounds. The boys of the company all
liked him, as he is of a very happy and
good-natur- disposition.

IS AI.UM POISONOUS?
Hail's Journal of Health.

"This question has caused a good deal
of discussion. Alum i3 used by many
bakers to whiten their bread, enabling
them to U38 an inferior flour. It is most
extensively employed as a cheap substitute
for cream of tartar in the manufacture of
baking powders. It has not been con-
sidered immediately dangerous; although
if continued it produces dyspepsia and ob-
stinate constipation. But the fact that
many cases of poisoning have occurred
from the use of alum, puts the Question in
a more serious aspect, and prudent people
will exercise caution in the selection of
baking powders."

"Under what conditions then, does this
subitance formerly used only for me-
chanical or medicinal purposes become
poisonous? They are certainly obscure,
and at present we can only surmise what
they may be, We suspect that the cause
exists in the individual poisoned; some
peculiarity of the constitution producing a
morbid cnange in the secretions of the
stomach, with which the alum combines
and forms an aeti-- e poison; or the secre-
tions may be healthy but in unusual pro-
portions, and that these less or greater
proportions in combination with the alum
constitute a poison."

"For example, two parts of mercury and
two parts of chlorine form calomel, which
is not poisonous, but change the propor-
tions to one part mercury and two parts of
cnionne, and we get corrosive suoamate,
which is a deadly poison.

Theiv again, we know nothing of the
constitutional peculiarities. Why is it that
one person can eat an m3 of green
fruits and vegetables with impunity, while
the same course might cost; another indi-
vidual his life? One person can handle
poison ivy and sumac without being in the
least affected; another is poisoned if he
approaches to within tea feet of them
Out of a family residing in a malarial
district, some of the membera will suffer
half the year with fever and ague, while
the others will enjoy excellent health dur-
ing the entire year. Foods that are whole-
some to some persons are actually poison-
ous to others. This is especially true of
some kinds of fish. Thera is no safety in
taking alum into the stomach, as it is
shown to bo always injurious, and often
dangerous."

The Scientific American published In a
recent number a list of alum and ammonia
baking powders, which is of great value at
this time. Following is the list compiled
from official reports. Powders marked
with a star seem to have a general sale, as
they are mentioned in at least two of the
oliicial reports.
