The unforta-
pate sgnadron that led canght ail the fin
ns we desbed along the parrow lane, and
we who rode pext to it got only the smoke
from the enemy’s gons. We conld resch
nothing as yet, and conld see nothing but
fire sud smoks, for their line of battls was
sufcly posted behind a thicket that lined
the rest of the road, while their rifles ware
slmed through it

“It was & loag lane and a hot lane to ge
through, but the lane had & turn and we
ROt Lo it &t Last, when we reached the Plank
road and struck Rodes’ (Confedarate) divi-
sion right in the front. We strock it as a
wave strikes & ship—the ship is staggered,
may be thrown ont ber beam ends, but the

“Maj. Keenan, who led his battalion in
the charge, the captain in command of the
leading squedron, the adjutant and a few
score of their followers went down at this
shoek together. The detsil sent over to
recover thefr bodlea after the battle said
the major had thirteen bulleta in his body,

the adjutant nine and the others fewer, It
was reported by some who rode close to
the major that be shouted, *T'o the right!'
seving that the impeuetrable masses on his
left could not be forced, and that there
wita no way out but over the thinner lines
on bis right. When turning at full speed
my horse was killed anl I was pitched
over his neck on the roadside. Here 1
parted company with the reglment, Whan
I jumped to my fead I had time to take only
one glance st my surroundings My sole
thought wis to esoape capture or death.
On ope sidé wers heavy lines of Confederate
infantry doubled and bent by the charge,
their officers trying to recover their align-
ment; on the other =de the survivors of
the lending sguudrons were galloping oo
the Plank road, the others breaking over
the Confederate slirmish lines as far back
us § could see iuto the woods.”

Col. Pennock Huey, who was major o
the Second battalion of the Eighth Penn-
svivanin cavalry nt the timoe, has published
n history of the charge, which he describes
substantinlly ns follows: *"On reaching the
Plank rond it appeared to be packed about
s closely with the enemy ns it poasibly
could be.  Wetnroeid to the jefu, facing the
Confederate columan, the regiment crowd-
Ingz on, bath men and horses, in a frenzy of
excitement which nothing but death could
stop. We cut oor way through, trampling
down all who could not escape us, and
nsing our sabers on all within reach for a
distance of about a bundrad yards, when
we received a volley from the enemy which
killed Maj. Keenan, Capt. Arrowsmith
and Adjt. Haddock, three of the noblest and
most gallant officers of the wnr, besidea n
Inrge number of men. All three of the
above numed officers fell at the same time
and from the same volley, Msaj. Keenan
[ailing agninst me and landing on the
grouod under my horse.”

Capt. Andrew IL Wells, who node with
the second sguadron in Maj Keenan's
vatialion, published® his recollections of
the charge in the Philadelphia Press in
IS5 The following is condensed from
that unt: “When moviog on s walk,
the distancs of sbout a mile from whers |
we had mounted, we hear] the command,
‘Draw sabers!” and saw the first squadron

draw them. We then heand musketry
firing

“Weof tbe second squadron knew that |
our time was at hand, and Capt, Corrie,
commanding the squndron, gave the order
to druw sabers and charge. Tuking a trot !
we found the road tock a bend ns we pro-
ceeded. When we turned the corner of the
wood rosd, or lanes, & sight met our eyes
that it s imposxible for me to describe.
After charging over the dend mwn and
borses of the Arst squadron we charged
futo Juckson's column, and as luck would
have it, found them with empty rifles, |
thanks to our des] comrades ahead. The
enemy were as Lhick as bees, and we ap-
peuml to be nmﬂni.. thousands of them in
An instang. * *

“The enemy were ns much surprised sa
we were, und tho ught, no doubt, as they
now say, that the whoie cavalry corpa of
the Army of the Potomne was charging
[ remember hearing a number of
‘I surrender! [ sorreader!
We did not stop to take any prisoners. We
conid not turn sround apd get out in the
face of the enemy, and the only thing ieft
for us was to go through them, sink or
swim "

The charge had all the effect of a suc- |
cemaful forlorn hope, and Keenan's fall at
the head of his band places bis name with
those of Faroxworth, Bayard, Lowell and
other beroes of the cavalrr.
