"I cannot quite understand how any
American cm doubt tuat we have the
mechanical skill and the business sagacity
to establish successfully here the manu-
facture of tin plate. So other country
surpasses the United States in the inven-
tive genius of its citizensor in the business
sngacity of its capitalists. It is surprising
to me that auv patriotic- - Amencau should
approach this question with a desire to see
tnis great and interesting experiment fail,
or with an unwillingness to accept the
evidence of its success. It will be a great
step in the direction of commercial inde-

pendence when we produce our own tiu
plate. It seems to me that nothiug, unless
it be a lack of faith in the maintenance of
the present law, can thwart this desirable
acnievement. I can understand how our
success should be doubted and our failure
accepted with satisfaction in Wales, but I
cannot understand how any Americau can
take that view of the question or why he
should always approacn every evidence of
the successful establishment of this indus-
try in this country with a dispostion to
discredit and avert it. If the Kreat experi-
ment is to fail, our people should not.have

postmasters by direct vote of tlie people:
advocating the patronizing of manufac-
turers who use home grown fabrics in the
manufacture of binding twine, rope, bag-
ging, etc; favoring the extension of the
nee postal delivery system to the people
outside of tow us, and the election of men
of agricultural callings to the halls of the
legislature.

The following resolution caused a pro-
tracted debate, but was liuully adopted by
a large majority:

We are opposed to the unholy
alliance of the government with said busi-
ness, and, as a lemedy, we propose that all
revenue and liceuse laws, high or low, be
repealed, both state and national."

ASSUAL REPORT OF MAJOR GEN-

WASHINGTON', Oct. 21. Major General
Scholield, commanding the army, has
made his nnnual report upon tho opera-
tions of tho army to the secretary of war.
He reviews the Indian disturbance of last
winter, and recalls the fact that nearly
one-ha- of the infantry and cavalry of the
jirmv was concentrated at the scene of the
disturbance. He then says that this cam-

paign teaches the lesaou that the entire
militarv force of the United States would
be whollv inadequate to prevent great loss
of life and damage to property if a general
Indian outbreak, should occur.

However, ho believes that, by constant
discretion in the management of the In-

dians, there need bo no serious apprehen-
sion of an uprising ot the ioux, and prob-

ably not of any other Indian tribe. It is
also well worthy of the most serious con-

sideration that by the addition of a few
thousand men to the enlisted strength of
the army, whereby a sufficient force might
at all times bo statioued iu the vicinity of
the great reservations, the danger of an
uprising, and the resulting destruction of
frontier settlements, would bo entirely re-

moved, aud the great expense of the
of troops from distaut parts of

thecouutry avoided.
Major General Schofield then makes a

stioug plea for the reorganization of the
army. Complimentary reference is made
to the high state of efficiency of the artil-
lery, infantry and cavalry schools and of
the new system of examination for promo-
tion. Tho report sajs that it will, in the
end, undoubtedly improve largely the gen-

eral state of military education. Refer-
ence is made to the number of nnlitary
posts abandoned during the past year, as
serving to mark the advance of settlement
and the subjugation of the roaming In-

dians, and liberal allowances are recom-

mended for the larger and permanent
posts, as beiug in tho interest ot true
economy. .

Tho report suggests a reorganization of
the infautry and artillery and an increase
in the pay of noucommisdoned officers.
Touching the discipline of the army, the
report sa3s that all reports show that the
general state of discipline in tho army is
excellent, with one lamentable exception,
being that of the Fourth cavalry at i ore
Walla Walla. The incisures which have
been adopted for the improvement of the
condition of enlisted men and for tha ex-

clusion of uudesirable characters for en-

listment have worked together to elevate
the character and increase the content-
ment of the soldiers, without iu any
measure, it is believed, impairing their
efficiency.

THE WEATHER BUREAU.
WASHINGTON', Oct. 31. Secretary Rusk

has received from Professor M.irK W. Har-
rington, chief of the weather bureau, a
special report of the operations of the
bureau since its transfer to the depart-
ment of agriculture on .July 1. last. Pro-
fessor Harrington says that the service has
been reorganised with the view of carrying
out the expressed iutention of coDgress to
especially develop and extend its work in
the interests of agriculture. Attention
has bten specially directed, not only to the
improvement of the weather forecasts, but
to their wider distribution, particularly in
the agricultural districts.

More a tention has been given to the is-

sue of forecasts for a longer period iu ad-

vance, which accompnnr the genernl sy-

nopsis of weather conditions and which,
when practicable aie added to the predic-
tions for the several states. The most
practicable and most highly complimented
portion of the exclusive work of the state
services is tbe issue of weekly weather
crop bulletins.

On Sept. 30 there were over 1200 weather
signal display stations in operation, an in-

crease of about 100 per cent in less than
three months. J here are now probably
2,200 voluntary observers in the United
States reportinz in the weather bureau, an
increase of 400 in the past three mouths.

ITALY AND THE POPE.
New York. Oct. 2L The North Amer-

ican Review for November prints the first,
ol a series of articles by
Cmpi. of Italy, entitled "Italy and the
Pope."
