In the case of perique tobacco the
stripping of the midrib from the leaf
causes the leaf to fall into two lateral
balves, which are placed on top of wich
other in such & manner that the blade of
ons half of the leaf alternates with the
apex of the other. These are them
twisted into what are called “‘torgquets.”
These torguets are folded vpon them-
selves, gide by side, and are placed in
strong boxes, which are about twelve
inches square, sud subjected to pressure.

After twenty-four hours these torqusts
ere taken out and repacked in the same
manner a8 before every twenty-foor
honrs for u period of & weak the idea
being evidently to subject the torquets
toa uniform pressure thronghout. After
this period has elapsed these torgnets ave
repacked avery thres duvs for about two
weeks During all this time the tobacco
is subjected to a constant, steady pres-
sure with a press of the most primitive
kind.
