Preserving riowors and Terns.
Take very fine sand, wash it perfectly

clean and when dry sift it through a fine
sieve into a pan. When the sand is deep
enou jh to hold the flowers in an upright
position, take some more sifted sand ai 1

carefully cover them. A spoon is a good
thing to take for this as it fills in every
chink and cranny without breaking or
bending the leaves. When the pan is
filled solidly, leave tha flowers to dry for
several days. It is a good plan to warm
the sand in the oven before using it, as the
flowers will then dry more thoroughly. In
taking the sand off, great care must be
taken not to break the leaves, as they are
now dry and brittle. Pansies preserved in
this way will keep their shape and bril-liinc-y

of color all winter, according to the
2Cew York Tribune, and many other flow
ers can be equally successfully treated
anything, in fact, where the full pressure
of tha sand comes on both sides of the leaf,
otherwise they will shrivel. To fill in
flowc rs with cuplike shapes it is better to
lay them on the sand and with a small
spoo'i fill in and around each flower. Ferns
when preserved in this way have a more
natural look than when pressed, and the
maidenhair fern looks almost as well as
when it is freshly gathered.

Chocolato Eclairs.
Prt one ounce each of butter and sugar

with a short half pint of water and a pinch
of salt into a pan, bring it to the boil, then
lift it off the fire and stir in by degrees
enough flour to make it into a stiff paste.
Replace it on the firo ami keep on stirring
it till it leaves the sides of the pan. Now
let it cool for a little, then break into it
first one egg, then another, stirring it
quickly all the time till the paste will work
easily (this will take two or three eggs),
then put it into a forcing bag with a plain
pipe and force it out onto a baking tin,
either In fingers or tiny heaps. Brush it
over with whole beaten egg and bake for
twenty to thirty minutes. When nicely
colored take them out, let them cool, make
an incision in the side of each, fill them
with whipped cream flavored with vanilla,
and ice with chocolate icing, for which cook
two ounces of grated chocolate in a quar-
ter of a pint of water till quite smooth,
then mix it Kith one pound of icing sugar
end three tablespoonfuls of warm water.
Just warm it up and ponr it over the eclairs.

WHERE HOUSTON SLEEPS

THE GRAVE OF THE TEXAS LIBER-

ATOR AT HUNTSVILLE.

Only a Plain Stone Marks the Great
Frontiersman's Last Resting Place, bat
His Memory Is Held in High Honor
by Ills Fellow Townsmen,

Few Texas towns are fraught with more
historic interest than HunUville, where
General Sam Houston is buried, where he
spent many years of his life and where
his homestead still stands.

With what pride doe3 the old settler
point out some spot and connect Houston's
name with it! How importantly does some
gray headed fellow who used to discus3
politics, horses and agriculture with Hous-
ton, relate the fact to an open mouthed
group of boys and girls, who cannot com-
prehend that the hero of San Jacinto for-

merly talked with the same man they are
listening to, and walked over the same
ground they are now standing onl

BAM HOUSTON.

Houston whom they know from their
6chool histories to have been twice repre-
sentative from Tennessee in congress, gov-
ernor of Tennessee, commander in chief of
the armies of Texas, twice president of the
republic of Texas, her representative for
two terms in the United States senate, and
also twice her governor did he walk these
pathways, did ho converse with their fa-

thers? No wonder they can hardly realize
that this man, one of tho most remarkable
known to history, and whose career was
"as brilliant and in some respects as er-

ratic as the comet in its wildest flights,"
could have passed several years in the very
town where they themselves live. Yet the
few Walker county veterans who have not
yet responded to tho last reveille well re-

member his majestic form, his soft and
clear eye, which beamed upon all with a
smile that won many friends.

Houston's homestead stands at the foot
of one of the hills that make the little city
of Huntsville picturesque. Indeed there
are so many of these hills traversed by
small streams and gullies that it is a hard
matter to find level spots upon which to
erect residences. Houston's house, which
he occupied when he first settled in Hunts-
ville, however, is in one of the loveliest
valleys to be seen anywhere. Situated
about a mile from the business portion of
the city, it furnished a quiet retreat for
tho old warrior when not engaged in pub-

lic duties. In front is a clear space giving
a broad view of the surrounding country
for several miles. The rear is shaded by a
dense forest of pine, oak and hickory.

Not a stone's throw from the house flows
a small stream of clear, sparkling water,
and farther away a beautiful spring bub-
bles to the surface. The house itself, like
all others constructed in Texas years ago,
was built more for convenience audiility
to withstand the ravages of time tan for
ornament. It is a neat, well preserved,
one story building, and though several
rooms have been added by the present own-
ers, it is not otherwise changed from what
it was when the home of Houston and his
family.

