Boston, Nov. 3 Ou account of the new
law the vote will be counted by two differ-
ent officers, iu order to secure correctness.

The
returns from 50 towns show a net Repub-
lican gain of 703 or 14 per town over last
vear. On this basis the Republican gain
in the towns in the state would be 4,942.

Indications so far from
the large cities are that he has held his
pluralities of last year and that he is elect-
ed by about 4,000 plurality.

The balance of the Republican state
ticket is undoubtedly elected. As the re-

turns from only 50 towns are now in it is
utterly impossible to give any idea of the
complexiug of the legislature.

BOSTON, Nov. 3. The Journal and Ad-
vertiser, both Republican, concede Rus-
sell's election, placing his plurality at
3,000 At Republican headquarters no
one seemed disposed to make an estimate
of Allen's possible plurality.

NEBRASKA.
OMAHA, Nov. 3. In spite of the fact

of a light vote, the election today was
hotly contested. The light vote was due
partially to the weather and partially to
the Australian s stem of voting. The
Democrats having no ticket iu the field
was also the cause of a light vote. The
total vote in the state last year was 214,000,
but the indications are now that not over
190,000 votes were cast today. A large
part of this shrinkace comes from the fact
that the Farmer Alliance element polled
a heavy vote lust year. Last year there
was a shortage in crops in
the western part of the state and
the disatisfactlon of the agriculturalists
resulted in an independent party, in the
hope of bettering their condition. This
year the crops are immense aud the
farmers have had no time to organize.
Many of them have returned to their old
party affiliations, but the withdrawal
of the Democratic ticket aud the
virtual endorsement of the indepen-
dent nominees gave the latter great
strengthand made the outcome problem-
atic. Complicated tickets and the novelty
of the Australian system has made the
count slow. At 9 o'clock tonight not a
single precinct in tho city or state had
been completed, and the probabilities are
that of the SS voting precincts in Omaha,
not ever twenty will finish the count be-

fore 3 o'clock tomorrow morning.
Omaha, Neb., Nov. 3. The returns

from Nebnska up to 1 o'clock are very
meagre. Rough estimates indicate that
Judge Post, Republican, has carried the
state by at least 5,000 majority. The Al-
liance has lost heavily iu Adams, Gage
and Lancaster counties, where they ex-

pected big majorities. In many places a
a falling off of 20 per cent, of the inde-
pendent vote was reported. It may ba
several days before the exact vote will be
known.

COLORADO.
DENVEH, Nov. 3. The weather today

was warm and cloudy nnd the election be-

yond all question the most ppaceable one
ever held in Denver. Considering tho
face that this is an off year and that the
Australian system, which went into effect
today, had disfranchised colonies aud two
dollar men, the vote cast was a surprising-
ly heavy one. When the polls closed to-

night no arrests were reported for illegal
voting. There were five tickets
in tho field the Democratic, Repub-
lican, Prohibition, People's' party aud the
people's non-pa- rt inan the first two poll-
ing a vote, and the other three making but
little showiug. Reports received from
various parts of the state indicate that the
election passed off quietly. In mauy
places a mixed ticket was chosen. Count-
ing the ballot will be very slow, and, on
accouut of the great distance between pre-
cincts, it will bo very lato before returns
of a definite character can be had. There
is, however, no doubt, of the election of
JikIko Helm, Republican, to the chief
justiceship, and that the proposition to
issue new bonded indebtedness of 300,000
to complete the state building will be car-
ried.

ILLINOIS.
CniCAGO, Nov. 3. Returns from 125 pre-

cincts (about a quarter of the state) would
indicate a Democratic victory in the local
election, the figures thus far showing the
Republican candidates from 1,000 to 1,700
behind their opponents. The outlying
precincts, which are Republican, are yet to
be heard from.

Chicago, Nov. 3. A drawn battle was
the result of tho local so far as can
be determined at midnight. About half
of each ticket has been chosen, according
to returns from 447 precincts heard from
out of a total of 555. The Democrats had
a load of about 4.000 on Babcock, their
candidate for superintendent of schools,
over Bright, Republican. On the other
baud the Republicans had nearly as creat
a plurality for pr sident of the county
board, their caudidate. Green, being that
much ahead of Cooper, Democrat.

THE CHEROKEE STEIP.

The Latest Scheme to Eaise the "Wind at
the Expense of the Ignorant.

Special Dispatch to the Dally Eaffle.

P0NCA.L T ,Nov. 4. For several months
past numerous attempts have been made
to effect a settlement of the Cherokee
strip by parties who had certain pet
schemes of their own to execute, as to the
matter of locating townsite, settlement
of colonics, etc. The troops operating in
the strip have prevented the accomplish-
ment of such designs so far.

