The
same constant change of position awakes
to action the muscles of the back, chest,
abdomen and neck, and the violent exer-
tion stimulates the heart, expands the
lungs and gives the boxer increased breath-
ing space. The gloves are consequently a
well appointed gymnasium by themselves.
They are so light a child may carry the set,
bo small they will occupy but part of a
bureau drawer and so inexpensive that
almost any boy or young man may easily
purchase them.

The best set of gloves made by one great
sporting goods firm costs $7.50, but an out-
fit can be purchased for $1.50. Sets of
varying excellence come all the way be-

tween these two extremes in price. Aa'ser-viceab- le

a set as any amateur needs can be
bought for $3, $3.50, U or $5. The backs
of the gloves, the portions that usually
come in contact with a boxer's opponent,
arc made of buckskin, chamois or kid.

Buckskin does very well, but is rather
rough upon the skin of the face. Dirt ad-
heres to it readily, and a drop of blood, if
by chance any should beshed by the con-
testants, will form a liard spot upon the
glove that is

If the would be boxer is at all afraid of a
hard blow he should see to it when he
buys his gloves that the thumb is well
stuffed and folds in tightly against the
palm, and that the "heel" of the glove
(i. e., the lower half of the palm) and the
wrist are well padded. If he desires gloves,
too, that will be thoroughly comfortable
he thould get those that are punctured for
ventilation of the palms.

One evening not long" ago I chanced to
reach the residence of a well known New
York amateur boxer just as he surprised a
sneak thief in the act o escaping from the
house with considerable plunder secured
while the family were at dinner. My friend
very promptly engaged the thief, who was
a much heavier man and who showed fight.
During the short but very lively combat
the boxer knocked tho thief down three
times, and finally sat upon him until a
policeman arrived and relieved the wrong
doer of his plunder and my friend of his
captive. Thanks to his knowledge of the
manly art, tho young boxer not only saved
valuable property and handed a miscreant
over to justice, but he also did it without
getting a mark upon his person.

There
are many good books on the manly art that
cost but little money and furnish the nov-

ice with all the points necessary; but
books or no books, teachers or no teachers,
the bright beginner will soon learn how to
protect himself and how to take advantage

.of any weakness in his opponent's guard.
For the first few days novices will be

wise if they box very temperately until
their faces and tempers get accustomed to
hard blows. When both have become har
dened an occasional lively bout will be en-

joyable, but, on the whole, temperate box-

ing will prove more satisfactory in the
long run. Severe blows have a tendency
to ruffle the coolest equanimity, and two
evenly matched young men will get mor?
pleasure and profit out of the sport and
will be more anxious to meet if they box
for points instead of endeavoring to see
how much they can hurt each other.

The cuts in this article represent three
well known blows the straight counter,
cross counter and right hand body blow.

A young boxer will avoid much trouble
and humiliation if he is always modest and
slow to dbplay his proficiency. With
strangers especially this should be his con-

duct, for he may catch a Tartar in some
quiet and inoffensive looking unknown.
