The buge engines lately put into servies
on the New Monon haul trains of thirteen
iarge passenger conclhes thirty-five miles
an bonr.

An electric railrond from Pasadens to
the summit of Wilsou's i will be one
of the features of the
The line will reach an aititude of 6,000 feet,
and will bave one tuonel and five or six
bridges.

The work of track laying has been
on the fourteen mile extension of the Po-
iomac Valley road, a portion of the WS‘
ern Maryland from Willlamsport to a con-
nection with the Baltimore and Ohio at
Cherry Run, W. Va.

For the past two years the Wagner Pal-
nce Car compruy bas been employing men
who have scen long service in the Pallman
company, aund now nearly every important
position in the Wagner company is filled
by & former Pullman employee.

On the Lake Erie and Western main
line, not far from Lima, 0., is & side track
large enough to accommodate seventy-five
freight cars.
