French crown," is in trouble. No one
will care much about him. but there is
real grief on account of the lady, for she is
the beautiful, intelligent and popular
ATme. Melba, Australia's first prima donna.

He even,
went to Paris disguised as a servant in her
company, for he was then forbidden to
enter Fr.mce. In eastern Europe the two
wandered together in many out of the way
villages. Cayt in Armstrong was also
around part of the time and when
Mmc. Mel ha arrived in London a few
days ago she was sen cl with the papers
in a suit for divorce. Ker reply is terrific.
She alleges all sorts of cruelty short of
actual murder, and one attempt at that.

Just before her child was born, she says,
he knocked her down with his fist. Two
months after its birth he corrected her
with a coach whip. At Brussels he chased
her all around the house with a razor. All
she asks is to be rid of him and have the
custody of her boy. Mme. Melba, say
the Paris reporters, is "tall and a magnifi-
cent brunette, with bright, caressing black
eyes, and a person as lovely as her voice is
sweet." As for the duke well, if he were
not a duke he could eurn a living as a
waiter, as his manners are genteel, and
that's the best any one has to say for him.

THEY WELCOMED DEATH

Three Startling and Most Sea--

sational Suicides.

A ST. LOUIS MAN'S PAETING CDESI

His Terrible Arraignment of a 1Tlf

with Wham He Had iiTed Unhappily.
Harmon's Week Lone; Ajony Tk
Grave Preferred to Dyspepsia.

None of the great sensational novelists,
Buch as Sue, Gabonau, Poe, Hoffman and
Reynolds, ever dreamed of offering as
fiction such terrible details of suicide as
are here set down a3fact. The tragedies
written of simply go to prove once mora
that truth can distance in intensity and
interest the wildest flights of human im-

agination.
Lester N. Straw lived at St Louis. Ha

had been married for eight years and was
the father of two children. After serving
for some time as a Pinkertoa detective he
entered the employment of the Associated
Charities society as an investigator, and in
fact held that position at the time of his
death. His superiors knew that his home
life was not a happy one, and sympathized
with him, for he was faithful, industrious
and sober. The other day he failed to re-

port for duty, and later it was learned that
he had committed suicide.

Before taking the fatal dose of poison he
mailed a letter to The t,

which contained a long screed addressed to
his wife. No bitterer legacy of hate was
ever left by a self doomed man. He cursed
her for cruel treatment, for heartlessness
nnd for faults even more grave. He prayed
that his spirit might return to haunt and
torment her until she met amifcerable end.

The iron purpose of the man is shown by
the circumstance that on swallowing poi-

son he sought the apartments where he
lived alone after his wife left him, and al-

though suffering frightful agony never
uttered a cry for help. He was heard
walking the floor for hours. Then all was
silent. They found him lying with his face
turned toward the portraits of his pretty,
fair haired girls.

A few days ago a San Francisco police-

man encountered on the street a Tell
dressed person who had a black eye, whose
lips were bloody and whose gait was stag-
gering. In true official styl6 he diagnosed
the case as "plain drunk" and haled the
man to prison. For some reason the cap- -

tive refused to get sober. Therefore the
blue coated authorities concluded that he
was on the verge of delirium tremens and
as an antidote strapped him to a board,
where he lay for two days. As he declined
to regain his senses they sent him to a hos-

pital. There he died just one week after
his arrest.

The surgeons agreed that they had never
seen such a peculiar case of dipsomania
before, so they sawed off the corpse's skull
and searched for information. They dis-

covered it in the shape of a big bullet.
Then there was an inquiry, and the facts
came out. The deceased s name was Henry
B. Harmon. He had been despondent ever
since his wife's death, particularly as he
had found it necessary to put his three
small children in an orphan asylum. Life
seemed dcolate to him, so ho wrote finis
to his earthly record with a revolver. He
had 13,000 insurance with industrial so-

cieties, which has been paid to trustees for
the benefit of his offspring.

Harmon fired the bullet which caused
death into his mouth In the case of G.
"W. "Wlckes, also of San Francisco, a simi-

lar attempt at self slaughter brought
speedier results. Wickes was a capitalist,
but all his wealth could not free him from
the tortures of chronic dyspepsia, so he
went to his rooms at the Pacific Union
club, lay down upon the bed and pulled
the fatal tricer. The ball crashed clear
through his head, struck the wall and re-

bounded to the floor, where it was found
when anxious friends forced an entrance
late the next day. The suicide was a tall,
handsome man not yet forty years of age.
