Though in modernduys a man-of-war is
neariy alwavs kept in fighting trim, or can
at lenst prepare for action lo & very short
time, yet there iv s great difference between
the onifit she receives when going on &
peacenble cruise and one for war.

Both the Yorktown and the Boston were
prepured for Lhe larter purposs before leav-
ing the Brookiyn navy yard, and they bava
aniied with a full complement of men, and
with thelr ammunition magnzine, provi-
sion store and conl bunkers stocked to the
utmost eapacity. This is necessary Lo make
thie vessel as independent ms possibile dur-
ing the timeof ber commission. It is nos
alwiays possible to obtain provisiens, coal
ammunition in foreign waters, espe-
cially when closely watched by the enemy.
Few peopls can hive an ides what it means
for n vessel like the Boston to take siores
for n whole year. There are 200 jack tars
on bonrd, aod each of them hus an appe-

or

But of late years the lmportations te
this country of wild animais for circuses,
mepagoeries wnd exhibitions of various
kinds have been =o Jurge thut there Las
sprung upa regubic svstem of doctoring
for wild apimals. Their complaints gen
erally sre wvery few. At frst they are
homesick after leaving their forest jun-
gles, and they pine away in their cages un-
less they are enrefolly wasched. The wilder
and fiercer opes refuse (o be consoled, and
they often injare themseives in their frantio
efforts to break through their iron cage.
Then the heat, change of climnste and food
bring on ecom
plaints that mnst ha checked by expert
phyaicians.—New Yeork Fpoch.
