The city council met last night in special

called session, Mayor Carey in the chair.

All the couucilmen were present except

Mosbacuer and Good. Councilman Harris
asked permission to absent himself and it
was granted.

The call for the meeting was read ana

placed on Die
The call sp Jfied the object of the meet-

ing to be the consideration of the Dermody

bid for the construction of a system of

sewer flushing in district No. 1, repairing

the dam, the occup.mcy of the jail part of

the new city building, and the paving of

the approaches to the entrances of the
building.

On motion it was agra-- to pave the
approaches to the entrances to the city
building with brick.

On motion it was agreed to occupy the
police departments of the city building as

soon as possible; Mr. Rogers, the con-

tractor, waiving the right of possession

without acceptance by the city.
The dam question was discussed and re-

ferred to a committee consisting of the
public improvement committee, the city
engineer and the city attorney.

The Dermody m.ttter was then taken up.

The story of the case teems to be as fol-

lows: The clerk had advertised tor bids
to be received up till 5 o'clock of the day
of the last icgul.ir metting for the con-

struction of a sewer flushing system in
sewer district No. 1. Several bids were
in at 5 o'clock, but at 7:20 when the coun-

cil met Dermody & Co. handed in a bid.

The propriety of receiving it was
discussed at the time in the presence of

the oiher bidders, and it was agreed to re-

ceive it. When the bids were opened it
was found to be the lowest, and upon
motion it was unanimously aureed that
the contract be awarded Dermody & Co.

Subsequently it was hinted that inasmuch
as the bid was not filed on or before 5

o'clock on the day specified in the clerk's
advertisement, that it was not a valid bid.

The city attorney was called upon for
an opinion, and he thought it not a safe
plan to let the contract on the bid. He
stated that he was unable to find any-

thing in the reports that would show that
the question had been nassed upon, but
argued from the circumstances attending
the case that it was not a good bid.

Councilman Buckeridgo took the floor
and expressed his sentimeuts on the mat-
ter. He stated that he neither approved
nor voted for the reception of the bid, but
that since it was received and the contract
awarded Dermody & Co., he thought it
would not be proper for the city to break
the good faith manifested in giving the
contract, even though the whole matter
seemed a littie irregular. He wished it
understood, however, that he would not
favor the u,oldjng of the contract by Der-

mody & Co., if it was unlawful.
Couucilmau Glaze stated that it was the

custom to receive bids at any time pre-

vious to the meeting of the council, not-
withstanding the fact that the clerk ad-

vertised to receive them up to a cer-

tain hour. The clerk, he stated, did
that for his own convenience and it waa
In no sense the action of the council. He
favored no action that would deprive Der-

mody & Co. of the contract.
Judge Ruggles asked for permission to

epeak in behalf of M. Dermody & Co., and
he made a ten minutes speech, giving the
statutory points bearing on the aulvot.
He said that Mr. Dermody had actually
made cut and sealed his bid prior to 5

o'clock, and that the clerk's ofQcu was
closed before ho could have it filed. He
b1o stated that the bid had not been
opened afterwards and that, therefore, it
was impossible to have taken any advau-tage- d

of the other bidders. He also agreed
with Mr. Glaze with reference to the cus-

tom and gave it as his personal and pro-

fessional opinion that the fact that
Mr. Dermody had not put in his bid
earlier, did not jeopardico his rights since
the council had agreed to receive and
open his bid. Ho nlso referred to the fact
that the other bidders who were present at
the time, raised no objection to the recep-
tion of Mr. Dermony's bid. Mayor Carey
arose and expressed himself on the matter.
He said that the council had rules and
that the bidders, who were on the outside,
had no right to raise an objection, unless
they had been given permission. He
Btated, however, that he did not wish to
dictate to the council, and that as the city
attorney was his legal adviser, ho did not
feel like signing a contract unless the city
attorney vouch to him for the fact that it
was according to law.

Mr Stanley, the next lowest bidder to
Mr. Dermody, spoke and said that he
would interpose an objection against the
reception of Mr. Dermody's bid on the
night it was received were it not for the
fact that the motion to receive it had
been passed before he had timo to object.
To settle the matter action upon it was
postponed till next Monday night, at
which time the city attorney promised to
have a full nnd complete opinion to render
in the matter" After this it was moved
and carried that the council adjourn till
next Monday night.

