WASHIXGTOS. March 11. At the sug-
gestion of Mr. McMilhn two hours of to-

morrow were set abide for tho considera-
tion of private bills.

The house then went into committee of
the whole on the free wool bill, and was
addres-MM- l by Mr. Stevensof Massachusetts.

Representative Montgomery of Ken-
tucky, a member of the ways and means
committee, made an argument, largely
statistical, in support of the hill of the
committee. Mr. Moutjxmneiy devoted his
chief attention to the conVntion that the
hill deprived labor of protection, and by
statistics went on to bhow that the bill
gave more protection than the entire labor
cost of producing the goods in the United
States. He said that notwitnstanding all
that had been said about the benefits to
accrue to labor from the passage of tho
McKinley bill, he did not believe a singlo
industry could be pointed out in which
wages bad been increased. On the con-
trary, there were strikes and lockouts, re-

sulting disastrously to labor. If tho
American manufacturer were given free
raw material he could pay American
wages, keep the home market, and com-

pete in the markets of the world. It must
bo admitted that the duties fixed in the
bill were higher than were necessary to
jsive ample protection. Tho object of the
Democratic party was not only to main-
tain wages and broaden the Held of labor,
but to increase the comforts which the
wages when earned would putchase for
the workingmen and their families. The
committee had kept constantly In view
this Democratic doctrine, so well stated
by Mr. Cleveland in his great tariff mes-
sage to the Fiftieth congress. The statistics
