This evening at about the hour of 10

o'clock a banquet will bo served at the
Metropole in honor of the department offi-

cers composing the council of administra-
tion of the G. A. R. which will be in ses-

sion here, for the purpose of conferring
with the reunion committee of twenty-fiv- e

in relation to the state soldiers reunion,
which will be held either at the fair
grounds or at Riverside Park daring one
week in the coming summer or fall.

The council of adminstration consists-o-f

The arrangements for the reunion will
be consuniated by the committee of
twenty-fiv- e on behalf of Wichita, with the
council of administration on behalf of
the Grand Army of the Republc. For eight
or nine years these reunions have been
held principally at Topeka. In point of
members no other class of gatherings con
vened in the state, draw together so vast a
multitude of people.

Some of these reunions have been notable
events and have reflected great credit upon
their management. It is the wish aud
design of the committee of twenty-fiv- e to
make the reunion of 1892 eclipse all
other events of a like character
both in point of attractions and general
attendance from the state at large.

The committee whilst able to cope suc-
cessfully with obstacles and difficulties
which always beset the pathway of any
enterprize of so gigantic a character, feel
that they need the encouragemnt aud
hearty of every man and
woman in Wichita. There should be a

labor or money on its behalf. To all ex-

cept the committee itself the reunion
promises a week of pleasant recreatiou and
pastime. It promises a rich harvest to all
tradesman and if properly conducted will
be the greatest advertisement for Wichita
since the encampment was held
in 188G. The members of the C. of A. who
