Speefal Dispatch to the Dally Eagie,
WeELLINgTON, Kan,, May 27.—A terrible
cyclone, harrowing in all its detnils, swept
over this city at 9:10 o'clock this evening.
Thestorm came from the west, aod, be-
voud demolishing a few residences, did no
mazeria]l damage until Jefferson avenus
was renched, Here the Lutberan church
wastotally destroyed. Then it continued
eastward, razing every bnilding in the two
biocks bouasnied by Jefferson avenue, C,
Seveuth and Nioth streets. Outside of this
district the cyelone destroyed the Phillips
bonse, the Mouitor, the Press,the People's
Voice, the Standard, and the Daily Mail
offices, the Wellington foundry, the First
ward schiool building, and private resi-
dences in large numbers. A dowu-pouring
rain accompauied the storm—a veritubie
water spoat, in fuct. A eouple of score of
people ware buried in the rains of the de-
vastated Dblocks and residences. The

At 11 o'clock fifteen persons
nre known to be dead, and the invest -
tion of the wrecked bntldlngs has ouly
barely commenced. The eyclone did not
do much damnage until it reached the very
center of the town, on Jeferson avenus
Its most furions work was dooe within a
compass of toursquares, bonnded by Jefler
son avenue, Avenue C, and Sevepth and
Ninth streets, Eversbailding in these two
squares was demolisbed and wrecked.
Furtunstely the resideness In tiat locality
ATE OOT nUmMerous, oloerwisg
life might have been much greater than it
now appedrs to be. The Phillips Hoose, a
hotel, was demolizhed, und seven desd
bogies have been taken from the ruins.
The work of rescue there has only just
begnn, The house was well fitled with
guests aond the loas of lifein that
nounse bas donbiless beet greal
ofices of the four local

papers, the Moultor, the Fress,
the Voice and ohe Mail wers
destroyeill The Wellington toundry was
demolished. Mra William Sasher and
hier sister Kittie Strabn, who happeasd to
be passing there at the time Wis DAy fed in
its rains and ki sir bholles have
besr® recoversid. The destruciion in the
unortheastern part of the city has also been
great, but defiaite dety cannot be had.
Lreat confusion prevalls everywhere, aud
tise whole fucis cannot now be learned.
