Pisnantled in & Modern Navy ¥Yard, She
Is the Object of Profound Veneration
ou the Part of Patriotie People of To
day. Whe Are Proud of Her.

Not many people may know that the
old frigate Constitution, o renowned in

our annals, is still included among the
vessels of the navy., She is dismantled,
as unight be expected at her aze, and is
kept in that condition at Portemouth,
N. H.  She isacralt of 2,200 tons dis-
placement, and now carsies no battery
iu place of the forty-four guus of the
days of her glory.

1t was the Coustitution that, after the

| inguspicions opening on land of our war
with Great Brituin, eighty years ago,
led off & series of splendid wvictories on
the sea. The honor of the first capture
] of a British war vessal undoubtedly be-
| longs to the Fssex, Captain David Por-
| ter, whose defeat of the Alert oceurred
six days before the Constitution de-
I gtroyed the Guerriere.

But the BEssex carried thirty-two 32-
pounders and the Alert only twenty 13-
ponuders, so that very soon after open-
ing fire the crew of the little British |
rraft, waich, huving captured one of onr
transports had made np fo the Essex,

taking her to be a merchantinan, were
compelled to quit their guns and within |
eight minntes to strike their flag. This

When Did the *“Glass Age” Degin?

How to Care for a Trotter.
When the horse comes in from his

his tail and down to his knees with wash
a3 near the temperature of his body as
possible. To make this wash take one
part alcohol, two parts pure witch hazel
and thres or four times as much soft
water as the combined guantity of al-
cohol and witch hazel. Every muscle
ghould be rabbed thoroughly. Throwa
medram weight blanket over the horsa
now, and let him stand until you bave
put the bandages on.

Use the same wash for the legs as for
the body, but have it cold. After put-
ting the wash on the legs, rab them well
with the palm of the hand, always rub-
bing down, never up.
on immediately after the rubbing, Rub
all his heels perfectly dry with clean,
dry rags, Care should be taken in this,
as cracked heels are very stubborn and
often lay a horse up for the scason.

Throw the blanket back from the
head and scrape out all wash that re-
maing, most of it will have entered the
pores of the body; cover np his shoul-
ders and scrape the rest of the body;
take a clean, dry rag and rub him all
over lightly, always rubbing with the

light hood on him and an extra blanket
over his loins, and after looking at his
‘ heels again walk himn out for about five

minutes, then bring him in, and should
‘ he have broken out any while walking
scrape him again lightly, after which
give him another light mbbing for say
four or five minutes, when he shonld
again be walked for about ten minutes,
and again taken in and mbbed slightly,
aftor which put on lighter blankets and
continne to reduce the weight ns the
heat leaves the body.—Rider aud Driver,
