Holley waved
examination and his bond was fixed at
$2,000. There was no demonstration by
the crowd.

WASHINGTON. June 14 President Har-
rison sent the following telegram to the
governor of Oklahoma today:

''You will use the most prompt and vig-
orous efforts to preserve the peace, if there
is danger of a conflict at Guthrie. The
law muse be allowed to take its course.
Any attempts at lynching should be
sternly and effectively resisted. You will
have tne support of all good citizens' and
should advise me if further assistance is
needed."

BROKEN LEVEES.
Nett Orleans, June 14. All hope of

closing the Bslmont crevasse, which is
forty-eigh- t miles above Xew Orleans, has
been abandoned. The break, ia now more
than 1200 feet wide and twelve feet deep,
and is cutting out rapidly; The crevasse
at Sarapy's, twenty miles above the city,
is now 4G0 feet wide and ten feet deep.
The wat-- r from these two breaks has
alreadyinundated the Mississippi Valley
railroad and will soon cover all the planta-
tions along the river front.

Chicago, Jnne 14. Mr. O. O. Stealey,
the Washington correspondent of the
Louisville Conrier-.Iouma- l, i in the city
to attend the Democratic convention. In
his dispatch to the Courier-Journa-l tonight
he states that the Cleveland party will
sweep everything, and that Cisveland will
ce nominated by acclamation. He also
names John G. Carlisle for permanent
chairman, as he is the man of nil others
to auswer Governor McKinley's Minne-
apolis speech. He would make a taritl re-

form argument that would ring from one
end of the country to the other.

THE BOIES BOOM.

Chicago, June 14. The advance guard
of the Iowa delegatiou arrived at the Pal-
mer house today and carried with them a
small lioies boom. '"This Boies boom
which we have brought with us," said
Mr. Martin, one of the delegates, "will
have decidedly healthy oroportions when
it strikes the convention. The deleeates
propose to secure hisndmlnation, and they
will stick to him to the end. Governor
Boies is not making this campaign. It is
the state of Iowa. We wish it distinctly
understood that we are not playing him
for the second place on the ticket. Kan-
sas has expressed a desire to support him
for the vice presidency, and the delatea
from that state would probably cast a
solid vote for him as a candidate for that
position. Their action in this respect is
without any consultation with Governor
Boies or his friends "

THE STRACrSANS.

Ellery Anderson will bn the leaders. Amos
J. Cnmmmgs of Xew York, who is at the
Leland, says that the fight is not so in-

tense as the reports would-indicat- and
that either Cleveland or Hill would get
the full Democratic vote.

New Yop.k, June 14. The Herald's
"Washington correspondent say th.it Mr.
Cleveland will have no easy iitciit at
Chicago. Senator Gorman is the choice of
his senatorial confreres, many of whom,
includiug Senator Coctcrell ot Missouri,
have been at wors for weeks in his behalf
Mr. Gorman is popular with the New
York Hill Democracy, who. it is said, will
give him their suDport if Mr. Hill drops I

C. B Mills; treas-
urer. R. N. Morrow; associate justice of
the supreme court, V. E. Hemingway.

The convention then took a recess until
this evening when delegates at large to the
Cnicago convention were elected.

BLAINE'S SUCCESSOR.
XEW Yons. June 14 The announce-

ment that Secretary Elklns had arrived
here with a message from President Har-
rison to Chauncay M. Dcpew stating the
president's desire for Mr. Depew to accept
the portfolio of secretary of fetate. has cre-
ated considerable comment among the Re-
publicans of this city. Any means of as-

certaining the truth of tiie matter was
prevented by Mr. Depew's leaving the city
to spend the night at Ophir farm with
Whitelaw Reid.

MILLS' DISTRICT.
DALLAS, Tex., June 14. E. L. Anthony,

Democrat, was today elected over Barber,
third party candidatcto fill the unexpired
term of (now senator)
Mills.

THE VENEZUdLAN REVOLT.
NEW YORK. June 14 A cable dispatch

from Curacoa, Venezuela, says that Presi-
dent Palacio is a fugitive and thai the
revolution is within a few hours of endinc
in favor of General Crepo. It is a difficult
matter to verify the reports on account of
the demoralized condition of the country,
and a strict censorship is exercised overall
telegraphic and cable dispatches. Every-thin- c

would seem to confirm the report.
Palacio's power has for a loag time been
on the wane. Only a few days ago it was
said that he was trembling at Casa

was strougly fortified. Soldiers
filled all the main thoroughfares and
nearly all the streets were barricaded.
There is no doubt that since the recent
fierce three days' fight in the vicinity of
Valencia Palacio's Jcause has been virtual-
ly lost. He seems to have realized this
himself. He was informed of the ntterrout
of the government troops in the battle.and
of the advance of the main body of the
rebels toward Caracas under command of
General Crespo. At the same time he
heard of the presence of a large force of in-

surgents south of the capital. He made a
feint of going out to meet the victorious
revolutionists and really did send between
2,000 and 3,000 men to the front. His plan
seems to hare been to hold the enemy In
check Ions enough to enable him to make
good his escape.

As soon as his soldiers left the city by
one route xalacio packed up his belong
iugs and was driven in great haste and in
the opposite direction to the railway
depot. A special t rtii n was in waiting for
him. For a long time pist the railroad
authorities have held themselves by Pnla-cio- 's

orders in readiness for such an emer-
gency. There was no time lost getting the
train ofL Palacio had uo sooner stepped
aboard the car than the locomotive
steamed away at great speed toward La
Gnayra He reached that port in safety,
and at once went ou a vessel that was
there to receive him. He had not long be-

fore taken precautions to send bis family
ont of the country, and bad also trans-
ferred the bulk of his wealth abroad. The
news of his fight seems to have out
iu Caracas and to have been fallowed by
wild scenes of excitement. The citizens
in sympathy with the revolution, and who
have been hoping for just such an oppur
tunity, are snid to be .inning themselves
and cheering General Crespo. Palacio'
desertion has mora thau ever disheartened
his supporters. It looks as if t'e revolu-
tionists would be welcomed into the capi-
tal instead of having to fiirht their way
there. As sofi n Crespo and his men ap-
pear in the it is likely that the
government officer, tirei of the hopeless
strgsle. will hasten to surrender and sue
for mercy.

for thousand of deserving people and at
the sa-n- time make Cherokees the
richest of all their brethren and place them
upon high road to American citizen-
ship.

The land embraced in this contract Is
the long coveted country known as the
Cherokee outlet. lying wst of the states
of Arkansas and Missouri and south of
Kansas. ThLs large estate was given these
Indian for a valuable consideration bv
the United States under the treaty of 1S"--

and 1S33. and was atterwards patented to
them. Under the treaty of 1S06 several
small bands of friendly Indtau were set-

tled upon eastern portion of thU tract.
Under the present contract the Cherokee
sill outright all their interest to to the
government. The government agreed to
pay SS.593.736 IX Tbe land actually to tw
settled is something over 6.000. 000 acres.
The Cherokees relinquish all their tltl to
the part occupied by other tribes
the treaty of 1SCG. a well as to that not
occupied, about b.000,000 acres in alL The

2,000,000 acres will not be opened up
until the government acquires title from
the smaller tribes.
