THEY LIVE IN TREE TOPS. [

The Strange Mid-Alr Homes of a Tribe of
Sonth American Savages.

There is & tribe of South American
savages whose singular mode of exist
ence gave the name of Venezuela—Little
Venice—to that northern provinee.
The villagesof these pecple are built
over the bosom of & great fresh water
lake, which lies contigious to the guli
of Maracaibo. To escape from the
mosquito, then, these poople long age
abandoned the land, and, sinking piles
in the lake, built their houses on them.
Here nature's gifts seem singularly op-
portune, for not only does the lake of-
fer miles of surface not exceeding five
feet in depth, but the neighboring
mountsin sides fornish a tree exactly
suitable for piles This is a species of
ironwood, so hard as to turn the edoe of
an ax. It seems inecredible that with-
out metal tools the savages eould fell,
trim, and drive in place these trees, but
the evidence that they did is there. To
further strengthen the piles nature, in
the course of a few years of subversion,
covers them with a deposit of lime
which practically converts them into
pillars of stone.

Secure on these snbstantinl snpports
the nutive builds his hut, using no
metal, nalls or bolts, but onee more go-
ing to the vegetahle world for a substi-
tute. This he finds in the sipn, which
he uses green to bind beams, ruftersand
other parts of his structure with. The
sipo dries and contracts, and no band of
iron conld ba more rigid or nearly as
darable. These savages are not by any
means the only lake-dwellers known;
for besides the Swiss lake-dwellers of
prehistorie times, there are the Lake
Prasias dwellers mentioned by Hero-
s, who thus describes their way of
