EXPEESS STEAKEES.

Austin Corbin Will Revolutionize
Transatlantic Traffic.

To Sail from Montanlc Point and Sail the
Stars and Stripes The Ocean Trip

to Be JCeduced Two Bays Fast
Time for Malls.

ICOPYKIGHT, lti32.

Peerless steamships, that will fly
the stars and stripes from their
peaks and make the ocean voyage to
Europe in less than five days, are now
promised by American money kings.
American capital will at last restore
this country to her long-vaca- place as
leader in transatlantic traffic. Recent
acts of congress in allowing English
ships to fly our flag, under certain con-

ditions, have brought this great scheme
of revolutionizing ocean travel to its
culmination.

Men of millions have been plotting
and planning for a dozen years to make
a grand coup de grace in ocean traffice.
The passage to Europe is to be reduced
very nearly'fifty htmrs. The promoters
of this great revolution in tho transafc- -

J

lantic trade are not visionary schemers,
but moneyed and practical men. They
first secured the passage of the postal
subsidy act by the last congress. This
measure entitles ships of American
register to $12,000 a round trip, or
about $150,000 a year each, being at the
rate of $4 a mile for each mile traveled
on the outward voyage, and upon the
assumption that about twelve trips a
year will be made by each ship. Their
next step was to secure tho passage of
a bill to admit to American registry
foreign built ships, but with a proviso
that an amount of tonnage must be
built in American shipyards equal to
that admitted under the flag. This will
entitle all the ships to the fat gift of
the government provided by tho postal
subsidy bill.

Speed and safety have always been
the great requisites, and the new ocean
greyhounds now building for a 810,000,-00- 0

company, composed of American
capitalists, will, it is claimed, eclipse
anything in the steamship line ever be-

fore known.
For more than ten years a party of

American millionaires, with Austin Cor-

bin at their head, have been figuring
out the problem of how to materially
reduce tho time to Europe. It was Mr.
Corbin, the Icing of Long Island, as ho
is known among his associates, who
Brst thought out the scheme and then
interested others.

After repeated postponement of inter-
views, owing to the incomplete condi-
tion of his plans, I have succeeded in
petting the bottom facts about the new
transatlantic line of lightning ships. In

wmmr
iSSP Mr. Corbin secured 32,000 acres of
land at Montauk Point, L. I. It is
pretty generally known that he owns
all the railroads on Long Island, and
that his railroad facilities to this point
could be made to fill any requirement-Wel-l,

inside of Montauk Point, L. I., is
Fort Pond bav. where. Mr. Corbin
says, there is never less than forty feet
of water at low tide. Mr. Corbin
figured out that a s.hip could leave
Montauk Point without regard for wind
or tide and cut across lots, as it were,
for Europe, touching at Milford Haven,
in Pembroke, Wales, where there is a
harbor of 15x2 miles of deep water large
enough to anchor all the ships of the
United Kingdom. This passage would
cut the distance down 300 miles, and as
there would be no waiting for tides in
pacing over the bar of New York har-
bor, a regular time table could be made.
With this cut in the distance, and faster
ships. Mr. Corbin cojocluded that the

vojage across the Atlantic cotiKI "be

made in less than five days, the distance
between the two points being 2,871
miles.

m tnis great comoinatlon formed to
revolutionize ocean traffic are officials
high in railroad and steamship com-
panies.

j York and the Hudson and East rivers
have just been filed in Albany. The
New York, New Jersey & Eastern Rail-
road Company is the name of the cor-
poration, and it was incorporated to
build, maintain and operate a railroad
from Flatbush and Atlantic avenues,
Brooklyn, under the two rivers and
Manhatten Island to New Jersey, the
length being five miles in New York
and one mile in New Jersey.

This is one of the most important
branches of Mr. Corbin's mammoth

i transatlantic enterprise. So far he has
enough land at Montauk Point to build
a city, all the roads on Long Island, the
probable privilege to buy half of his
ships in the cheap foreign market, the
American registry and subsidy for all
his vessels, and the privilege to build a
tunnel from the Pennsylvania depot in
Jersey City to his Long Island railroad
depot in Brooklyn and the New York
& New England railroad running express
trains direct to Long Island, where con-

nections are made with his line of fast
expresses from Flatbush avenue, Brook-
lyn, to the ship's side at Montauk Point.
The Pennsylvania road he depends on
for all the European passengers from
the west, and tho New York & New
England will be the feeder for the east- -

ern states. Now listen to Mr. Corbin
tell in his own language of this gigantic
scheme:

"Will there not be more danger in
running your ships at an increased rate
of speed?"

"No, there will be less danger run-
ning at twenty-on- e knots an hour than
at fifteen or eighteen, unless you run
into an iceberg, and no matter at what
rate of speed you are going you are
wrecked then, sure."

Naturally, Mr. Corbin's proposed new
line of ocean greyhounds has aroused
tho greatest activity on the part of
other lines. The latest scheme, an old
one with now varnish, is the Arrow
Steamship Company, that has recently
completed and launched a ship, the
Howard Cassard, at Baltimore. This
ship has a keel that weighs thirty-si- x

thousand pounds, and it was believed
she would sink of her own weight. At
any rate she has been completed and
tested to the satisfaction of the men
who invested money in her. It is said
by Mr. Fryer, her builder and inventor,
that other ships of this style will bo
built at once and employed in the ocean
passenger traffic, and Mr. Fryer and his
backers say they can make the voyage
in even less time t,han can Mr. Corbin's
ships. As they will carry only passen-
gers, they claim that the Howard Cas-

sard, now in the water, will make the
trip in four days to Queenstown. They
will get the mail carrying at 40 cents
a pound and the $12,000 a round trip of
their American-bui- lt ships, according
to the provisions of the subsidy bill.

