BRITISH POLITICS.
LONDON, July 12. Since Lord Salis-

bury's return from Windsor the National
Liberal club appears to have received in-

formation that the government will re-

main in office until it is defeated on a party
division. Lord Salisbury will meet parlia-
ment with the queen's speech, declaring
his polic3 and iuvitiug an attack. On the
division for debate on amendments to the
address tlie government will be defeated
and the cabinet will resign. Lord Salis-
bury will thereupon recommend to the
queen that she send for Mr. Gladstone.

The Times says: "It is not. manifest
that Mr. Gladstone will even have au easy
task in compelling the government to re-
sign. Lord 'Salisbury will be perfectly en
titled to await the issue of an attack. The
government is opposed, not to one party,
but to two, if not three, who must com-
bine to form a majority. It remains to be

whether Mr. Gladstone will ba able
to form such an alliance."

Prominent Radicals in the National
Liberal club are touight discussing what
Mr. Gladstone ought to do. Thoy favored
postponing the home rule bill for a year
and to open the of parliament
with a labor and rural reform piogiam.
The reasons for adopting this course aie,
first, the r ignition of the fact th.it a

jjiome rule bill will precipitate a dissolu-aio- n

the first year of parliament, and,
jbecoud, if home rule bo postponed, the
members can rely upon power for two
years, and this will give Mr. Gladstone
time to perfect the details of the measure.
Representations to this effect will be
made to Mr. Gladstoue; but it is doubtful
if they succeed, as in priavte conversation
with his colleagues he never faltered in
Ins intention to expedite home rule and
then retire from public life. The Radicals
will nominate Labouchere for tho home
iiflice or the local government board.

Serious electiou rioting occurred yester-
day at Kilrush. county Clare, Irelaud. A
hand of Parnellites made an attack upon
Simon's temperance hotel and completely
wrecked it and several other houses on
Moore street. Stones were freely used,
and many were badly beaten on both
sides. Women were prominent in the
fight. Many windows were smashed.

In connection witli the suggestion rela-
tive to the renuion ot the Irish party,
John Billion, speaking at Gort said that
the McCarthyite.s were winning all along
the line, and ho trusted that, their old
Jiiends would join tho majority in the bat-
tle for tho liberty of their county. John
Redmond, at Mayo, said that he was anx-
ious to stop the quarreling and restore
peace, but was unable to attain this end,
as Mr. Dillon would not stand on the same
platform as the independents. These and
other similar speeches show that there is
borne chance of the Irish American peace
committee's smoothing matters over, al-
though the declare that
they do not expect any amicable result
lroin the negotiations.

AN ALPINE DISASTER

Two Villages Suddenly Swept Away by a
Mountain Torrent

Paris, July 12. A landslide occurred in
the mouutains overhanging St. Gervais
3es , and a number of houses were
buried beneath the earth. Thirty bodies
have already been taken out of the ruins!

Further dispatclies from Sr, Gvrvais
statu that the glaciers which extend from
the northwest side of Mont Blanc became
detached and swept down the mountain
side. Fifty more bodies have been recov-
ered.

Tho baths of St. Gervais were in five sep-
arate builiiings joined by a stone wall,
erected in a narrow gorge. They were
situated 2.008 feet above the sea. A glacier
became detached from Mont Blanc and
icli into a mountain torrent, carrying
away the hamlet of Bionnay and lifting
the torrent with masrs of ice. The
masses ,f ice and wreckage of the vill.ige
formed a dam which effectually restrained
the waters for some lime. Fiu.-tll- it broke
mid the waters burst like a cataract intothe stream of Bouant, which passes
through St. Gervais.

The inmates of the bath houses were is
awakened about 2:15 o'clock iu tho morniug by tho sound of rushing waters and aloud crashing noise. Before they were
able to the torrent was filled withdebris. The large masses of ice crowd-- d
agaiust tho bath houses. Three of thebuildings were entirely destroved and an-
other oue partially, while the liftti build-ing sustained no damage. The torrentcontinued into the valley, destrovin"
everything in its course. Tho village otLi Fayette, lying in the valley, was almost
entirely destroyed. The wreckage of the
houses swept on for miles iuto the Arite.Down the latterstream corpses and wreck-
age were seen floating all dav long. The

, full mortality is not yet known. It is be-
lieved that seventy five persons perished at of
the baths alone. At least fifty of tho in-
habitants of La Fayette were drowned.

THE RAILWAY COMBINE.
New York, July 12. The advisory

board of the western railroad presidents
went iuto session at 10:30o'clock this morn-
ing at the Windsor hotel. All the roads
were represented except the Union Pacific,
Missouri Pacific and the Great Northern.
Tlie meeting was adjourned uutil October.

