Tho sum of $500 was raised for a cam-

paign fund, and 1,500 was pledged for the
same purpose.

The platform declares in favor of prohibi-
tion in tho strictest bense; denounces tho
Republican party, both for pretending to
oppose resubmission and then electing
three-fourth- s of the officers who oppose the
law, and for attempting to deceive the peo-
ple by an enforcement plank, while the
saloons are running openly and licenses
collected systematically; demands free
suffrage; declares that the circulating
medium may rigutlyconsist of gold, silver
and paper, which should all bo legal
tenders. Continuing, the platform says
that all systems of transportation and
communication should be controlled by
the government; that should
not ba allowed to acquire laud in tiiis
country; that speculation in marginsaud
the cornering of the markets should bo
done away with; that labor should be
allowed to organize and combine; that all
property should bo listed at its actual
value. Postal saving banks, the election
of president, vice president, senators, post-
masters and all district federal officers by
a direct vote of the people (the president
and vice president to be eligible to but one
term of six years) are favored.

THE STEWART MEASURE FINAL!?

PUT TO SLEEP.

The Coinage Question Regarded as

Settled so Far as the Present

Session Is Concerned.

Senator Quay's Sunday-Closin- g Amend-

ment Added to the Columbian

Exposition Appropriation.

Senator Peffer Succeeds in Getting an
Anti-Liqu- Provision Inserted Sena-

tor Yest Denounces the Proposals

as Evidences of Hypocrisy

Silver Men Bitterly

by the

Notes.

Washington, July 13. Half an hour be-

fore the house met today the attendance
was larger than usual. The anti-silve- r

Democrats were full of confidence; but the
silver men, though full of grim determina-
tion, were evidently filled with a presenti-
ment of Their program was sud-
denly changed this morning. They re-

solved to force the fighting and to make
the engagement short and sharp. So they
resolved that they would adopt the usual
course of voting agaiust tho previous
question on the adoption of the special
rule. If defeated that would be regarded
as a test vote; if they succeeded in defeat-
ing the pievious question, Mr. Bland was
to offer as an amendment to the rule the
pending amendment to the bill to satisfy
the objections made in the caucuses, and
also demanding closure, so as to insure a
final vote on the passage of the bill as
umended today.

One minute after 12 o'clock Mr. Catch-ing- s

reported from the committee on rules
the resolution to make the silver bill the
special order of the day.

Reed, as the representative
of his party, interjected a motion to lay
the resolution on the table.

The speaker would not recognize the
gentleman from Elaine, ruling tnat j.lr.
Catchings had the floor.

Air. Reed insisted on his right to make
the motion in advance of one from Mr.
Catchings, who was in control of the
session, and tlUclosed the purpose of his
motion. It was to kill the resolution and
the silver bill iu the quickest time possi-
ble.

Speaker Crisp ruled against
Reed. He did not combat Mr. Reed's gen-
eral proposition in his ruling; but based
his decision on the gronud that Mr. Reed
could not make any motion while he did
not have the floor. Mr. Catchings was ac-
cordingly recognized, and he yielded the
floor to Chairman Bland of tho coinage
committee for fifteeu minutes.

Mr. Bland was recognized. A In accord-
ance with the program of the silvor men,
he offered au amendment to the Stewart
bill to meet the alleged legal defects in it,
aud also to apply the closure rule to the
bill.

Mr. Bartine of Nevada, the leading free
silver Republican, spoke in tho same
strain as Mr. Bland.

Mr. Clark of Alabama then spoke on the
other side, declaring that he was still iu
favor of free coinage, but recognized the
inexpediency of trying to pass a bill now
which could" not by any possible chance
become a law.

Mr. Patterson of Tennessee, a Demo-
crat, who has heretofore been classed as a
free coinage man.today came out against
the Stewart bill.

