WASHING PAUPERS' FEET.

A Medieval Ceremony Performed by Em-
peror and Pope.

Only at three courts of Europe is the
ancient medieval ceremony of washing
the feet of poor men and women by the
sovereign still in vogue, namely, at the
Vatican, at Vienna, and at Madrid. It
is a very solemn function, and whilst it
is in progress one of the prelates in at-

tendance reads that portion of the gps-p- el

which describes Christ washing the
feet of his apostles. At Vienna the em-
peror is attended on these occasions by
the members of his family, by the great
dignitaries of the realm and by his en-

tire court in full uniform. Princes of
the empire remove the shoes and stock-
ings of the old men, a couple of bishops
hold the ewer and the basin respective-
ly, while tho emperor kneels before
each aged pauper in turn, and, after
having poured water over their feet,
dries them with a gold-fringe- d napkin.
Afterward the old men are enter-
tained at a banquet, at wuich they are
waited upon by the emperor and by the
archdukes, and at its close the guests
are sent to their homes in court car-
riages, each bearing a handsome pres-
ent in money. Identically the same
ceremony takes place in Madrid, with
this difference, that instead of their be-
ing twelve old men to have their feet
washed by the sovereign, there are
twelve old women. As soon as the little
boy king attains his majority he will
take charge of this duty in lieu of his
mother, and the twelve old women will
be supplanted by twelve old men. The
pope, while washing the feet of the
twelve old men, which he does, by the

BEFORE THE ENGINE.

That Meet Death on the
Railroad Track.

A Veteran Locomotive Engineer Be-lat- e

HU Experiences The Ani-
mals He Most Dreads to

Encounter.

"Of all animals that wander along the
railroad track," declared a veteran loco-
motive engineer to a Washington Stai
reporter, "goats are the most irritating.
It's next to impossible to kill them, and
that's the least tantalizing feature
about them from the standpoint of our
profession. 2fo matter how fast
may be running or how quietly you
down upon him, Mr. Goat will see
out of the corner of his eye and manage
to get away just in time to miss the
cowcatcher as engine rushes by him
at lightning speed- - Cows and horsea
are generally disposed of with ease,
though sometimes they get under the
wheels and cause a bad wreck. But
they're so large that the pilot gets under
them and throws them off to one side.
The goat, though, nearly always suc-
ceeds in getting us worked to a high
pitch nervousness and then contrives

get off without a scratch, and that's
what we don't like.

"Speaking of striking ' animals on
rail," continued engineer, "the one
thing we most dread to meet on the
track is a hog. Nine chances out of
ten the hog'U throw you-- He is tough
and greasy, you know, if an engi
neer has any show at all it's best for
him to stpp the train as quick as it can
be done and drive the animal off the
track.

"When pilot of an engine hits a
hog it usually knocks him dovjn, and
then rolls him for a few yards before
the trucks him; and when
they do there's great danger of
their leaving rails. The drivers
are almost certain to follow the trucks,

you're lucky if you don't go down
the bank- - So you see what havoc one
pig can make with a railroad. Another
disagreeable thing about a pig iB that
he never stops squealing from the time
he is hit until he is stone dead.

"Sheep are most pitiful of all ani-
mals to run down. They seem to re-
alize danger they're in and huddle
together between tho rails awaiting
death-- innocent eyes 6tare at
you so mournfully and sadly that they
haunt you for days to come. A loco-
motive seems to take a savage delight
in destroying sheep. It throws them in
every direction and will kill a whole
flock in an instant.

"I struck a flock of geese once," pro-
ceeded engineer. "Well, I never
thought there were so many feathers

world. I couldn't see anything but
feathers for ten minutes, and when we
reached the station my engine looked
as if she had received a coat of tar and
feathers."

Ilere engineer's eyes began
sparkle, and he stopped talking to hold
his fat sides, shaken suppressed
laughter over a funny recollection.

We'd
gone through the town of Huntingdon,
on the Juniata, without slacking up,
and had 6afely around base
of the ridge east of there, when wo
struck a little stretch of straight level
between high dirt banks, known as
Snyder's cut.

I reversed the engine and
whistled down brakes, but it was too
late. We struck team square in the
middle, and then--- my!"
