THE KNIGHTS OF THE TEMPLE.
Denvei:, Aug. 8 The city awoke bright

and early this morning and found itself in
possession of the Knights Templars. They
were everywhere in tho streets, in cars,
In carriages, and thronging the points of
interest throughout the city. Denver is
outdoing herself in taking caro of the daily
crowd which is hurrying through its
cates. Imagine a city of 150,000 people
taking care of half that number. Tnis is
what Denver is doing, and before Wednes-
day it is said that 100,000 visitors will be
in the city. This morning nearly 4,000 ar-
rived and less than one half of the number
of trains to arrive before noon got in. This
makes nearly 40,000 people which havo
thus far arrived, and they were swallowed
up as quickly as thoso who preceded them
were.

This morning, upon tho arrival of the
Colorado Springs train. Grand Master
Uobin was mot at the depot by the grand
officers of the stato and escorted in regal
Myle to the temple. He was afterwards
tendered a reception at the Colorado head-
quarters, tho formal opening of which
takes place this evening. Everybody is
talking now about the grand parade on
Tuesday. It is expected that fully 25,000
awords will boiu line, and seats on the
grand stands vlonc the line of parade are
jelling like hot cakes.

Every structure in the business portion
of tho city is decorated, nnd the residences
are gay with the knights' colors. Some of
the houses are decorated more handsomely
Srobably than ever before. Instead of

tho finer cloths are used, and with
special designs, which must have cost
thousands of dollars to produce. Thou-
sands of colored incandescent lights are
stiung at tho intersections of tho streets,
and when they are lighted iin tonight the
eity will resemble a fairy bower at least
that portion outside of the business sec-
tion, where every residence street is lined
with tall shade trees and where beautiful
lawns are plentiful. The various euter-taimnc-

clubs kept open houses today.
Tho Missouri club entertained Governor
Francis, who arrived last night, nnd many
other Missounans who arrived this morn-
ing.

There was n jam of probably several
thousand peoplo about tho depot all morn-
ing, waiting for visiting friends. The
trains wero well handled, and there was
very little confusion considering tho
amount of traffic.

Denver i a warm place for crooks. Half
n dozen who urrived this morning wore
giveu quarters in jail, where they will re-
main tiutil after tho conclave.

There are arc some very humorous signs
in town. An undertaker has one wtiich
reads, "Welcome, Sir Knights, to John
Blank's Undertaking Parlors, Denver." A
beer saloon has this inscription on its win-
dows: "Milwaukee Headquarters." But
few knights will bo fooled by this.

Eastern visitors will probably think
Denver a very wild city, for there aro four
bands of Indians in town. They aro Sioux,
Apaches, Washoes and TJtes, and they
roam through the streets at will, although
their reservations nre many huudred
miles away. They are with two wild west
shows which aro giving exhibitions here,
where years ago tho "Utes and Arapahoe.,'
tho cousins of the Sioux who nrv showing
here, fought their battles. The Utes lived
weet of the mountains and tho Arapahoes
about where Deuver stands.

Denver is in its glory. Tho decorations
in tho business district were finished to-
day, and tho eye is greeted on every sido
by Knights Templar emblems, and by
flags and bunting artistically arranged.
Rows of incandescent colored electric
lights aro struug across the streets, at-
tached to which are all sorts of Templar
designs, and when they were illuminated
tonight the city presented a beautiful and
unique spectacle. For several nights past
search-ligh- ts and individual illuminations
have been displayed, but not before to-
night lias a goueral illumiuation of the
city been made. This electrical illumina-
tion is ouo of tho main features of the
conclave, and is the result of months of
patient work and study, aa well as the ex-
penditure of considerable mouey.

There wero receptions nt tho various
clubs ;iud headquarters to the visitor; for
Denver is keeping open house, aud the
knights aro welcome everywhere. As a
number of commanderies will not arrive
before tomorrow, thero were no formal
receptions this evening, but there was a
general round of fraternal calls going on
all the time. It was open hospitality
everywhere.

It is estimated that there are uearlv
in town. Among the "com-

manderies which arrived today were Ori-
ental of Kansas City, St. Joseph of St.
Joseph, Topeka of Topeka. and Salin of
Saliua, Kan. A number of Kansas City
knights gave a parade uid exhibition drill
this eveuiug on the capitol grounds. They
were reviewed by uearly all the gratia"
officers in town, aud they made a fine ap-
pearance.

