KANSAS CORN PROSPECTS.

A dispatch from Kansas City to the
Chicago Herald Saturday says that at
that point advices had been received
from along the lines of all the railroads
running through Kansas regarding the
condition of the corn crop. The crop
could have stood a week more of .dry
weather, but the intense heat shrivelled
and dried up the tassels of the ripening
corn to such an extent that much of the
grain cannot mature.

Along the line of the Union Pacific
and branches tho crop will be at least 80

per cent, of an average in quality, while
the acrage has been so increased that
there will be more corn in that part of
the stale than last year.

On tho Santa Fe the crop will average
82 per cent, in quality, with an increased
acieage.

On the Rock Island the crop will fall a
littlo short, not more than half a crop
beincr raised. In the southern pare of
the state about 73 per cent, will be the
average. In the northeastern part of the
state the greatest injury was done on the
high lands, but on the low lands along
the rivers there will be a full crop.

Taking the state as a whole the esti-

mate is that Kansas will raiso more and
better com than she did last year.

INFLUENCE OF THE WHIPPING POST.

Thomas Byrnes, superintendent of the
New York police, says in an article re-

lating to Anarchists that to be effective
in the prevention of crime tho punish-
ment must be sharp and certain. The
old colonial penal code seems too severe
to us now, but it was not ineffective in
tho prevention of crime. Wo do not
and should not whipcord, brand or hang
offenders against the law as our fore-

fathers did, but the chief defect in the
criiainal jurisprudence today is found
in tho uncertainties and delays in the
punishment of ciime. The chief defpet
is the ai t tiiat is brought to bear to
hinder justice. In the past Anarchists
have thrived as individuals in America
and, with the exception of the Chicago
affair, the punishment inflicted on these
cowardly and incendiary revolutionists
was not severe enough. "If I had my
way," says Mr. Byrnes, "I would put up
a whipping post for anarchists."

While a lesort to the whipping post
would seem many steps backward, yet
there are two crimes that certainly
merit such punishment, and they aro
wife beating and tho cowardly and
sneaking outlawry of the anarchist. The
humiliation of the lash might servo a
proper puipose in these instances. It
has been abundantly demonstrated that
nothing else in the way of punishment
does.

WILL HrViTwHEATTO SELL.

The bull speculators in wheat were
probably a little disappointed in the gov-

ernment wheat ciop repoit made public
late on tho 10th inst. This is purely a
matter of infeience, however, owing to
the report not being as unfavorable as
many had claimed it would be. Tho

aro for spring wheat, concerning
which so much rumor of damage has
been heaid of late, showing a declining
averago dining July from 90.9 per cent
on the fust of that month to 87 G per cent
on August 1. In Wisconsin tho reduc:
tion was from 9J to 8G, in Minnesota
from 92 to S7, and in Noith Dakota fiom
90 to 85. In Iowa there was no change,
and in South Dakota and Nebraska the
condition of the ciop actually improved.
It certainly looks as if we would be able
to send abroad a very largo quantity of
wheat within tho next twelvo months
if any ono should want it. Tho Beer-boh-

estimate of the production of
wheat in eight leading countries for 1S92
is as follows, compared with the repotted
yield in 1891:

THE SEXES IN POPULATION.
The whole number of males in the

United States in 1890, according to
Bulletin No. 201 issued by tho census
bureau, was 82,067,880, and the whole
number of females 30,531,370. For the
United States as a whole, therefore,
theie are for every 100,000 males 93.2S0
females. The number of states and
tenitories where the females exceed the
male3 in 1S90 was eleven, as
against eighteen in 1S30. All tho
states and territories showing
an excess of females over males are
found in the North Atlantic and South
Atlantic divisions. They are District of
Columbia, RhoJe Island, Massachusetts,
Conuecticuc, Now Hampshire, New
Yoik, New Jersey, Maryland, Virginia,
North Carolina, South Carolina.

Theie aic in the United States 17,330
foieign born persous to each 100,000 na-
tive bom. In two states the foreign born
represent more than 50 per cent of the
native born North Dakota S0.-14- 9 and
Minnesota GG.OOG to 100.000 native born.
The foieign Lorn represent 23 to 30 per
cent of the native born m eighteen states
and tenitories, and from 10 to 25 per
cent in nine states. In twenty four
btates and territories the foreign bora
have increased, relatively, since 1SS0,
and in twenty --four they have decreased.

The colored exceed the white in three
stales only, namely: in South Carolina,
Mississippi and Louisiana. For the
United Suites as a whole there has been
a i dative decrease of colored, of 1,570 to
each 100,000 while, as compared with a
relative, increase from 1S70 to 1SS0 of
031 to each 100,000 white.
