the great city across the river, thejelectric
lights were taken down and the wires
folded up in great coils waiting for trans-
portation to tho company's store-
house, stands were torn to pieces,
reduced to piles of lumber and carted
away to mingle with other piles of lumber
in the various yards of the city, the hoarse
and discordaut note? of the fakir were not
to be heard anywhere and not even an echo
lingered anions: the branches of the tree3,
the noise of tha rolling balls iu the ten pin
alley was hushed, the voice of the street
car caller was cracked and shattered to
pieces and it did not make any difference
whether it was or not for he saw no one
around whom he coulcLaddress in behalf
of the speed and accommodations of his
line, the whistle of the engine of the
merry-go-roun- was as still as death, the
jumble of hacks, carriages and drays was
nowhere to be heard, the tread of the
soldier had given way to only the

ffees various legends of the unparalleled
cuttings iu the prices of every imaginable
article known to tho commercial world
from diamonds down to granulated sugar.
All was darkness, desolation auddelapida- -

tion.
The "crowd" at the park yesterday was

small and strictly civilan as a blue coat
could be seen nowhere. St. John's
harangue was the ouly noise heaid and
that was enough to cause sufficient
commotion among the clouds to cause
a storm which ended iu an immense
electrical storm and a deluge of rain. The
rain came pouring down while the Federal
Captain company was giving a perform-
ance and it came down through the can-
vas in such torrents that nearly 100 um-
brellas had to be raised for protection,
making a scene something like that wit-
nessed in the Chicago Wigwam during the
Democratic convention. Finally the del-
uge became so great that the management
had to throw open the stage whicti was
under better can-a- s aud for ten minutes
the audience was on the platform aud
a jolly audience it was too. During
the storm a bolt of lightning struck
a tree not more than thenty feet from the
show tent, aud almost stripped it com-
pletely of its bark. Thus ended what was
unquestionably the most successful Grand
Army reunion ever held in tho history of
Kansas.

SKILFUL WORK.

Tho Police By I'reinpt Action l'rcvonts Thou-
sands of DolljrV Worth l'rom llclns

Mi.lrn.

In last Sunday's EAGLE attention w.is
called to the probability of a good many
thefts being committed duriug reunion
week uuless tho utmost vigilence was
practiced. The chief of police, Mr. Bur-
rows, made a statement which prompted
the article referred to which, it might be
lidded, had a good effect among the people.
The police noticed that duriug the latter
part of last week a good many strangers
were arriving iu the 'city who
seemed to them to bo ob-

jects of suspicion. Every member of
the force was instructed to uso the strict-
est vigileuco over this class of straugers,
and to arrest them for the good of the
community upon showing the least sign
of crookedness. The whole matter was
systemizsd by Chief Burrows, and it work-
ed like a charm. The result of this syste-
matic work was that forty crooks
wero placed behiud the bars in the city
prison. Imagine what the result would
be if these forty rascals were allowed to
run at large during the week. Hundreds,
or rather thousands of dollars worth of
property would havo been stolen. As it
was, some thefts were committed but
they were nothing in comparison
to what they might have been
if these forty crooks had been at large
say during the night of the sham battle
when half the citizens had been away from
their homes fcr hours. In effecting this
result the police necessarily had to do their
work cautiously for if they gave the arrest
or one publicity the others would lay low
and avoid being observed by the authori-
ties till their unlawful work had been
done. Yesterday fourteen of these suspects
were taken out to the different crossings
by policemen aud were commanded to
take the road for distant localities under
the penalty of being put on the rock pile
if seen again. Twenty-si- x more are still
In jail and they wiil be disposed of in a
manner that the police may conside-- i bene-

ficial to the community. Thoe who have
observed the work of the police in this one
respect say it was as good werk as could
have been doue uuder similar circum-
stances by any police force in the United
States. All the work doue by the police
department during the week is being high-
ly complimented.

DAN PIERCE OF BERBER.

The Democratic Commissioa-- r at the Head of a
Formulate Bolt AS-ln- st Simpson.

