OUR COUNTRY ROADS.

They Iolat the Farmer and Ar a Great
Waste of Money.

The St. Paul Pioneer Press, in re-

viewing an article in the Forum by
John Wesley Book-waite- r, says: "While
Mr. Bookwalter is right in ascribing
much of the tendency of population to
move from the country to the city to
the isolation of farm life, and while his
plan of having farm lands so surveyed
that there would be a village in the
center of each section where all the
families might live has excellent fea-

tures, we think that he has scarcely
given due weight to the evil effects of
our country roads in creating and en-

forcing almost absolute seclusion for
conntry dwellers.

"The worst difficulty about rani life
is not the distance that separates one
habitation from another; it is the fact
that this distance to be traversed is a.

barrier, during certain seasons of the
year, almost as impassable as a moun-

tain raure or a swollen torrent. Fara- -
J era. a. ral are well S3Dlis viiia.

vehicles and horses. They " are not
wedded to a life of solitude, but love
cheer and sociability even better than J

other folks. They find these denied to
them by the condition of the country
roads during a large portion of the
year. This is less marked in our prairie
country than it is in sections at the
east and south, where the soil changes,
under the influence of rainfall, to a
tenacious mud that practically nega-
tives all locomotion. But even here
there is a considerable portion of the
year when a drive of from three to ten
miles is anything but a pleasant under-takin- g.

In the most unfavorably situ-

ated communities there are fully six
months when neighborhood intercourse
is denied to all but pedestrians. This
is the great sacrifice which he must
make who decides to try country life
in the United States.

"It is hardly doubtful that a large
share of the average Englishma.'s pas-
sion for residing in the country, and a
still larger share of his fondness for
long walks and rides, is due to the fact
that he does not know what, a poor road
is. Such a highway in Great Britain
as the best of our country roads would
provoke the natives to an insurrection.
From one end of the island to the other
the traveler finds everywhere, the same
beautiful, even surface for driving,
equal in comfort and very like in ap-

pearance to our asphalt streets, though
it is only a superior macadnm- - Over
this the heavy English carriages, which
a horse could hardly move in this coun-
try, bowl merchants up hill and down
dale. On one side is the graveled foot-
path for walking people, on the other
the dirt bridlepath for those on horse-
back. And between them the ideal
highway stretches its glistening length,
free from mud or stones or dust at all
seasons of the year. It is small won-
der that people love the country, and
that short distances do not deter them
or compel them to live secluded where
the facilities for travel are such as
these.

"Yet the difference between the coun-
try roads of Great Britain and those of
the United States is rather one of in-

telligent interest and painstaking than
one of expense. The Englishman has
simply learned how to go about road-makin- g.

He prepares the surface with
almost or quite as much care as we do
for laying a pavement. Then, when
the macadam is laid on, he sees to it
that it has constant attention. A little
break, a slowly forming depression, is
not allowed to ruin the roadway.
Stocks of finely broken stone are ready
prepared everywhere, and the slightest
defect is repaired immediately.

"Wo think it can be proved that in
many of the older communities of this
country the people have actually paid
out more money for highway construc-
tion and repair per mile than it has cost
the English to create and maintain
their almost perfect system of roads.
A. good deal of the money has been
wasted by political spoilsmen. Most of
the remainder has been applied unintel
ligently, a lot of men digging deep
ditches on either side of the highway,
throwing the earth from these into the
center and thinking that this convex
surface of newly-du- g mold could be
called a road and this process 'road
mending.'

"There are signs of an awakening of
Intelligent interest in the subject in
eomo quarters. Professorships have
even been established in some of the
colleges to teach the artof roadmaking,
and people are beginning to understand
the frightful economic loss of putting
an embargo on travel during a good
portion of the year, or else compelling
all beasts of burden to consume vital
force and exhaust themselves unneces-
sarily. It will be a saving to be
counted by millions of dollars annually,
and it will be a marvelous gain socially
and morally as well as industrially,
when we shall have such scientifio
roadmaking in the United States that
the rural dweller will possess, so far as
private conveyance is concerned, the
same advantages that are enjoyed by
the residents of cities."

Sulphate of Copper Solution.
Dr. Jabez Fisher (Bulletin No. 17 of

the health experiment station, Massa-
chusetts, is of the opinion that a solu-
tion of sulphate of copper in the pro-
portion of 1 pound to 800 gallons df
water is ordinarily safe and sure for
spraying fruit trees and vines. Exper-
iments at the station showed that cov-

ering a grape terrace with an awning,
so as to keep off dexvs and rain, made
the space under the trellis "an oasis of
health in the midst of a desert of
fungi." To develop the spores of fungi
they must have moisture.

Eradicating: Disease.
Eradicating disease is not a matter

of a week or a month. While it is
proper to use all precaution in order to
prevent disease in the herd or flock, it
is only by selection of the hardiest and
most vigorous animals, for breeding
that disease may be mostly prevented.
It is from inbreeding and debility that
disease becomes permanent. Inheri-
ted defects can never be eradicated. In
the natural condition animaJn select
their mates from among the most vig-
orous, and in domestication man must
use judgment in mating his stock.

At the first appearance of blight hilL
your potatoes as high and steep as you
can. The fungus is washed down
through the soil by rain. If it reaches
the potatoes it causes them to rot. By
hilling, it will be washed betwcea
the rows away from the potatoes.

The latest idea is an interoceanio
canal. This is truly an immense
scheme, but, according to the plans of
competent engineers, a not impossible
one by any means. It ws recrntly
stated by a member of the San Fran-
cisco chamber of commerce that, with
such a canal, at least five million dol-

lars per annum could be saved on
transportation of the wheat crop alone.
With refrigerator steamers, the fruit
of the Pacific coast could be put into
the markets of Northern Europe in
twenty-fiv- e days. Such a water-wa- y

would open up a vast territory, and do
more to improve the Pacific states than
any plan that could be devised.

In Michijran it is unlawful for rail
way companies to neglect to block the
frogs on their roads, so that the leet ot
employes may not be caught therein.
A switchman, while uncoupling cars,
had his feet caught in an unblocked
frog and was injured. lie sued for
damages, and proved that other frogs
in the yard were unblocked and that
the yardmastcr had been notified of
their condition. The court decided
that it was no defense that the com-

pany had employed men to keep all
frogs blocked, and that proper material
had been furnished for that purpose,
because the negligence of the employes
was the negligence of the company.
