the Fairmount iostitute, and they went to
the meeting of the Wichita Association
of Congregationa]l churehes lust Ties-
day to procure the npproval of their
project, 1T possible. The association did
not kive such approval, but ap-
poloted a8 cominities of  five
well known clergrmen to come to Wichita
and Investigate the mutter, with a view to
harmonizing the diferences und securing
the co-operntion of the two enterprises.
The committes met Lhe promoters of the
ussopinted Bible sthools and the trustees
of the Fuirmount institute at Plymouth
church last Friduy and made a full jnves-
tigation of the situation, devoting the en-
tire afternoon to hearing statements from
thie purties in interest, after which tbe
committes prepared a report in writing, a
sopy¥ of which is now in possession of the
trustees of the Falomount Institute.

Four of the ive members of the com-|

mittee assanted to the substance of the re-
port, the other member not bLelong present,
vut before the nnmes of the committee
had Leen sigoued to it the managers of the
Bible schools souglit and found the com-
wiittee at the Lotel, to which they hind re-
tived [or the preparntion of their report,
The trustees of the irstitute were not pres-
ent but the commitiese, by wny of cotirtesy,
read to the managers of the Bible schodts
the report which had been prepared. The
report was not satisfactory to them and
they declared that they could not comply
with it and manifested a desire to huve
the report withheld.

While the trustees of Fairmonunt Insti-
tute bave vo desire to injure the Bible

schools they deem it there duty to give to |

the public tbe (acts in referedce to the
work of thal committee.

Alter reviewing the miatter at consider-
bie iength the report savs: “We regard it
as unfortunate that two Congregational
lustitutions proposs to begin academic
work on Fairmount bill, and wa recognize
the prior right of Fairmouat Iustitute for
that purpose,’”

e repurta recommends that the two
schouls work in co-operatioo and that the
Assovinted Bible scuools cither remove
Lieir academic departinent o some other
pluce thnn Palrmount hill or that they
commit thelr academie instruction to the
Fairinount Iustitute. The report further
recommends that the Fairmount [ustitute
assuinie, hs far as possibie, the obligations
Lo papis and instructors tncurred by the
Hible schools, nnd thas the Fairmonut 1a-
stitute extend Lo thie Bibie schools such
facilities as i€ can in the way of scaoui
rooms and fursiture

The report turther saye: “I{ such an ad-
justtment cantot be made we recommend
that the Associater] Bible sclicols remove
their work W sois otler polut then Faire
mount hili
