COLUMBIAN .CELEBRATION.

Thirty Thousand Schoolboys and

Collegians in .Line in the Ini-

tial Parade of the Week.

New York. Oct. 10. With the bright
flasb, puff of thick, white smoke aud
heavy boom of cannon old Fort Columbus,
on Governor's islund, at 6 o'clock this
morning, opened the secular part of the
celebration of tbe 409th anniversary of its
namesake's greatest deed. The cannon
shot was merely the sunrise gun, but it
was singularly appropriate that it should
come on this day of all others from the
fort named after Christopher Columbus.

New York is in R.ila dres today. Its
streets, its public buildings, its stores and
warehouses aud its homes aie ytiy with

flags and buntiofj. Even the trucks and
wagonb passing through its streets, the
cats that roll up mid down its avenues,
the trains that puff along the elevated
roads, tb rety horses are decked with
flas in honor of Cliristonher Columbus.
Today began the series of imposing pag-
eants with which the city for the coming
three days will honor the memory of Col-
umbus. To the children, to the youth of
Gotli.im. was given the honor of begin-
ning the civic and military displays. From
public school, from private and
fi om p.irochial school, from institutions
and asylum-- , the children were marshaled
in thous.iuds, aud their older brothers
from the colleges matched with them.

The day opened with an unclouded sky,
with a ainiiing sun, with crisp, invigorat-
ing air. On every side thtougbouG the
city, alike in the section filled with brown
stone or marble mansion and in those
where thronged tenements are crowded
together, was there lavish display of flags
and streamers, but especial attention was
given by the city oflicials and private citi-
zens to tbe deroiation of the .streets and
houses along the route selected for the pa-

rades. Fifth avenue from tne plaza at the
entrance to Central park and to the cen-
tennial arch at Washington square was a
blaze of color. The churches and clubs,
hotels and hospitals, business houses and
private mansious vied with each other in
the display of flags, in festoons of bunting,
in wealth of bright-hue- d shields and
streamers. Columbia arch at Fifty-nint- h

street, and Fifth avenue with its statues,
its flag- -, its shields and bannerettes, was
complete in all its bravery. From 1 nirty-thir- d

street to the Worth monument on
either side of the aveuue stood poles
painted and surmounted by golden lulls
trom which hung flags, streamers aud gon-

falons. At Tweuty-secou- d street and
Fitth avenue was another archway a hun-

dred feet in length and covered with flags
and wreathed With evergreens, smilax aud
palms.

On every block fences were upraised
the atoops and areas to keep back the

invasion of tbe expected crowds. Alon
the avenue, within the street line, were
carpenters at work erecting hiaiias on
which were placed chairs or plain board
seats fiom which the spectators lould view
the parade. At many or thee places pla-

cards announced that seats would be let.
To alt the stands along the route there
early flocktd hundreds, determined to take
time by the forelock aud willing to pay
the Deuaity of uours of waiting to insure

"positions from which to riew
t he parade, others stilt took up places on
tbe few stoops from which tbe puolic were
not barred out. ileauwhlle tbe avenue
became more nd more densely crowded.

The west side ot Fifth avenue at Madi-
son square was occupied bv au immense
stand with 3,200 -- eats.

Secretary of the Treasury
Foster, Governor R. P. Flower and tiis
staff, Governor Tillman of South Carolina,
and manv local oflicials. As the procession
reached the square itself Vice President
Morton, Governor Flower and the other
oflicials present arose ind stood uncovered
uutil the 00,000 boys and youths in the
procession had passed the stand. On one
staud were 2,000 school girls dres-e- d in
red, white and blue, who sang patriotic
songs as the proces-to- u passed by.

A FLAG INCIDEZxT.

