Sax Fraxcisco, Oct. 22 —War Kee, the
Cbiness newspaper published in this city,
prints what porports to be s mail sum-
mary of the news from China by the last
stenmers. Amoug the articles is one be-
lieved to be inspired by the Chiness gov-
ernment, and to be io the nature of conlfi-
dential instractions to the Chinese consuls
in the United States. It is suggested that
they make, as speedily and empuatically
ns possible, certain representativns to the
senators and congressmen at Washington.
The proposition advanced is that every
Chinese is compelled by the Geary law to
regiater withio one year, with the alterna-
tive of goiug to jail and of being
from the United Statex. Concerslug this
proposition the article says:

*Unitin has plenty of wealth, plenty of
gons and big ships of war of modera con-
struction, aud pleaty of soldiers. Cuina
is not afraid of the United Stutes and can
cope with her in wur. But China does
not want to fight with the United States,
for there are many other means of retalia-
tion. "’

The article goes on to state that the peo-
ple of the United States wers nervous
niter the New Orleans affuir, when it was
feared that Italy might send war ships to
their shores Lo demand sutisfaction for the
sliughter of lher citizens, and that the
Uuvited States began bastily to constract
battleships and gun<. China, it suys, las
both these, but the United Siates is not
ready. If the registeriog act is pe
in, China will insist that American resi-
dents in China shall register ana wenr
tugs ou peonlty of imprisooment and ex-
pulsion. Chins will slso impose s beavy
tnx ou American imports, purticularly
flour mnd cotton.
