SUCCESSFUL "WIND BAGS.

Two Former Wlchltans on the High Bold to
a. Handsome rortunc

A few years ago there lived in this city
two brothers named Grant, mostly all of
whose time was absorbed in some inven-
tive scheme which caused their friends to
shake their heads as they passed them by,
and mutter to themselves, "poor fellows,
they have got it bad." The scheme upon
which they were working wai rather
"airy," and nobody paid much attention
to it, but on every occasion when they
were asked what they were trying to ac-

complish, they courteously told the ques-
tioner they were contriving a patent to
raise sunken ships from the bottom of the
sea. Why this idea should enter the heads
of two Kausaus, hundreds of miles away
from any sea, looked fctrange, and in-

variably they were put down on the
mental tablets of their questioning friends
as a pair of cranks.

Well, they worked on and worked on
till they had their scheme completed, aud
then left for the state of Washington,
where they would have a better opportuni-
ty to demonstrate the value and practica-
bility of their new device. There, it seems,
they were regarded as cranks also, by
inaratime men, but their opportunity
came at last and the result is taken from a
Washington exchange. By tho way they
are brothers of Mrs. H. P. Reed of this
city. The exchange in question says:

The Grant brothers htive had a chance to
demonstrate the practicability of their
process of raising sunken vessels and it
has proven a perfect .success.

Their process is very himple and sodif-feie-

from any other that has ever been
used that mariners and wreckeis have
been very skeptical about it. They insert
into the hold or between the decks of the
suuketi vessel collapisble canvass cylinders
aud then pump compressed air into them
and the vessel comes to the surface.

"He l.tusrhs best who laughs last," was
what the Grant Brothers were saying yes-
terday, when, couvoyed by the American
tugs Collis, Pioneer and Mystic, the dis-
abled Premier steamed into Victoria har-
bor, and made fast her lines at R. P. Rithet
& Co. 's inner u barf. On boatd the res-
cued wreck were Captain John Irving,
manager of tho C. P. N. Co., to whose
fleet tbe Premier belongs, Captain Struve
aud Captain O'Brien, the Premier's old
commander, and the successful teudeter
for the contract of raising her.

Five thousand dollata was what he
asked to float the ship and deliver her
either at the Tacoma or the Equimault
dock. Just about two weeks ago lie was
told to go ahead that his ofler was ac-

cepted and he then enlisted tho services
of the Grant Brothers of Tacoma. as sub
contractors. They proposed to practically
demonstrate that their collapsible canvas
cylinder were all that were claimed for
them, and all that other wreckers said they
wete not.

The collapsible cauva3 air cylinders did
the work at hfjt, and tiie Premier came up
at about 2 o'clock Tuesday mottling. She
w;ts at ence beached and the hole in her
side looked after. Then, her couipart-nieu- t

being all right, she was timbered
for the trip, and started for Victoria at
about 8 o'clock. The i tin across was made
without accident, and we got lieie eight
hours later. Tho ship will be docked as
soon as possible for survey, and presuma-
bly repear.

"During the trip over," one of tho Grant
Brothers said to a News reporter this
morning, "we experimented with the
Premier and by letting out some of the
airsubmerged her deck, and then by pump-
ing more into her we bi ought her lull up
out of the water iu two minutes. The

If we
can raise a ship of 800 tons we can raise one
of S.000."

"WHAT A VISITOR SAYS.

L. W. King of Velasco, Twc., was in the
city yesterday for the first time iu several
years and to say be was astonished at tbe
changes would not be adequately express-
ing it. In speaking about them he said:

"It is now nearly seven years since I
visited Wichita, and since then I have
heard many and varied accounts of the
place. Some were words of praise but
more often "tbe evil tide" was indulged
in; so that I fully expected to see desola-
tion on every side. Leaving a Santa Fe
train upon my arrival, I walked down
Douglas avenue intending to count the
empty store rooms. Finding all the build-i- n

us I first came to occupied I concluded it
was due to their nearness to the depots.
But passing on down the avenue I noticed
the stores were nearly all large and con-
tained fine, heavy stocks of goods.

