They Met in the City Yesterday and Ban-

quet at Night.

Pine Oratory, Music, Singing and Eefresh- -
ments Were Marked Features of

the Night's Doings.

The Kansas Traveling Men's association
met in this city in semi-annu- cession and
were called to order iu the parlors of the
Carey at 2 o'clock by President George T.
Irvan, with R. J. Hans as secretary. Mr.
Irvan made his semi-annu- report as
president of the association. Secretary
Haus also made his report, which showed
that the association was iu a good condi-
tion, both in membership and finances.
Since the anuunl meeting on May 20, 1892.
the association has paid out 225 for sick
benefits. The treasurer's report showed
cash in treasury of 510 after all accounts
had been paid.

tee on resoultions. Meeting adjourned
to meet on the third Saturday iu Novem-
ber, 1893.

Lewelling by ths board of trade ot this
city, at their hall last night, was a very

Kansas with her gypsum
bed, rock nuarries and salt fields,
Kansas with a breath of natural gas which
turns to sunlight, warming aud nursing
into being great and growing cities. Oh
Kansas! the Italy of America, with more
sunny days thxn any other. But some-
thing is the matter with Kansas With
sunny days, in the midst of plenty, there
should be laughing people.

Men are nothing
principals are eternal, and touight I cher-
ish the hope that through and beyond my-
self as the representative of the people you
may behold the rising star of a greater
prosperity of the people.