After Houston's retirement from tho
Texas capital his life was uneventful. He
suffered from few physical ailments, but
the wounds he received in his Indian bat-
tles were never healed and no doubt has-
tened his death, which occurred on the 2Gth
day of July, 1S83.

The house where Houston died is about
two miles from his first residence. When
viewed at a distance it looks like a ship.
The windows are small and narrow, and
what appears like a deck can be plainly
discerned. Upon a nearer view the ship
vanishes and in its place is seen only a
quaint house. It is said to have been built
by a sea captain, whose intention was to

make it resemble a steamship, and thus
remind him of the ocean he had dwelt
upon for many years. However, he failed
to complete his design, and the remainder
of the building was fitted up like an ordi-
nary two story house.

But of all the places of interest connected
with the hero of San Jacinto in Huntsville
none has attracted more attention and com-
ment than his last resting place.

A. H. Push, the president of the United
Typothetas of America, was born in Cin-
cinnati Nov 2, ISM, of Quaker parentage,
being the eighth remove from Ellis Pugh,
a Quaker preacher, who came to Pennsyl-
vania from Wales m 16ST.

the Indians. Upon his death in 1S7G his
business was taken up by his son, A. H.
Pugh, the subject of our sketch, who had
been engaged for several ye"ara as a civil
engineer on the construction of the Pacific
railroad and the mountain roads of Colo-

rado and Utah. He has devoted himself
successfully to the development of the
business, and today has one of the best
plants in the Queen City.

He has been an active worker in the
national body since its first meeting in
Chicago and is thoroughly in accord with
any movements looking to the betterment
of his calling. He fully appreciates the
fact that to secure the best results both
the employers and employees must work
together in harmony.

Pennsylvania's Urban Population.
A recent census bulletin says that there

has been a large increase in the urban pop-
ulation of Pennsylvania during the last
ten years. According to tho census of 1SS0

there were fifty-si- x cities and boroughs
having a population of 4,000 or more.
These had, in the aggregate, a population
of 1,658,523. Under the present census
there are eighty-tw- o cities and boroughs
which have 4,000 or more inhabitants, with
an aggregate population of 2,S08,607. This
shows a net increase in the number of
cities of this class of twenty-six- , while the
difference in population between the total
for the cities of 4,000 or more in 1890 and
18S0 is 710.0S4, an increase of 42.81 per cent.

Philadelphia shows an increase of 199,794,

or 23.58 per cent. Pittsburg shows an in-

crease of S2.228, or 52 53 per cent. Allegheny
City, Scranton, Reading, Erie, Wilkes-barr-

Altoona, Johnstown and McKees-portsho-

increases of more than 10,000.

The following places show increases of
more than 100 per cent.: Johnstown,

Pottstown, South Bethlehem,
Nanticoke, Steelton, Butler, Braddock,
Mount Carmel, Homestead, Da Bois, Mil-

in Manchester in 18G7 and continued till
1SS2, when ho retired from work.

His 1,700 pupils are of course scattered
all over America, but the oldest one, Cap-

tain John Carter, lives in Manchester at
the age of eighty-tw- Price has kept a
record of them as far as possible, and 491
are known to have died. He has been a
member of the Congregational church for
sixty-tw- o years and a deacon since 1842,
and has been active in all good work as
well as teaching.

The population of West Virginia in

1880 was 618,457. During the decade an
increase of 144,337, or 23.34 per cent., is
shown. The population under the pres-
ent census is 762,794. Of the fifty-fou- r

counties in the state all show increa
ranging from or per cent, to 137
cent. McDowell, Mercer and Tucker
counties show increases of moro than 100
per cent. Cabell, Fayette and Logan
counties show increases of moro than 50
per cent Twenty-fou- r counties show
increases of more than 25 per cent. The
largest numerical increases are found in
Kanawha, Cabell, Fayette and Mercer
counties.

The census report regarding Iowa
shows that the present population is
1,911,890. In 1880 it was 1,024,615, show-
ing an increase during the decade of
287,281, or 17.G8 per cent Of the 99
counties in the state 27 show decreases.
In bnt one instance is decrease shown
of more than 10 per cent. In the larger
number of counties satisfactory increases
are shown.

Damar
resin is mixed with one-thir- d of dry car
bouate of potassium or carbonate of so-

dium, and the mixture is melted and
thoroughly stirred together, and then in
thin layers is exposed for several months
to a temperature of 120 degs. The resin
thus obtained is dissolved in benzine,
free from all traces of acid, by ammonia
gas, when varnish ia yielded in which
the bronze powder remains suspended.
Articles bronzed with this preparation are
said to retain their metallic luster for years.