But certain of these parties have suc-

ceeded in entrapping the unwary into the
investment of mouey in wildcat schemes
for acquiring town lots, homesteade, etc.
The latest development in this line is the
"Cherokee Colony and Townsite com-

pany," which has flooded the country
wii.h its circulars, urging people who con-

template entering the country to be open
ed to settlement to buy lots in Cherokee
City at $2 per lot, and using the most
glowing descriptions of the benefits to ac-

crue to the purchaser of such lots should
he be sufficiently verdant to invest his
money in such a scheme.

Many thousands of these circulars have
been sent out through the mails, and the
number of Innocent people who have been
inveigled into such speculations is to be
counted by the thousands. On the 2nd
instant, at the Ponca Indian agency, a
most important arrest was made by Cap-

tain A. E. Woodson, of the Fifth cavalry,
commanding United States troops now
guarding the Cherokee strip against inva-
sion by intruding settlers.

R. E. Dowell, president, and L. H. Os-

borne, secretary, of the Cherokee Land and
Townsite company, visited places in the
Cherokee strip for the purpose of soliciting
a townsite for the future great city of
Cherokee, and among the places visited by
them was Redrock and Ponca. At the
latter place they ran into the lions jaws;
for there they encountered the country's
guardians in the shape of tho troops of the
Fifth LTnited States cavalry.

Captain Woodson, commanding, had re-
ceived iuformation of these parties aud
their schemes and was on the quivive, and
early tho next morning after their arrival
President Dowdell and Secretary Osborne
were iu durance vile and are now lament-
ing the sudden outcome of their attempt
to view the site of the fatUte capital of
Cherokee and the too sad ending
of all their schemes to rob the
innocent public. A deaf ear was given to
all their entreaties to be permitted to take
tlie next train north, aud tho pleading of
important business in Chicago demanding
the presence of the president, who hails
from La Salle street, aud the secretary,
Osborne, who claims to be a respected res-
ident of Garnett, Kan., were of no avail.

Acting well within his authority Capt.
Woodson proposes to hold these speculativ
gentlemen until the arrival of the United
States Marshal, to whom they will be de-

livered, to be dealt witn as the law may
direct. Below is given a true copy of
the certificate of ownership of one town
lot.

CABINET GOSSIP.
Washington, Nov. 3. Very positive as-

sertions have been made that Stephen B.
Elkins is to be secretary of war. They
have had the effect ot prompting some in
quiry into Mr. Elkins career during the
war, especially on the part of those who
think that a secretary of war should have
a war record. When Richard D. Thomp-
son of Indiana was appointed secretary of
the navy his much respected wife is said to
have remarked In atone of surprise: "Why,
Mr. Thompson can not swim." From the
inquiries made it appears that something
ot that kind of surprise might follow the
appointment of Mr. Elkins to be secretary
of war. Mr. Elkins graduated from the
Missouri State University at Colum
bia, in 1660, the year before the
great civil war began. He took up
the study of law instead of the
science of war: went to New Mexico and
became an attorney. In 1804 and 1S65 he
was a member of the territorial legislature
of New Mexico. A little later he came to
congress two terms as the territorial dele-
gate from New Mexico. Mr. Elkins was
one of the few young men living in Mis-
souri during the earlier period of hostili-
ties who did not join one army or the
other. Some of his friends explain it on
the ground that be is of Quaker descent
A Quaker at the head of tbe war depart-
ment would be interesting. However, the
latest story is that the president, after his
usual deliberation, has about decided not
to request Mr. Elkins to take the cabinet
vacaucy. There seems to be no room for
doubt that the president at one time
thought quite favorable of the idea of in-
viting Mr. Elkins, and asked several inti-
mate friends what they thought of it.

The president intends to save Attorney
General Miller for the supreme bench.
Until quite recently it was considered as
good as settled that Mr. Miller would be
one of the new circuit judges, but to a
gentleman who conversed with him on the
Bubject of the circuit judgeships a couple
ot oays ago tne presment inumaieu. nis in
tention to put Mr. Miller on the supreme
bench before the expiration of his term.
The vacancy for Mr. Miller, it is under-
stood, will bo made by Mr. Justice Field
taking advantage of the retiring law. As
far back as the time when Mr. Justice
Brewer was appointed Mr. Justice Field,
according to the story, gave the president
to understand that he would make way
for another before the president left the
white house. Mr. Justice Field is a Dem-
ocrat, but Judge Brewer is his nephew,
and he was deeply interested in seeing him
appointed to the bench Just when Mr.
Justice Field will retire iu favor of Mr.
Miller is not known, but it Is thought that
he is now serving his last winter of court.