It was in the program to have an execu-
tive session but it was dispensed with for
some reason.

The police reported everything remark-nbl- y

quiet on their beasts last night.

We are ia Michigan at this writing,

He
said he waa from Newriggle, O., where
it is said that a man was killed in a
church. I did not learn what his offense
was, but no doubt he richly deserved his
fate. Possibly lie put a pants button on
the plate.

Newriggle is not far from TVingert'B
Corners, where Nasby first got his idea
of the Confedrit X Roads. It was there
he heard a sermon over the body of a
soldier, it is claimed, which gave him
the idea which he afterward carried out.

Newriggle is a strong Democratic

In Ohio we had to wait over at rail-
road crossings several times for two cr
three hours in order to connect.

out the time by playing pool and bil-

liards. Pool in Ohio is not an expensive
game, especially at the crossings and
junctions. We had to wait two hours
at one junction, so we went to the hotel.

got our coats checked and then went tc
a temperance billiard hall, where at the
cigar counter they used a natural gas
well for cigar lighting.

The tables were rather old and had
been slept on a good deal too much, and
the cushions moaned when a ball struck
them, and the cues needed new tips, and
the floors needed concentrated lye and a
freshet.

We played eight games in two hours,
for which we were required to pay forty
cents, or five cents per game. When
this was done the proprietor gave us six-
teen cigars.

They are
domestic cigars, and have never had the
benefits of travel. A few more of them
would cure me of the appetite for to-

bacco and put me on the platform as a
worker against its use. But later I find
that they are not composed of tobacco,
so we must not be unjust.

Noticing recently that Manager J. M.
Hill is getting on his broken leg again,
reminds me of an incident which took
place some years ago when a young man
in the balcony at the Standard theater t

seemed to be just full enough to court
investigation and call for his enemies to
come forward and get killed. You have
seen that style of jag which yearns for
something to crush and mutilate. It
generally finds several of those before it
gets through.

This young man sat with his hat en
and rested his broad, intelligent feet on
the seat in front of him. When the
usher asked him for his check he told
him to get out or he would beat out his
brains with a damp towel.

Lettuce 2Iatnrfd by Electricity.
Amonc the bulletins of the agricultural

experiment station of Cornell university is
one. that gives a very interesting account
of some experiraents made on plp-n- ts with
a view of deiexminine the influence of .the
electric lisht upon their growth. To that
ena a greenhouse was divided into two
equal parts br a uht board partition. On
one side the plants are left to the ordinary
conditions of growth, but on the other
tide the reseCatioa was treated to the sun-
light by day and to the electric lisht by
nlsht.

The results of these experiments sbowed
that the use of the electric light at night
hastened the maturity of the pjactA, and
the nearer they grew to the lis;fac the
jrreater was the acceleration. Lt$nce xhv&
treated waa sold two weeks earlier than
Its neighbors on tie other ade of the parti-
tion, ,although both were planted at the '
same rime. Equally finccessful results
were obtained with other TJtjretables. I

To Protect Lives of Bailrond Mm.
An ingenious and simple instrument

has been devised for the protection of
surface men at work on the railways.
The inventor, Sir William Arrol, waa
led to apply his mind to this matter in
consequence of the numerous fatalities
which have lately occurred among that
class of railway servants in England.
The instrument consists of a Bteel spring
connected with a portable electric bat-
tery and bell by a coil of wire two or
three hundred yard3 long. When the
spring has been bolted into position on
the inner side of the rail and almost flush
with the top of the rail the battery is
carried to the neighborhood of where
the workmen are engaged, the connec-
tion being kept up by the coil of wire,
which is unwound to the necessary
length.

When a train comes along the spring
is deprecsed by the flange3 of the wheel
as they pass over and two metallio but-
tons, one on the under eide of the spring
and the other on the upper side of the
sole plate, are brought into contact and
complete an electric cirouit suppl
from the battery, ringing the bell at1
battery and thus warning the workn
of the approaching train. The inst
ments are to be kept at tie signal ba
along the line so as to be readily av;
able by the workmen. Sir William Ai
does not intend to patent the inventi
His sole desire is to render the surfe
man's life a les3 dangerous one and
gives all railway companies permiasit
ta manufacture as many as they pleas