I went to Carl Schurz, the director of
the Hamburg-America- n line, for a quiet
and serious ch3t after listening to
tales of these gigantic ocean enter-
prises. I asked him what he thought of
them.

"Mr. Corbin's scheme I know nothing
of excepting what I have picked up
piecemeal in the papers from time to
time. From the meager information I
have I should say it was perfectly feas-
ible and showed great planning. I don't
think it will pay to put on ocean liners
for passenger carrying alone. The pas-
sage of the Cockran act for the en-
couragement of ship building was one
of the wisest acts of the lns congress.
If proper encouragement is given our
capitalists, of course they will build
ships here. The only reason they didn't
do it before was because they couldn't
afford to pay the price when they could
get the same goods for less money in a
foreign market.

Illustrated by a Collection of In-
struments of Torture.

Inventions by Highly Respected Ancestors
"Which, ss a Jklcans of Inflicting Suf-

fering, Would Do Credit to
Satan Himself.

If a certain, project entertained in
London, and somewhat advanced,
proves successful, visitors to the Colum-
bian exhibition next year will have a
rare opportunity for studying a unique
product of European civilization not
the civilization of y, to be sure,
but nevertheless a material symbol of
a time when intellectual faculties were
highly and specially developed, and
when religion was in evidence in its
most aggressive and assertive form,
when it apparently dominated men's
thoughts and displayed itself in every
act. This project, says the New York
Herald, is to secure for the big Chicago
show the Nuremberg collection of in-

struments of torture. It is the only col
lection of its kind in the world that is
to any degree exhaustive. For many
years it lay in the royal castle at
Nuremberg, where it was one of the
leading features of the famous old
town, no tourist considering his Ba-

varian sojourn complete without a look
at it.

The collection is now owned in Eng-
land. The right honorable the earl of
Shrewsbury and Talbot had a collection
of such instruments, together with
many ancient prints and engravings of
other instruments and the method of
their use.

To this he has added the Nuremberg
lot, which includes the most famous, If
not the most ingenious, contrivance for
cruelty that was ever constructed. This
is the "Iron Maiden" (Eiserne Jung-frau- ).

It is with mixed emotions that
one views this fiendish machine. It is
no mere model, built in our time from
printed descriptions; it is the genuine,
original and, thank God! the only maid-
en of her kind; and it was in the tight
embrace of these very pieces of wood
and iron that many a man endured the
slow agon' of death from pricking, pain
and starvation. We must look at this
with all the reverential awe due to any
ancient thing around which hang his-

torical associations. We cannot resist
a fascination in the very horror of it
that man could have applied it to man.

HIE "IBON MAXDESr."

The accompanying sketch shows the
Maiden in the torture chamber of Nu-

remberg castle. Such a chamber, ,by
tha way, could easily be built in Chica-
go so that tho collection might bo
viewed with the advantages of appro-
priately lugubrious surroundings. In
the picture tho Maiden is empty that
is, ready for her victim. The condemned
man is placed insido by opening wide
the doors which the artist has shown
slightly ajar. Standing upright his
face fits into the mask at the top. Then
the doors are closed and clamped to-
gether. The entire interior is fitted
with sharp iron spikes that are forced
by the closing doors iiito various parts
of the victim's body. Two of them
enter the eyes, others his back, his
chest, his arms and legs just far
enough to cause excruciating agony,
but not far enough to reach any vital
organ. The victim cannot stir if ho
would, so firm is the Maiden's embrace.
He simply stands there impaled twenty
times over until exhaustion stops tho
sense of pain forever. Then the execu-
tioners let fall a trap door beneath tho
Maiden's skirts, the lacerated body
drops from the spikes into the river
flowing beneath and the Maiden is
ready for another.

Cheerful institution, isn't it? Terri-
bly good, loyal and pious those old
Bavarians must have been who admin-
istered it. They condemned men to the
Maiden's embrace for plots against tho
governing powers, parricide and reli-
gious unbelief.

But though the Iron Maiden is the
most famous machine of it& kind, there
are many others that equal it in inge
nuity and adaptability for torture, and
we who count descent from Englishmen
may shy no stones at the ancient Bava-
rians. Here in England nearly every
form of torture was applied in the good
old days when America was young and
Chicago a wild waste that howled not,
and the noble earl has gathered upward
of six hundred different instruments to-

gether under his roof, besides a larger
number of quaint engravings and paint-
ings, all pertaining to the same subject.
Everybody has a rather distinct notion
of such simple devices as the rack, the
thumb screw, the wheel, but few of us
have ever seen them. Here are the real
things, every article in the collection
being genuine and many of them show-
ing marks of frequent use. Not all of
them are so horrible as the few noted
above. There are, for instance, all
manner of contrivances, the application
of which would not be physically pain-
ful, however pride might suffer from
them, for the punishment of scolding
wives, habitual drunkards, slanderers,
etc. But most of them involve cmel
suffering, and when it comes to that I

do not think one would find much choice
between the iron maiden, the rack, the
iron horse, in whose belly people were
roasted to death, or the barrel with
Kpikcs protruding inward in which a
man might be put and rolled down hilL