Chicago, July 12. Tho report received
here this afternoon from New York, to the
effect that the advisory board of the West-
ern Traffic association had met without a
quorum and adjourned till next October,
is regarded as significant. The general
feeliug may be expressed in the words of a
prominent" official of oue of the member
ship lines, who said:

Tlii means that tho Western Traffic
association has proven a failure, aud that
some of its strongest members do not care
to bother with it any longer. How close
can tho action of the presidents be con-
strued. Several matters of the greatest
importance were to come before them for
adjustment at this meeting, and yet some
of them deliberately stay away and the
rest vote to adjourn until the date of tho
next quarterly meeting Iu the mean time
ruinous reductions iu Colorado rates will
go iuto effect and the revenues of tlie
roads will ba cut down to theexteutof
millions of dollars. As a matter of fact
little attempt has been made of late to
enforce the provisions of the presidents'
agreement, and, in my opiniou, there
would be no hesitation iu disbanding the
association if it were not for tho effect it
would have on the siock market."

St. Louis, July 12. Much of the time of
various courts here and in the cast has
been taken up iu tho efforts of one East-
man, a stockholder in the St. Louis and
San Francisco railway, to have set aside
tho consolidation of that road with the
Atchison, Topeka and Santa Fe. Lato
tonight Judge Valhant of the Missouri
circuit court sustained the demurrer of the
Frisco line to the last suit filed bv East-
man, holding, iirst, that no stockholder
can object to the ownership ot Frisco
stock by the Atchison until he shows him-
self specially aggrieved; second, that the
right of the Atchison company to own tho
stock cannot be questioned iu a proceeding
brought by a candidate for director of tlie
Frisco, and, third, that no court would in
any proceeding turn over tho control of a
corporation to a minority of tho stock-
holders. Tho decision virtu, illy settles
tho case against Eastman and in favor of
the Atchison.

THE PADUCAH RIOT.
Louisville, Ky., July 12. After tho

first skirmish between the state troops
called out by the governor and the negro
mob which attacked them, both sides re-
tired, the whites taking up a position in
the court-hous- e and the negroes at Odd
Fellows hall. It was determined to make
no effort to dislodge them until morning.
The neirroes separated just, before day. A
few weie taken into custodv when found
by tho officers. The cause of the riot seems
to have been n belief on the part of the
negroes that lios Burgess, a negro under
arrest, would bo lynched, as Charles Hill
was for an assault on Miss Lydia Starr.
Burgess was arrested for robbery, and for
prowling about at night and entering resi-
liences and f lightening women. For some
weeks reports have come in almost daily of
women having beeu awakened by a man
reaching in at a window of their bedrooms
and passing his hand over their faces.
One woman woke to find a man disrobing
in her room. On Friday Burgess was ar-
rested, and two or three women identified
him as tho person committing those
offenses.

There has been no more bloodshed at
Paducah, but further tiouble is expected
tonight. The governor has not ordered
out any more troops. Elmer Edwards, the
soldier shot last uight, died this morning.
If the negroes congregate at tlie jail again
tonight there is liable to be a bloody clash.
M.s. Mat Husbands wis seriouslv
wounded during the light last night by a
bullet, which passed through the side of
her house.

KANSAS PROHIBS.
Topeka. Kan., July 12. The Prohibi-

tion state codventiou met at 2 o'clock this
afternoon. At a preliminary conference
this morning the "middle-of-the-roid- " en-

thusiasts had everything their own way,
and all parties now before the people will
be fought to the death. No attempt was
made to nominate a ticket today. The
platform will be given mature delibera
tion, and will probably contain a labor
plank which will make the three leading
parties want to hold another convention
and do their work over again. The main
features of tho platform will be prohibi-
tion, equal suffrage and the labor plank.

The Prohibitionists say that they will
poll from 5,000 to 16,000 votes in Novem-
ber. If they do they will cut something
of a figure in the election, for most of their
strength will come from the Republicans.

Rev. J. D. Botkin was chosen temporary
chairman.

During the recess there was some talk
about men for the governorship. J. M.
Monroe, a Christian minister of Wichita,
who lost both feet at Gettysburg; M. V.
B. Bennett, the Prohibition lecturer of
Columbus and Mr. Fanning of Wichita,
were mentioned.

The evening session was occupied en-

tirely with speechmaking.

THE MINING CONGRESS.
Helena, Mont., July 12. Tho opening

session of tho national mining congress
was presided over by Champion G. Chase
of Nebraska, as temporary chairman. He
said that the object of the congress was to
advance the interests of mining and to
urge the passage of the freecoiuage bill in
congress.

Governor Toolo of Montana welcomed
the delegates to Helena.

Tho total
loss by the fire is $15,000,000. The in-
surance is $4,230,000.

FKOCEKDINGS OF THE CITY COCNCUi.

July 11, 1S92.

(Official).
The council met in regular session.

Mayor Carey In the chair. All councilmen
present.

The minutes of last meeting were read
and approved.