Mr. Reed said that his mind was occu-
pied by the picture of the Democratic
party's minority in the last congress. He
remembered how fiery they were then for
free coinage, and for a time it actually
seemed as if they had struck a level of
principle. Laughter. But Mr. Patter-
son had cleared it all up, and explained
the real principle of the party only he
had established the principle in order to
make a ouotation. That gentleman had
said that the great principle wus public
office, and added that it was a public trust.

Several others then spoke, after which
Mr. Bland closed the debate.

Mr. Catchings then moved the previous
question on the resolution.

Ou motion of Mr. Tracey the yeas and
nays were ordered, and the vote resulted
in the defeat of the free coinage men, the
previous question being ordered by a vote
of 163 yeas to 123 nays.

Mr. Catchings was again recognized, and
moved the adoption of the resolution.

This time the silver men voted yea, as
the defeat of Mr. Catchiug's motion meant
the death of free coinage for this session.
The silver coinage men were not strong
enough on the direct proposition, and the
resolution reported by the committee on
rules was defeated by a vote of 136 yeas to
154 nays, a majority against tlie considera-
tion of the Stewart bill of IS.

The vote is death to silver legislation
for this session. The Stewart bill remains
at the foot of a long roll of bills, sleeping
the sleep of death on an overburdened cal-
endar.

Mr. Tracev of New York made the for
mal parliamentary motion to reconsider
the vote and table tho motion, and the
house proceeded to tho consideration of
other business.

Fifty-seve- n private pension bills were
passed and the house adjourned.

In the vote on the silver resolution the
Kansas representatives voted as follows:
Messrs. Clover, Davis. B.iker, Otis and
Simpsou voted yea. Mr. Funston voted
nay. Mr. Brodenck was paired.

An analysis of the vote shows that the
affirmative vote was cast by US Demo-
crats, including the speaker, ten Alliance
men and S Republicans. The negative
vote was cast by 5:4 Democrats and 00 Re-
publicans.

SENATE.
Washington. July 13. Without trans-

acting any morning business the sundry
civil appropriitiou bill was taken up, the
pendiug question being Mr. Qnay's Sun-
day closing amendment to the --ecticu pro-
viding for the issue of 10,000.000 souvenir
half dollars in aid of the Columbian expo-
sition.

Mr. Peffer gave notice of a substitute
for the section, making the appropriation
of J5.000.0CO on condition of an agre-me- nt

being entered into for the repayment of
the amount within two vers.

Mr. Qnay'5 amendment was then agreed

to without division.
Mr. Peiter otfered an amendment, to add

to the section a provisoa prohibiting the
sale or giving away of intoxicating liquors
on the exposition grounds, except lor
mediacal, niccuamcal and frcienttfic pur-
poses. Mr. Peffer subsequently modified
his amendment by niasmg it apply merely
to the -- aie of liquor.

Mr. Test ridiculed the amendment. He
saifi that tbe eminent reformer wao had
taken hold o the matter ought (in order
to be consistent include cigarette smoking
iu their denunciation.

rank hypocrisy, and the senators knew it
The question was taken, and Mr. Peffer's

anti-liqu- amendment was agreed to
yeas, 23; nays. 26.

Mr. Allison offered an amendment
(which was adopted) limiting the gross
expenditures for meaals, clerical services,
etc, to $50,000.

The question was then taken and the
exposition amendment was agreed to
yeas, 51; nays, 14.

Mr. Pettierew offered an amendment
(which was agreed to) for the appointment
on the exposition commission of two addi-
tional commissioners and alternates from
the five civilized tribes of Indians.

The only other question tiiat provoked
much discussion in the sundry civil ap-
propriation bill was an amendment in re-
gard to a site for the government printiug
office in Washington. The discussion upon
it was not half concluded when the senate
adjourned.