RAILWAY .NOTES.
CHICAGO, Aug. 8 The Burlington peo-

plo have made some material changes in
their proposed amendments to the West-
ern Freight association agreement since
they first presented them. One of their
propositions was to elect for one year five
vice presidents and general managers, to
constitute an executive committee for the
adjudication of differences between the
members. This provision has been with
drawn and the following substituted:

"At each regular meeting the associa
tion shall vote upon all changes in rates
proposed, ot which due notice shall have
bseu given, and all parties shall be bouud
by the decision of the association so ex-

pressed. In case a member presenting a
subject cannot abide by the vote of the
association, then tho matter shall be re-

ferred to ths chairman and he shall re-

quest four representatives of the lines in
the association to act with him in adjudi-
cating the differences. The recommenda-
tions of a majority of this committee
shall be binding upon all. unless the par-
ties presenting the subject shall give the
association or the chairman a definite
written notice in thirty days thereafter
that they will make such moclihcation not-
withstanding tho vote of the association
aud the recommendation of the special
committee.

"Should any member insist upon a re-

duction in rates agaiust the views of two-thir-

of the members and the special
cominitte?, and, if in the judgment of
such s, tho rates so made affect
seriously tho rates upon other traffic, then
tho association may, by a two-third- s vote,
put in effect corresponding rates in such
other traffic, to takejeffect the same day.

"By unanimous consent, any rate, rule
or regulation relating to freight traffic,
may be modified at any meeting of the
association without pravious uotice."

The other amendments will go before the
meeting as they weie orginally drawn up.

Messrs. Donald and Murray, selected to
arbitrate tho differences between the
Atchison and Chairman Caldwell, have
chosen as the third arbitrator D. Holding,
attorney of the Big Four at Cleveland.
The question to be decided is whether,
under the agreement of the Western Pas-
senger association, all the arbitrators in
caso of an appeal must be named within
five days after the action from which the
appeal is taken, or whether, as tho chair-
man holds, he is entitled to five days after
tuu appeal is filed. ,

FALL FESTIVITIES AT ST. LOUIS.
In another column will be ioaud a pre-

liminary announcement of the fall festivi-
ties at St. Louis. The city has raised over
S60'J,000 for carnival and similar purposes,
and proposes to havo a magnificent time
this fall. The street illumination will em-
brace 75,000 electric and gas lights, and a
large number of electrical pauorama com-
memorative of tho discovery of America,
and altogether tho display will be a very
gomeous oue. Gilmoro's band, 100 pieces
strong, will give four concerts daily, from
Sept. 7 to Oct. 22, and the great annual
fair will be held the first week in October.
Exceptionally low rates aro announced on
all lines.

THE INMAN LINERS-Washingto-

Aug. 8. An Interesting
question has been presented to tho treas-
ury department in regard to the steam-
ships City of New York and City of Paris,
the owners of which are preparing to have
them documented as American vessels, in
accordance with the provisions of a special
act of congress granting them that privi-
lege under certain conditions. Tho steam-
ship company is anxious to retain the
present complement of officers of
those vessels, most of whom,
however, aro foreigners, and in order to
bring them within the law requiring ves-
sels of the United States ro be officered
exclusively by citir.ens cf the United
States tho company took steps to secure
their speedy naturalization. This, how-ove- r,

is a very slow process. The officers
in question have already taken out their
first papers, but have to serve out the full
probationary period before they become

citizens. Leaving out
the Question of their financial ability to
remain idlo durintr that period, tho com-
pany itself is unwilling to sacrifice them
for untried men of American citizenship.
According, as a test case, applications were
made to the treasury department for the
retention of Captain Watkins as'master of
tho City of Paris during his probational
period of naturalization. The commis-
sioner of navigation, to whom the matter
was referred, had replied that the
law is obligatory as to the citizen-
ship of masters of United State vessels,
and that such citizenship in tho case of an
alien is not established until ho shall ful-
fill all the requirements of the naturaliza-
tion laws. Unless this decision is revers-
ed, the steamship company will have to
secure a new set of officers for tho two
steamships, or else delay tho documenting
of the vessels under United States laws
until the present officers can legally serve.

will manage tho campaign for New
England. Another meeting of the execu-
tive committee will be held on Friday or
Saturday.

PLEASURE-SEEKER- S INJURED.
New York, Aug. 8. Several hundred

people were spilled in promiscuous heaps
from a train bound for Coney on
the Brooklyn, Bath and West End ra il
road. Fully twenty were injured, some of
them seriously. Six heavily 16aded cars
on which tho brakes refused to work
crashed into the rear of five other cars,
equally heavily loaded. The passengers
in the rear section had seen the impending
danger and many attempted to jump from
the open cars. It was this that caused the
great proportion of injuries. The occu-
pants of all the cur3 were thrown from
their seats with great violecco by the col-
lision.

The coro-
ner arrived at Granby shortly afterwards,
summoned a jury, viewed the body, and
then returned to this city, where an in-