Among the visitors at the reunion
grounds during tho past week was Dtn
Pierce of Luke City, president of the board
of county commissioners of Barber coun-
ty. "Uncle Dan" as he is familiarly call-
ed is one of the most conspicuous figures
n the politics of Barber couuty, having
always been one of the leaders of the Dem-

ocratic party there lor the past eighteen
or twenty years. He requires no certifi-
cate from anybody to prove his Democracy
for it is written in his every action, He is
a blunt out spoken old gentleman and he
will say what he wants to say even if the
heavens threaten to fall. "Uncle Dan" was
on his way homefrom the Democratic con-

vention that indorsed Jerry Simpson at
Dodge City, being there for the purpose of
protesting against iutlorsing the sockless
statesman iu the name of the old line
Democracy of Barber county. He, with
other old fighters iu the ranks, made
eloquent arguments against indorsement
but, as he says himself, "there were too
many pothouse Democrats against me,
who have not been in the state
long enough to know what
it has cost the Democrats ot Kansas to
build up a party." The old veteran cer-

tainly looked the very picture of sadness
as he reflected on the efforts of twenty
years in building up a party of his choice
only to see it controlled by some striplings
of dudish youths and given away to a
party which he plainly states is danger-
ously uncertain. Of course he will not
vote for Jerry; ho couldn't do it even if
he held his nose while going to the ballot
box. He seems not to have anything very
personal against Simpson, his grievance is
against the party he represents. He knows
the organization aud its details of the
People's party and he considers it a men-

ace to the country and entirely at variance
with the spirit of American institutious.
He says the Alliance is nothing more nor
less than a secret oath-bouu- d political or-

ganization for which there is no room in
this country and least of all near the Dem-

ocratic party. He thinks it necessary, per-h.tp-s,

to have social organizations bound
by an oath, but they are private institu-
tions while a political organization directly
interests all the people and should
not be enveloped or locked up
in the secrecy of an oath
Presumably Mr. Pierce knows what he Is
talking about, for he has had dealings
with the Alliance which naturally would
lead him to investigate the workings of
the orsanization. He was on two occa-

sions the victim of the cruel rulings of
Alliance Judge McKee when the judge
was trying to demonstrate that he had the
power vested in him to override the rul-ing- s

of the supreme court of the state.The
fact ot the matter is Judge McKee, or
McKay, whichever name he bears, sent
Uncle Dan to jail for doing something
which he (Judge McK.) said was not legal
to be doue, but which tho supreme court
and a special law of the state decreed and
declared was absolutely constitutional,
legal and right. The circumstances are
about as follows: Many years ago Barber
couuty was poor and could not build
many bridges as the people needed. The
consequence was that many bridges had
to built by the townships and by sub-
scription. When the time came that tho
county could afford to buy these bridges it
was the overwhelming sentiment that it
should be done, but the commission-
ers were powerless. Through the
Alliance representative Mr. Hickok a
bill was passed by the last legislature,
which was overwhelmingly Alii ance, en-

abling th3 commissioners to buy the
bridge referred to. Accordingly tho com-

missioners set about buying bridges on the
installmentplan.as they could afford it, and
first thing tlicy knew a handful of Judge
McKay.s Alliance supporters prevailed ou
him to issue an order restraining the com-

missioners from buying tho bridges. The
matter was taken to the supreme court
where the position of the commissioners
was sustained, aud the law authorizing
the purchase of the bridges declared per-

fectly constitutional. Acting in accord-
ance with tho decision of the supreme
court, the commissioners bought three
bridges, and again Judge McKay enjoined
them on precisely the same grounds that
he had given before, and which were not
sustained by the supreme court. Still
acting under the decision of the supreme
court, the commissioners bought the
bridges aud Dan Pierce as chairman issued
thescrip for which he w&s thrown into jail
by the agricultural district judge. Other
trouble of a simiiar nature followed and
still the persecution went on with Judge
McKay the chief inquisitor. Mr. Pierce is
an old gray haired man who is rapidly
traveling down the decline of life and had
it not been for the kindness of a Repub-
lican sheriff in looking after his comfort
while in jail the effects of his incarceration
might have terminated seriously. Hare
was a picture for you. An old Democrat
and an honored citizen with a connection
of twenty years with tho interests of the
county thrown into a common juil like a
dog by a man who had jumped from the
milking stool into the bench in a few
weeks with no experience in the law; a
Republican whom this old Democrat
had fought politically for ten
years iu the county forgiving and
pitying the old gentleman, whose
hairs are white, and ministering to his
comfort more like a comrade in faith than
a political enemy. And still the Demo-

crats of Birber county are asked to swal-

low this insult to one of their old leaders
by voting for a member of this new and
strance and incomprehensible household,
of which Judge McKay is the next in
rank,to the man whom they are asked to
vote for. Uncle Dan Pierce naturally
thinks that the arrogance of the Alliance
is only exceeded by the craven and hu-

miliating surrender of what he considers
an ancient and honorable political party
to them. With Uncle Dan Pierce at tba
head of tha rebellion, no ona denies but
that Jerry Simpson will be snowed under
a majority pile of 500 ballots In hi own
couuty, for Mr. Pierce is a fighter, whose
character and standing will attract
strength.