The great parade of schootbovs today
demonstrated the natnotism of t he
generation. Twenty five liarleui .school
boys gave evidence in amoteeflective way,
by tearing down aud trampling uuder
foot an Euglish flag displayed alone in
front of a llarlem store. The boys, rang-
ing from 12 to 17 yearsof age, ueie coming
down Columbus aveuue to join the bin
parade. Near the corner of Eighty-thir- d

street they saw a large English flag float-
ing in fiont of a cigar store, kept by au
Englishman. No other flag was displayed,
and the boys tbiuking io to
display a foiaigu flag witnout the United
States flag with it, demanded that the
storekeeper either rai-- e the American flag
or lower the English flag. This the store-
keeper retned to do. After considerable
augry discussion and severe threats, oue
little fellow climbed upon the shoulders
of one of bis larger companions to tear
dowu tbe flag. As soon as the others could
get hands on the objectionable fl.ig they
lore it into hundreds of pieces and scat-
tered the fragments about the streets,
trampling them under foot, and cheering
loudly. The storekeeper was indignant,
but the sympathy of the crowd was with
the boys.

AT BKOOKLYK BRIDGE.

Brooklyn bridye was the place of at-

traction this evening. A gorgeous display
of fireworks had been promised. At an
early hour great crowds began to gather at
the points ot vantage on the river front in
both cities, while hundreds of crafts
loaded with passengers anchored at fav-
orable points in the river aud harbor. The
display fully met the expectations of tin
people. Among the set pieces was n
statue of Columbus and a lepresentation
tation of the ship in which the discoverer
set sail from Palo. Two tons of powder
were used in the fire of fifteen illumina-iiation- s,

which were accompanied with
salvos and flights of screaming rockets,
bombs, Roman caudles and gas balloons.
One of the most striking display was the
representation of Niagara falls in bilyer
fire.

At the conclusion of the display an acci-
dent, occuitod on the pier at the foot of
Beekmau street that was attended with
loss of life. Ou the southern side the ship
Reaper was tied up aud the captain availed
himself of tne opportunity to make money
bv sellintr seats on the vessel. The vusel
was unloaded aud stood high out of the
water, necessitating a gaugway fnlly
thirty fet leng. This gangway was
crowded, when suddenly a plauk Broke in
the middle. Soma of the peoplt were
thrown in a heap on the pier, many sustain-
ing painful hurts and bruises. Ai lex&i
one man lell into the river and was
dl owned.

ML SIC a:d ORATORV.

The audieuce that listened to Silas G.
Pratt's musical cantata "Columbus,"
which was rendered la Music hall tonight
under the auspices of the committee of 10J,
was not a large one. The chorus was
about 400 strong. The chief feature of tne
evening was the .speech of Chauucey M
Depew. It was delivered after a festivul
march entitled the "Empire btate," which
was dedicated, by the way, to Mr. Depew
himself. After the march hnd been played
Mr. Depew came upou the platform, attir-
ed in evening dress, and delivered his ora-

tion.

THE SPANISH CELEBRATION.
CADIZ, Oct. 10. Enormous crowds

watched the departure of the gunboat
Conde Vnlderno conveying Queen Regent
Christiana aud tbe royal party to Huelva,
where they will take partiu the Columbua
celebration. The gunboat was
by a fleet of foreign warships. The bal-

conies along the quay were handsomely
decorated with flags and bunting, and the
harbor was filled with all kinds of craft
gaily decorated. When the warship ar-
rived oil Huelva she was met by a trans-
port, on board of which were ireuor Cano-vh- s

del Cftello, the muuicipnl authoritirs
the diplomats who .ire fluelva,
aud a number of other dignitaries.
Twenty-thre- e and foreign
men-of-w- were there ranged iohue, and
as the guubout with the loyal party on
board entered the bay the nearest warship
bred a royal salute. This was repeated by
the next ship in line, and so on until every
one of the twenty-thre- e vesels had halu-te- d

little King Alfonso, who w.u. with his
mother on the Conde Vuldrruo. The
boats were lowered and tbe royal prty
was taken ashore and to the old monastery
where Columbus received hi- - tirj.t encour
airement in his -- cheme which led to the
discovery of a new world. After inspect-
ing the euerable pile, ttif royal pariy re-

turned to the gunbost. The queen regent
and King Alfonso will disembark in .state
tomorrow.