To say that I was surprised-loe- s not ex-
press it, when I found but pne vacant
room ou the avenue. I was now thorough-
ly interested and struck out on Main
street and found practically the same con-

dition of affairs on that splendid thor-
oughfare. This certainly did not corre-
spond with the "calamity howl" I had
heard about, Wichita. After going the
rounds f nearly all the "boomed cities"
iu the west, I can without the least desire
to reflect disparagingly on any of them say
that Wichita Dresents the most
thrifty apperance of them all.
This condition of tbe property
so soon after a season of general depression
is one of the certain elements of proof that
Wichita's location is good and that
a great trade center is bound to grow up
here. It may seem to be an old story to
some, but it is a matter worthy of
agitation aud should not be forgotten for
a moment, that being the natural gate-
way for at least one-ha- lf the Transmissis-sinp- i

country, the sooner a determined
effort is made to turn the tide of traffic of
that section sonth, the sooner will Wichita
take her rightful place among the great
financial and commercial centers of the
county, and the whole Transmississippi
country will drop the yoke of
the great east and west railroad monopo-
lies. There can be no qnestion about the
great good competition via the gulf points
will be for Kansas and the west. If an in-

stance is required it is found in the St.
Paul aud Sault Ste. Marie railroad, com-
monly called the "Soo" line. This line
opened up a short route to the great lakes
for the northwest, and it would be diff-
icult to calculate tbe immense benefit the
great northwest has received therefrom.
But it is not a matter requiring demon
stration. All agree that unobstructed com-- ,
municatiou with the Gulf of Mexico is a
thing absolutely necessary for the continu-
ed rapid development of this section. But
I find that leading men through the west
seem to think the time to take active meas-
ures iu this matter has not come. They are
awaiting developments at Galveston, for-
getting or never having been fully inform
ed that at Velasco there is a free and un-
obstructed entrance from the Gulf of Mex-
ico into the Brazos river. I have recently
returned from a trip into Texas and visit-
ed Velasco. The water over the bar now
measures 18 feet and is steadily deepening,
while the Brazos river averages a depth of
o5 feet for several miles from its mouth
forming the best of harbors.

There is uo use to wait longer on deep
water developments anywhere. The situ-
ation seems to be Wichita's opportunity.
By taking an active part in opening up
communications with Velasco, Wichita
would gain immeasurably and place tho
west under everlastiug obligations to her.
If Wichita is prosperous under the present
outrageous discrimination iu freight rates
practiced by the transportation compa-
nies she will be teu-fol- d more prosperous
when she can ship to and receive supplies
from the nearer ports on the Gulf of
Mexico."

Yesterday wan a gala day at this exbibi-bitio- n,

and in every sen,e a. success. Some
500 visiteU the beautiful show of plants,
aud over a hundred took dinner. All ex-
pressed themselves as enjoying tbe menu
for it has not been surpassed in this city.
Oysters, chicken pie, chi:ken ou toast,
bam witn nil the accompanying dishes of
relish, pickles, cabbage, eta, pie of several
kiuds. cakes, tea and coffee, and all these
in abundance. It was elegant, and served
in ?a manner to delight. Early in the
morning jhe Indies received from J. C.
Vaugb, of Chicjgo. nineteen varieties of
the most magnificent specimens of tbe
flower ever seen. They attracted un-
bounded admiration and comment ail the
day.

The florists, Messrs. Culp, Rose and
Bnrnes of Independence, were busy all the
aiteruoon classifying and awarding the
prizes. Some ninety premiums were
awarded, the list of which will be pub-
lished as soon as the classification is com-
pleted.

Most of the prominent ladies and gentle-
men of the city visited the rooms during
the afternoon. Some were satisfied with
one examination, others would make the
circuit ol the room several times, aud then
linger and look and sigh that time would
not allow them another look. Are they
not superb? Ob! how lovelyl What
beauties! Why, I never imagined chrys-
anthemums could be so numerous and so
exquisite in shade and colors, they would
say.

Mr. Barnes, tbe judge selected to award
the prizes, delivered the following beauti-
ful address on their origin, growth and
culture. He said:

God in the grand scheme of creation did
not forget to bsautify His world with
flowers. The Garden of Eden must have
been beautiful with bloom fresh from His
hand. The growth of a grain of wheat is
a marvel, how much more tbe growth and
bloom or many of our most beautiful
flow ets from the tiniest seed. The culti-
vation, care and enjoyment of flowers, is
certainly ennobling aud elevating, tending
to lift our hearts lrom earth to heaven,
from the beautiful creature to the won-
derful Creator. We are here enjoying our
first chrysanthemum show. This flower
has a long name. Look about you and
tell me if she does not deserve every sylla
ble of it. She is indeed the queen of
autumn. Iu almost times
t tie odd, eccentric people of China and
Japau cultivated this flower with wonder-
ful devotion. Its name is derived from
the Greek and means gold flower, and iu
the many yellow varieties the name is
justified. Its relatives are fouud all over
tne wotl 1, tbe oxeyo daisy aud corn mar-
igold belonging to the family. It is often
trained into fantastic shapes by the Chi-
nese and their idols are, during certaiu
festivities, gorgeously decorated with these
flowers. Its beauty is lastingly portrayed
by them on their pottery and in their tap-
estry.