Hon. John B. Carey, mayor, submitted
the following remarks on needed economy
which, on motion of Mr. Martin, were ap-

proved aud referred to a committee of
four, viz: Martin, Leveridge, Tucker and
Go ode.
Gentlemen of the Council:

The law under which cities of the first
class act make it incumbent upon tbe
mayor to make such recommendations and
suggestions to the council as from lime to
time he deems necessary. In accordance
with that duty I desire this evening to call
your attention to some financial matters,
and urge upon you prompt action in order
that the people's interest may be nromptly
subserved and the credit of the city main-
tained.

During the past year you were required
to expend iu payment of debts that had
been contracted'by a former administra-
tion more than $27,000, which, taken to-

gether with the current expenses of the
city and the bonded indebtedness of the
city, which had to be protected, has placed
us in a position where it is ueeessary to
reduce the expenses of the city government
if it be possible so to do.

In considering tbe matter 1 have reached
the conclusion that the expenses of several
departments can and should bs reduced.

The expenses of the engineer aud street
departments cau be materially curtailed
by reducing the fores of men now employ-
ed in each.

Chisholm creek now furnishes abundant
waterier flushing the sewers, aud hence,
by doing away with certain flush tanks,
the expense of the fire and water depart-
ment can be materially reduced. Also the
city is now paying for too manylights aud
a reductson ought to be made iu the ex-
pense of lighting the city if it is possible to
do so. In the departments just named I
am confident that there am be made a de-
cided reduction in expenses, and possibly
in some other departments expenses cau
be curtailed without injuring the efficien-ment- s.

I would therefore recommend,
gentlemen"-- ' that immediate action be
taken by 3'ou looking to a reduction of the
expenses of the city, and would suggest
that the matter of rtducinir expenses in
the various departments be referred to a
committee of four members of the coun-
cilman! that such committee be directed to
investigate at once and report ac your
next meeting, wherein, and to what ex-
tent it is practical aud possible to reduce,
expenses; and I would further suggest that
when the council adjourns, it adjourn un-
til next Thursday evening, July 14, at S
o'clock, to hear the report of said com-
mittee and to transact such other business
as may come before the council. Respect-
fully, John B. Carey, Mayor.

Report of franchise and license com-
mittee, relatiug to an ordinance for elec-
tric light plant, was read and on motion
of Mr. Goode, was referred back to the
committee to report at next meeting.

Railroad committee by Mr. Harris, to
whom was referred the matter of the
nuisance caused by cottonwood seed trees,
quoted from the ordinance book nu or-

dinance which encouraged and compelled
the planting of trees, and he thought at
this time it would bo wrong to pass an or-

dinance compelling people to cut down
trees who had been heretofore compelled
to plant them. He stated that the best
pluu in the premises was embodied in a
resolution which he introduced and pass-
ed as follows: "Be it

Resolved, And it is the desire and will
of this body, that all good citizens will,
knowing the inconvenience aud nuisance
caused by the discharge of cotton from

g trees in summer, that they at
once mark the femnle, or seed-beari-

cottonwoods, and before April 1893, thoy
be removed, and it is the opinion of this
council that it will not detract from the
beauty or ornament of the city, but ma-
terially add to its comfort.

Mr. Tucker reported that work on the
Lawrence avenue dam had been complet-
ed to the satisfaction of tho committee at
a cost of $150.

Mr. Martin desired that some action bo
taken to protect the trees and shrubbery
of the parks. Mr. Tucker moved that a
person for that purpose be employed at
$10 per month to water and protect plants,
with the understanding to be discharged
at any time. Council decides motion
carried.

All bills filed to date were read and on
motion of Mr. Martin referred to their
proper committees.

A petition was read and referred to Sec-
ond ward couucilmen, asking for the
building of cinder sidewalk 5 feet wide
on the east side of Waco avenue from
Park to Tenth.

Report of Weigher Woodcock for June,
1892, was read and referred to the scale
committee.

More than two hundred years ago a
little girl was born at Amsterdam, in
Holland, who was named Joanne Koer-te- n.

She was a peculiar child in that
she cared nothing whatever for play
nnd sport, but found her greatest de-

light in making copies of things about
her, imitating in wax every kind of
fruit, and making on silk, with colored
floss, exact copies of paintings, which

were thought wonderfuL
But after she had becorno very accom-

plished in music, spinning and embroid-
ery, she abandoned all these for a still
more extraordinary art that of cut-
ting. Ono is seized with astonishment
in looking at her work, for all that tho
engraver accomplishes with the graver,
she effected with her scissors.

She executed landscapes, marina
news, flowers, animals and portraits of
people of such striking resemblance
that she was for a time quite the won-
der of Europe.

She used white papers for her cuttings,
placing them over a black surface, so i

that the minute openings mado by her
scissors formed the "light and shade."

Tho czar, Peter tho Great, and others
of high rank paid her honor. One man
high in office vainly offered her a
thousand florins for three small cut--

tings. The empress of Germany paid
ner lour tnousana norms ior a tropny
she had cut, bearing the arms of
Emperor Leopold, crowned with eagles
nnii "hrr a irrT1nnH nf
flowers.