THE DEFEAT OF SILVER.
Washington. July 13. Although feeling

much dissatisfied over the result of the
vote on tho silver bill in the house, the
free coinage men accept their defeat philo-
sophically, with the consciousness that
they made a strong fight and in the belief
that they have done their full duty. Now
that the bill has been practically shelved,
the free silver men are not slow to admit
that they believed tho bill to be iu a criti-
cal condition before the vote was taken
and are not, therefore, surprised at the re-
sult. It was the general oninion of tho
members of the house this afternoon that
all prospects of silver legislation during
the present session of congress had van-
ished. The anti-fre- e silver Democrats
were especially hapny and pleased at the
result. Mr. Bland of Missouri, the ac-
knowledged free silver champion, said:

"I have one reply to make. Ever since
I have bean in congress we have had the
same trouble as now. In dealing with all
these public questions tho Democratic
party has always been threatened with
sectionalism a force bill and military rule
in the south if they voted in favor of a
certain measure which the money power is
fighting. The Republican party continu-
ally forces as au issue before the people
military rule in tho south sectionalism
and the force bill. Till this is stopped I
see no hope for any general legislation in
the interest of the people."

In the senate the expressions concerning
the defeat of the bill were varied, the free
silver Republicans feeling evidently much
chagrined, though they hardly expected
that the bill would pass, owing to the
great pressure brought to bear against it,
as they claim, by the friends of President
Harrison and Cleveland, both
of whom they think urged the defeat of
the measure.

Tne Democratic senators were not sur-
prised at the vote against the bill, as few
of them wre so sanguine as to expect its
ultimate passage at this session, aud all
seemed to realize the utter hopelessness of
attempting to bring the bill up again for
consideration this session.

The Republican silver senators maintain
that the action of the house today does
not by any means mean the deathof the
bill finally, Senator Stewart being partic-
ularly sanguin that the measure will agaiu
be brought to the front in the next session
of congress, and even going so far as to
say that he thought that if congress were
In session two month longer the bill would
pass both houses, owing to the revolution
in feeling in the senate. But everybody is
convinced that it is too late iu the sessiou
to attempt any further silver legislation.

THE RAILWAYS.
CHICAGO. July 13. Nearly seventy-liv- e

railroad officials and an equal number of
lawyers were present when the interstate
commission today began its

investigation here of the charges of
discriminations that are piled up. chiefly
agaiust railway lines to the eastern sea-
board. The llrst case was that involving
alleged prelerences giveu tne Illinois bteel
company, and tho investigation of this
was taken up. President W. B. Brunson
and Auditor Kee fe caused something of a
sensation, wheu botn witnesses, by advice
of counsel, refused point blank to say
who were the stockholders iu their read.
The refusal was on the ground that the
information asked was immaterial.

CHICAGO, July 13. Xo one seems to
doubt that the dissolution of the Western
Traffic association is only a question of a
short time. Various opinions nre express-
ed in regard to the Burlington's refusal to
take part in the meeting of the advisory
board this week. Some criticise that com-
pany for the stand it took, while others
declare that it did just right.

"We have no desire to withdraw from
the association, said a Burlington official
today. "We only ask that all the pro-
visions of the agreemeet bo observed. The
commissioners have the power to divert
traffic or to take such steps as may be
necessary to secure to each road its fair
share of competitive business. They do
not do it. They are required to keep
statistics, so that we will know what
every read in the association is doing.
They do not do that either. Of what use
is the agreement if the commissioners are
permitted to do as they like"

Kansas Citv, July 13. Tbe headquar-
ters of General Freight Agent Rector of
the Missouri, Kansas and Texa3 are about
to be removed from Parsons to Kansas
City. Tbe bulk of the "Katy's" south-
western business originates in Kansas
City, and is inconveniently handled from
Parsons.

Mr. Gladstone is not disheartened by the
result of the polling in Midlothian. As
an old parliamentarian, be is accustomed
to reverses. He takes the reduction of the
Liberal vote in that constituency witn
equananimity. Private telegraphic dis-
patches from him to promiuent Liberals
in this city say that he Knew that Colonel
Wanchope was a strong opponent and ha 1

expected that the poll would show a heav-
ily reduced Liberal majority. His majority
was only 700. At the last election he was
unopposed.

PLEASURE STEAMER CAFS1ZED

BY A WHIKIiWlXD.