PROHIBITION DAY.

John P. St. Jolia Addreses the Prohibition-
ists at Elversidc Tark Ho JIafccs a

Calamlly fcpeecn.

The Hon. John P. St. John, the Kansas
apostle of prohibition, has been here. He
came yesterday, but today he is gone. His
stay in the Peerless Princess was limited
to a very short space of time. He was ad-

vertised for a speech at Riverside park at
2 p. m. yesterday, and at that hour about
all the Prohibitionists in "the city had
gathered there to hear some words of com-

fort from their leading light. The tent
was about half full of people and for
the most part they were women, very few
voters being in the audience. The assem-
bly presented some very strange pictures
On the platform were gathered the most
prominent temperance workers of the city,
and scattered among them were to be seen
in conspicuous places the familiar faces of
those great workers in the prohibition
cause, Rufus Cone and Bill Green,
while near the stage, on the
front row of seat was the familiar form of
Fritz Schni tzler and others of like stand-
ing iu the community. It was a typical
prohibition audience with a smart sprink-
ling of People's party, Republican and
Democrats on the out edges.

The proceedings opened with a song by
the glee club, consisting of three persons
which sang "We are Marching to Vic-
tory," Rev. Nusbaum playing an accom-paname-

ou the autohaip. After some
time waiting the club again favored the
audience with the "Voting Song," sang to
the tune of "Marching Through Georgia."
The crowd took kindly to this last sons
and requested that the club sing again
which they did, rendering "We Are Not
So Lonesome As We Used To Be."

Mr. St. John was then introduced and
said tiiat history proves that no reform
was ever started without the reformer be
ing called a crank. And the cranks alwavs
claims that the world is indebted to them
for the good that any reform accomplishes,
Ho reviewed the history of the Republi
can party, and gave as a reason for not do-

ing the same by the Democratic party,
that there is no Democratic party, es-

pecially in Kansas, as it has been
swallowed by the People's parSy. He said
the reason of his leaving the Republican
party was because it had turned its back
upon the home by its failing to indorse
prohibition. He denied that the Dfcino-crat- ic

party had ever tried to buy him or
hired him to make a spedch.

He paid his respects to the EAGLE and
said that its editor always loved him. Ho
also characterized the people of Wichita
who are not prohibitionists as rebels, and
defended his administration with much
zeal. The prohibition party had the main
issue iu the campaign, as the only ques-

tion at issue between the Democrats and
Republicans was whether or not tin plate
should be admitted free into the United
States. The Prohibition party ho aaid
stood for the homes against the saloons.
He then launched forth into a tirade of
abuse that made the hearts of tho few

who happened to lie present
leap for joy. He said that the Republican
party was responsible for all the ills that
people of this country, suffered and that if
the government had bpen administered as
it should have been there would have been
no ills, nor tramps nor people out of work
or suffering for bread. He held tho Re-

publicans responsible for tho fact that the
farmer owned only one-fif- th of the wealth
of the country, and snid that they paid
three-fourt- of all the taxes. There were
in the United States, he said, 240,000 sa-

loons, aud if they were placed side by side,
allowing twenty feet front for each one,
they would make a row of Republican-Democrati- c

saloons 020 miles long a ven-t- a

ble street of hell. After a harangue of
the' Calamity species on the McKiuley
tariff bill, duriug which he manifested
himself and the Prohibitionists as free
trailers, the gentleman took up some in-

sinuations he hud heard and proceeded to
deal with them from a prohibition stand-
point.

Mr. St. John closed his harrangue with a
fifteen minutes eulogy on John Bid (veil,
the Prohibition nominee for president, in
which he lauded that gentleman's virtues
to the skies.