Tiie name of the ninth month in Japan
is Kiku dzuki. The commonest girl's
name in Japan is Okikusan, meauing
Honorable Miss Chrysanthemum. The
plant became known iu Europe about 200
years ago. Captain Beriieti a Jj renenman,
in 1S27 raised the first seedling iu Eutope.
The French still call him the father of rue
Chrysanthemum. It seems odd that
while America has no end of Chrysanthe-
mum societies France has none.

The first "mum" show m England was
held at Birmingham in 1836. Notwich
held one in 1813, but not uutill&16 was
any society of importance formed. What
little antiquity we have in America In
relation to names and centers around the
Hub, during the latter part of the last
century, just about 100 years ago. For
many years it was only a novelty and
cared less for here than any wheie else
where known.

Within the past twenty years, or since
the organization of our town, its popular-
ity has advanced at a steady rate, until
now it is supreme. With such a com-
mand of climate its wonderful develop-
ment in'the hands of our countrymen has
been pbeuomenal.

fcKOITKSSOR Bt.AKE'S &KCTDKE.

Last night the audience at the lecture
on electricity had an introduction to an
entirely new field o'f investigation. Old
text books were comparatively worthless,
and the knowledge based on experiments
of a few years ago showed the rast of age
for Prof. Blake dealt mostly with those
discoveries which bare been made in the
past eighteen to twenty months. It was
like a peep through the great "Lick Tele-scope- ,"

giving tbe finite mind of man a
little better conception of the infinite. The
first few sentences of tbe lecture were
marred by the music of Shaw's orchestra
in the room below but a change of program
was soon made agreeable to both parties.

The lecture begun with a brief recapitu-
lation of the snbject of lines of force show-
ing that a line of fo'ree was simply the
axis of an ether whirl, corresponding to
the center of a. cyclone. Then induced
currents were illustrated toy tbe well
known phenomenon of the buzzing in the
telephone caused by the lines of force from
the powerful electric light or street car
currents cutting the telephone wires.
'The eddy current was shown to be a

small current set up in a plate placed near
a magnet and called, eddy because it rotat-
ed like the water, which formed a small
eddy or whirlpool.

These currents simply heat the body un-
less carried out by brushes attached to a
wire, when they show their effect on a
galvanometer.

It is impossible to show the application
of a knowledge of these currents without a
full report of the lecture.

Faraday, in 1833, made tbe first dynamo
and prophesied that it would become of
great commercial value, but with the true
spirit of a scientist he refused to turn
aside' from his investigations into the
mysteries of nature and seek to reap finan-
cial success.

In preparing for an experiment with the
enormou3 electro magnet Professor Blake
removed a large onion which some one had
left ou the magnet, with the humorous re-

mark, that the magnet was strong enough
without the help of onions.

A'heavy copper plate swinging freely be-

tween the pole pieces of the magnet, was
almost instantly arrested by tbe force of
the induced current, when the current
was on.

Brush and Edson first used cold cur-
rents of air or water passing through the
armatures of their dynamos to prevent the
heat of tbe little eddy currents from burn-
ing out the wires. Since then the arma-
tures have been laminated, or made of
thin sheets insulted by mica or paper so
that these eddy currents are broken up,
and the dynamos made far more effective.

At the next lecture a transformer will
be shown and explained.

The telegraph system of England is un-

der government control, aud the chief
electrician, Professor Priest, has made
marked improvements in the speed of
sending messages by using a short coll and
dividing the current.

The Phelps system of telographing to a
moving train is by the use of induced cur-
rents but as there must be several miles of
wire around the car and a wire between
the rails, the system is not popular on ac-

count of expense.
Uutil three years ago we knew of but

one electrical current, and since then the
discovery of several currents opens a new
world to us.
Space forbids going deeper at present into
the remaining part of the lecture for it
dealt eutirely with new discoveries and
admits of no abridgement.

The remaining lectures cannot but inter-
est every student or person who wishes to
keep up with the discoveries in what prom
ises to be the great agent of civilization,
and a means of leading U3 to a fuller
knowledge of the infinite marvels of crea
tion.