Ten Persons Drowned in the Illi-

nois River and Eighteen Others

of the Party Missing.

Several Smaller Craft on the Lake Near

Peoria Overturned The Search For

tb.9

Peoria, His.. July 13. Peoria lake wa3
last evening the scene of a horrible catas-
trophe. A cyclone struck it about 10:30
o'clock aud capsized the Frankie Fol.om,
an excursion steamer. There were about
forty persous ou board. All but eighteon
of them have been accounted for, and it is
believed that tho rest are dead. Almost
every rowboat ou the lake was out at the
time of the storm, and it is feaied that
many others are drowued.

PEOKIA, Ills., July 13. The story of last
night's cyclone, as given by Captain
Loesch, is as follows: He brought n party
of fortv up from Pekin to see Payne's
"Last Days of Pompeii." After the exhi-
bition they pulled out. Whe,n in the mid-
dle of the river ths storm struck them in
all its fury, with scarcely a sigu of warn-
ing. He attempted to head the steamer
towards the shore, and as ho did so a ter-
rible gust of wind struck, the craft and
keeled it over in nineteeu feet of water.
Tho sceno which followed was terrible.
Men and women were thrown into tho
water, but the larger part of them man-
aged to reach the upper guard and chug
there until help reached them. A number
of skiffs went to their assistance, and grad-
ually they were brought to shore. Tho
exact number of deaths can not be told.
The persous drowned wero nearly all in
the cabin. When the boat tipped over there
wus almost no escape for them. A window
was smashed iu and men and women wero
pulled out half drowned. It is feared that
some of them will die from excitement
aud exposure.

When the storm struck the lake and the
river the water was covered with small
row boats loaded with merrymakers.
Most of the boatmen wore iuexperienced
and lost control of tiie boats, which were
driven along before the wind. Many of
the boats tilled with water and were
swamped, their occupants haviug to take
to tho water aud swim ashore. It is be-

lieved that not a few have perished. When
the cyclone had passed, people, seeming to
realize- that help wouiu ue neeueu at tne
lake, rushed to the shore. All tho small
boats were in use, but some Hues were

and some of those who had manag
ed to swim or float toward the shore were
helped In this way. The storm abated
somewhat as morning came on. aud the
rescuing parties were able to get to tho
overturned hull. Grappling irons were
brought and the bodies of thoso in the
cabin wero taken out as rapidly as it was
pohsible for tho men about tho craft to
work. Of the first eight bodies recovered
five were those of women. All had lied to
the high Hide of the craft as it careened,
and their faces were badly bruised. Tho
small boats, as they mado the trip from
the wreck to the shore carrying the bodies
of those recovered, were met by anxious
inquirers, and the bearers were hardly
able to push through to the morgue. At
the bridge below lights were rigged and
watchers stationed to grapple for auy
bodies seen floating down the river.

Nine persons are known to lie dead. Six-
teen persons are yet to be heard from. Of
the eighteen reported missing last nignt
two reported this morning. Nearly the
whole excursiou party on tho Folsom was
composed of tho better class of people of
Pekin and Delavan. There were nine
small pleasure boats out on the river at
the time the storm came up. Of these five
have turned up safely this morning.

The scenes wltnesseu at the morgue were
heartrending. Fathers, mothers and sis-
ters and other relatives were there in Rcores
throughout the night and today, aud their
display of grief was pitiable. The bodies
recovered have been prepared for inter-nie-

aud were laid out bide by side, most
of them to be taken to Pekin this after-
noon. Of the nine all but one were Identi-
fied.

THE ALPINE HORROR.