The old saying that "it takes all kind
of people to make a world" was fully
illustrated in Wichita the ptst weet. All
one hed to do was to make up one's mind
what type of humanity he wanted to sec
and then watch the crowd, and it
wouldn't be long until the very one your
mind's eye had seen would be presented to
vou in living flesh and blood. There is
nothing more Interesting or entertaining
to mo than to get a seat iu some nice shady
spot and watch the crowds as they go
surging by. What an endless study or
human nature, what endless variety of
types of man woman and childhood,
of dress, of expression, of happiness, of
misery, of riches, of poverty, of
human forms of Godlike beauty and per-
fection; of human forms deformed, dis-

torted, twisted out of ail semblance of
what the human form should be. Some
with one leg some with none, some with
one arm some armless, the deaf, the halt,
and the blind. Old soldiers contented and
happy in svery form of mutilation. Legs
and arms left on bloody battlefields,
tributes of their love for and horoism in
defending their country from their
traitorous brothers. Some are deaf; depriv-
ed by shot and shell and exposure from
hearing the glorious music, the cheers aud
tho ahrill bugle call which in
thoss awful days inspired them
with courage to face death
at the cannons mouth, on the long weary
maiches, in hospitals after their grand
victories, and. worst of all in those living,
hidious hells, Andersonville, Libb and
Belle Island. Wc talk of our high grade
of civilization, of our humanity, and we
look back with pity upon the dirkness
and ignorance of the ages when thej broke
their prisouers upon the wheel aud ournt
them at the stake. At Nero who plungsd
those who had the misfortune to fall under
his displeasure, into caldrons of boiling
oil. We talk abuut our own Iudians bar
barity, in making their prisoners ruu the

t intuntlet and then miming them to
death. We talk of all these thinks
are wonder how human beings can be so
much below the brute creation in their
modes of punishment, and, yet, in no age,
under no ruler, however despotic his
sway, was there ever such revolting, such
heartrending, such pefectly heartless,soul-less- ,

inhuman treatment meted out to
prisoners as here in our own fair country.
The country that has the most liberal gov-
ernment the sun shines on, where there Is
perfect freedom of religion, of speech, of
the press, everything that goes to make as
perfect a government as can be framed. It
seems as though the old saying
that every man is a savage at
heart is true when such things
and done in a country whose progress the
whole world envies. Surely the American
people are the most forgiving on earth
whan, with these things fresh iu their
minds, they can take tha perpetrators by
the hand and call them "brother." What
struck me so forcibly was that so many of
the soldiers are comparatively young men.
When we think it is more than thirty-on- e
years since the first call for volunteers.
Think how yotinsi these men must have-been- ,

a great many not much more ibau
15, some perhaps not that old. Let the
mothers of today thinK of those
mothers thirty years ago. Think of
their darling boy out to face all the dan-
gers anil toil of war, when they worry if
they stay .down town a half hour longer
than they are accustomed to, how they
think he must be watched over and cared
for. And think of those mothers who saw
their darling, curly headed boys Igo away
from their protecting arms, to defend this
country, of the long, tiresome marches,
the lonely sentry duty, when a rebel bul-
let was likely to end their young lives at
any moment, cf their facing shot and
shell, marching up to the cannon's mouth
over piles and piles of dead men's
bodies, of the boys who never
camu home to mother at all,
of boys who came home to mother with
armsuoue, legs gone, beautiful boyish
facea disfigured beyond recognition to any
but a mother's eye.boys who went through
the whole dreadful conflict and came home
to mother without a scratch or scar boys
who camo homo to mother covered with
glory, with his captain's, lieutenant's or
colonel's epulets won by some daring io

deed, done in a moment when the
lives and liberty of hundreds were at
stake, of the boys who did these things
before they were old enough to cast a vote
aud think if their carefully nurtured dar-
lings are capable of doing likewise if there
should be a necessity.

Then, there is the humorous side
in watching the crowd. You see such
ridiculous co3tuuies; such silly behavior;
green, ignoraut girls and boy whose talk
and behavior and whose elephautiue at-
tempts at g would make a mule
laugh. I saw a man with ear rings in nis
ears, and auother one with his hair doue
in a French roil aim rasieneu witn nair-pins- .

I have thought sometimes that
Dickens overdrew some of his characters,
but I saw livinir. breathing images of his
most popular people. I saw "Bill Syke-.- ''

riding a horse in the mero'-go-rouu- He
seemed tolerebly liappy. I saw Oliver
Twist leaning wearily against a tree look-

ing as though ho still wanted "more."
Little Nell and her grandfather were there
last Thursday, looking just as they did
when they started on their journey. David
Copperfiblil's mother, with her dark,
brown husband, was there with poor little
Davy looking so frightened aud miserable,
and Charles Dickens himself was there-i- n

Then there was the dancers shades and
ashes of departed dancing masters
They surely would have groaned and
walled in their graves could they
have seen what some of theS9 folks called
dauciug.