PARIS. July 13 The work of searching
for the bodies of those who lost their lives
in the terrible disaster at St. Gervab lea
Bains yesterday morning, when the
Bionossy glacier broke loose from the sido
of Mont Blauc and swept down the ravine
in which St. Gervais Is situated, was con-
tinued today. The bodies of those already
recovered are torn aud mangled most
horribly. Wnen the glacier slid down into
Bonnaut, on which stream St. Gervais lea
Bains is situated, the current was dammed
and tbe water rose rapidly behind the huge
wall of ice. Finally the pressure became
so great that the dam was broken, and
then, tearing and crushing, the immense
volume ot water and the tremeudous masi
ot ice started down the ravine. Many of
tbe victims were overtaken in their sleep
and instantly swept iuto the . torrent,
where they were drowned. At the hamlet
of Bionassy, which was swept out of exist-
ence by the sliding glacier, &K) persons
were killed. Arrangements are now being
made for the relief ot the sufferers.

STRIKES AND TARIFFS.
WASHINGTON, July ia Major S. G.

Brock, chief of tho bureau ot statistic,
iias some interesting facts nnd figures
beariug on the subject of strikes an (flock-out- s.

Iu his speech 011 the Homestead
riots, Senator Voorhees last Thursday
boldly charged these riots nnd tho preva-
lence of strikes generally, to Republican
tariff legislation. Major Brock Miys tho
statistics are ugaln.st Senator Voorhees.

"1 should Bay," Midi Major Brock, "that
such a conclusion or statement, matter
from what source It may come, is a great
absurdity, as any thinking person who
uill free himself from prejudice will very
soon perceive. In the first place it is
claimed by advocates of protection, and
practically admitted by all, that a protec-
tive tariff is not only mado for that
purpose, but does in fact increa.so
the wages of laborers, both skill-
ed nnd unskilled. It is well known
that the workmeu at Homestead in tliu
Carnegie mills, as well as those in similar
manufactories throughout the United
States, receive double tho wnges thnt are
paid workmen iu English factories for tha
same class of labor, aud they rccutvo tnoru
than double the wages that are paid In
Belgium, tho next lurgest Iron producing
nnd Iron manufacturing country. Now. is
it not very reasonable and junt to conclude
that there will be lcs discontent and mucu
less liability to Htrii.es iu u community
where wngex are high tliau iu one where
they are low ? So that in fact, no far from
a protective tariff which more or lew In-

creases wages causing striken, It is, iu fact,
a preventive of ktrlkca."

"Have you auv figures handy that will
uphold this view?"

"Yes," replied the statistician, taking
up a big octavo volume;
"here, for instance, is the British report
on the strikes and lockouts of lfet. pre-
sented to both houses of parliament by
command ot Iit majnaty. This report
was printed in 1601 in Loudon. Here lit u
large volume of nearly 400 paj,ej, which Is
a very full and complete analysis ot the
strike aud lockouts in the United King-
dom, France, Germany and the United
States.

"From this report we learn that In 1601
there were iu lue United Kingdom HJi
strikes, affecting SO'J.OSl pontons In tins
United States during the same year there
were i27 utrikes, affecting 'J19J15 persons,
iu Germany, 45 hi rile e, affecting 45,b00
per.vins. and In Franc, 31 strikes, affeot-iu- g

03,700 persous. You will Me that there
were a greater number of strikes In tbq
United Kingdom than iu the United States,
notwithstanding there is what is termed
"free trade" In tho queen's domain Hut
it BUould be remembered that in 13 tho
population of tbe United Kingdom vrtm
37,4S4,9oL while in the United States tha
population was GJ.022.2.V), and that tho
number of strikes in proportion to too
population of Great Britain was nearly
double the number in the United States.
Furthermore, thes strike mentioned In
the Britisn report do not include th
numerous bread riots prevalent In Europ?,
but unknown in thl country, resulting
from the frequent suffering ot ths peoplo
for food.

"It appeir. m you will find by flouring
out the proportion, that each strike in tbi
United Kingdom affected ou an average
3H'i persons, while pnb Atriko iu this coun-
try affected but 237 persons, no that a
much greater number of employe were
involved in labor trouble in the Kingdom
of Great Britain than in this republic.
From tbbi you will ue- - that strikes prerall
to a greater extent and are more dirlroat
In Great Britain than they ro here. Tcr
Is much lefts occasion for strike in thi
couutry, because It U an undisputed fot
that the condition of the working pop!
